The casualties from death in this regiment during its term of service was as follows:
Killed in battle, nine (9) enlisted men; died of disease, wounds, etc., one (1) commissioned
‘officer and sixty-two (62) enlisted men—total, sixty-three (638), or an aggregate death list
of seventy-two (72). .
