NATURAL WONDERS. N

Itis very surprizing, that two of the great-
est natural curivsities in the world are within
the United States, and yet scarcely known to
the best informed of geographers and natur-
alists. The one is a beautiful water-full in
Franklin county, Georgia; the other a stupen-
dous precipice in Peundleton district, South
Carolina; they are both faintly mentioned in
the late edition of Morse’s Geography; but
not as they merit. ‘I'he ‘Tuccoa Falls are
much higher than the falls of Niagara. ‘The
column of water is propelled beautifully
over a perpendicular rock, and when the
stream i3 (ull it p3sses down without being
broken.  All the  prisinatic effect, seen at
Niagara illustrates the soray of Tuccoa. The
table mountain in Pendleton district, South
Carolina, i3 an awful precipice of 900 feet.
Many persons reside within five, seven, or
ten miles of this grand spectacle who have
never had curiosity or taste enough to visit
it. Itis now however occasionally visited by
curions travellers, and sowetimes’ men of
science.

Very few persons who have once -cast a
glimpse in the almost boundless abyss, can
again exercise sufficient fortitude to approach
the margin of the chasm. Almost every oue,
in looking over, almost involuatary falls to
the ground, senseless, nerveless and hapless;
and would inevitably be precipitated headlung
and dashed to atoms, were it not for measures
of caution and security, that have always
Leen deemed indispensable to a safe indul-
gence of the curiosity of the visiter or spec-
tator.
