The Blair Educational bill is near- |
ing a votein the Senate but has not
yet reached it.

He |
characterized it as a bill to premote |
mendicancy, and to cultivate {:e are, |
He said it declared the failure of local
selfgovernment in one of the Supreme
interests of the people. It also falsely
declared the bankraptey of States,
wkich, before our eyes, are rich and
Frowing. It madean inefectual if not

alse, pretence of temporary action.

He said it was not for eight years. It

was the beginning of a new policy of |
a permanent new relation between the
Federal Government and the States,

which would never dimiaish,but whose

influence would grow. SBeratorHawley

wished that every Senator, would vote

upon this bill just exactly as he felt

aggut it, and not as being bound by

resolutions of State Legislatures, or |
previous committals, or anyting of that

aort. He was willing to see the bill

defeated by aay of theC onstitutional

means, whether by the House, by the

Senate or by the President.

above the Senate passed the bill on a
vote of 39 to 29. This is the fullest
vote that has ever been Lad on the
Blair bill. It will be seen by a com-
parison of this vote with that of two
years ago that the Blair bil! has made
no converts. Senators who voted |
againet it again this time Several |
Senators—inclding Blackburn.Kenna
Spooner and Voorhees—who [voted
for the bill two years ago voted agair.st
it this time,.

In 1884 the vote was 33 to 11, 32,
Senators refusing to Vote,ar:d in 1886 |
only two more voted. On this occa
sion only four Senators abstained fiom
voting, which shows that opposition to |
the bill has always trebled in the past
two years, This increased opposition
was a matter of considerable interest. |
The prediction by many now is that
after having consumed much of the|
valuable time of three Congresses, the |
bill will now go to the House again
for defeat, or in case it should happen
to struggle through that hody alive, |
that it will be vetoed by the Presi-
dent.

Scarcely had the stir over the Blaine
letter subsided at the Capitol when an- |
other interesting bit of political gos-
8ip came floating along. It wasme. ely
a rumor, but it gained rapid circula-
tion, Briefly, it was to the eflect that
