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court, by the return of said guardian. or other evidence,
that the said Richard N. Snowden hath disposed, or is
about to dispose of said property,in any manner incon-
sistent with the provisions of this act; or whenever it
shall appear that the interests of said Richard N. Snow-
den shall require it, the said orphan’s court shall be,
and they are hereby authorised, to order and direet the
said guardian to take into his pessession all real and
personal property, with its naturzl accumulations, or
such part thereot as the said court shall designate; and
the same shall thereupon be heldand employed by said
guardian, and his bond given for the faithful discharge
of his trusts shall be liable for his acts and omissions in
relation to said propertv, in the same manuer, and to the
same extent as if this act had not been passed.

And be ttenacted, That nothing herein contained shall
impair the right of the orphan’s court toremove the
said guardian, and to appoint a guardian in his stead;
and full power is also ryserved to said court to dispose
of and apply the aferesaid property for the beneht of
said ward, in the same ample manner as if this act had
not been passed. |

And be it enaected, That this act <hall be void, un-
less the sureties of said guardian shall; on or before
the first day of May next, by writing, under their
hands and seals. addressed to the said erphan’s court,
consent to its provisions—Provided nevertheless, that
if the present zuardian shall be removed, and another
appointed by the orphan’s court, who shall give bond,
with seeurity to bhe approved by said court, theu this
act shall have futl vperatton and elicet”
