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Mr. Morris from the committee to which was referred
the resolution relative to the establishment of a Navy Yard
in the city of Baltimore, reported favourably thereon;

It was read the second, and by special order the third
time, assented to, and returned to the house of delegates.

Mr. Pigman from the committee to which was referred
the bill, entitled, an act to quthorise the Register of the
Land Office of the Western Shore to issue a warrant or war-
rants, of resurvey and patent for certain lands lying in Alle-
gany county, reported favourably thereon.

It was read the second time. ‘
Mr. Mayer, from the committee to which was referred

the bill, entitled, a supplement to the act passed at Decems
ber session 1834, entitled, anact, for the building of a Bridge
over the Great Falls of Gunpowder, at Moncton Mills, 1n
Baltimore county, reported favourably thereon.

It was read the second, and by special orderthethird time,
passed, and returned to the House of Declezates.

Mr. Pigman presented the memorial of J. L. Skinner,
and others, praying an act of incorporation; which was read
and referred to the committee on Internal Improvement.

The President laid before the Senate the following letter,
which was read and ordered to lie on the table.

Annapolis, March 4th, 1836.

To the Honourable the General Assembly of Maryland,
Gentlemen:—My Counsel, Mr. Taney, is now in Annapo-
lis, and will be ready, if it is the pleasure of the Legislature,

to proceed to-day with the argument which they have con-
sented _to hear from him in support of the memorial, I
have had the honour to present, praying indemnity for the
Jestruction of my property, in the City of Baltimore, dur-
ing the past Summer.

As however, the report of the joint committee to whom
the subject was referred, was made late in the day on yes-
terday, and relates to matters in which the City has an in-
terest, I would respectfully pray with the concurrence of my
Counsel, that your Honourable Body postpone the proposed
argument until Monday next. By that time the authorities
of the City will have had full knowledge of the report,
and of the character of the bill, which it recommends to the
adoption of the Legislature, and ample opportunity, if they
shall desire it, to make known to your Honourable Body a-
ny opposition which they may possibly have to the mea-
sare.
