A bill entitled an act to incorporate a company to make
a turnpike road from Hagerstown in Washington county
to the Pennsylvauia line,

Which was read the first time and referred to the
committee on Internal Improvement. |

A bill entitled a supplement to an act to authorize a
public road and landing in Somerset county, and the con-
struction of a bridge in said county,

Which was read the first time and referred to Messrs.
Wilson, Hughlett and Emory. :

A bill entitled an act to authorize the Franklin Rail
Road Company, incorporated by the State of Pennsyl-
vania, to extend their work within the limits of the
State of Maryland,

Which was read the first time and referred to the com-
mittee on Internal Improvement,

And returned the bill which originated in the Senate,
entitled a supplement to the act entitled, an act to in-
corporate the Baltimore and Port Deposit Rail Road
Company, passed at December Session 1831, chapter 288,
dorsed, “will pass with the propsed amendments,”
which amendments were rea¢ and adopted, and were as

follows:
