Yo-Semite.

Tho Rev. Dr. J. P. Newman, is writing
a scries of letters, * From Ocean to Ocean,”’
for The Methodist, in ono of which he gives
the following description of Yo-Semito
Falls:

Onoe of the great pleasures of my trip to
the Pacific coast was the magnificent
scenery of the Sierrn Nevadas. Properly
speaking, there are three great chains of
mountainy, presenting to the cye of the
Leholder every variety of conflguration.
The coast-range extends from Panama to
Mount Shasta, and conforms to the contour
of the shore. The Cascade range runs
from Mouut Shasta to Alasky, and attains
an altitude of 14,000 feet. One hundred
and {ifty miles to the cast from the coast
aro the Sicrra proper, a continuous and
lofty chain of meutains, with an average
width of ninety miles, and marked by a
line of dominant peaks, upon the summits
of which suow falls to the depth of fifteen
feet.  But of all the geological wounders of
the Sierras, their crowning glory is the
Yo-Semite Valley. A ride of one hundred
and twenty miles from San Francisco
brings tho traveller to this wonder of the
world. That rido will cost many a pain,
groan, and dollar. The old stage coach,
crowded with passengers, clean and une
clean, moves at the rate of ten milesan
hour, enveloped in a clond of suffocating
dust, rattling over roads never made for
wheely, and skirting precipices, looking
over which the head grows dizzy., A
hoiseback-ride of twenty miles through a
trackless forest, guided only by the blazes
on hiuge pine trees; climbing mountains so
steep that the rider’s head comes in un.
pleasant proximity with that of his horse;
winding round the brow of valleys three
thousand feet deep, the angles in the road
along which arc so sharp that the horse's
body forms a curve in turning; dry lips, a
lame back and sore knees—are some of the
drawbacks of the journcy. But to seo the
Yo-Semite is worth a hundred such jour-
neys.

It was two o'clock in the afternoon when
we reached the valley.  And who can ever
forget that first grand view? Pain and
fatizue are forgotten amid the overwhelm-
ing grandeur of the scene.  Although ina
valley four thousand feet above the level of
the sea, we were surrounded with perpen-
dicular mountains which rose alove us six
thousand feet.  As we looked up the valley
ten miles long, and three miles wide, the
eye was greeted with tlowing rivers, dash-
ing cascades, green meadows, blooming
flowers, fruitful orchards, lofty pines three
hundred feet high, and the cverlasting
Lills. To the right was the Bridal Veil,
with a fall of nine hundred and forty fect,
its waters beaten into spray of pearly white-
nesses, and the winds blowing beneath
them spread out the spray like one who
unfolds a bridal.veil of Mechlin lace. O
the Leauty of that scene! How tho wavy
sheets of spray gracefully undulated or fell
in gause-like, cthereal folds—now expand.
ing, now contracted; now glittering in the
sunlight like a hill adorned with diamonds;
now changing into one vast many colored
cloud, retlecting the rainbow, and throwing
their misty drapery over the falling torrent,
filling the Ueholder with exultation and
delight.  Beyond appeared the Cathedral
Spires, reminding us of some old Gothic

cring an arca of about three acres.
It is in the cxtreme north castern
end of the valley. Around it, in amphi.
theatric, are as grand mountains as ever
were scen by mortal eye.  On the left was
tho Noith Dome, 3725 feet above us; on
the right was the South Dome, crect, defi-
ant, 6,000 feet abovo the lake, and 10,000
feet above the level of the sea ; beyond was
Cloud's Rest, 5,000 feet higher, on the brow
of which the summer clouds lay in sweet
repose, but which, in winter, is the throne
of the storm. Before us lay the lake,
whose depth las never been fathomed;
whose waters are transparent as crystal ;
whoso bosom, so clear and calm, is like a
vast mirror, Unbroken silence held sway
in that solitary spot. Far down in those
decp, clear waters tho surrounding scenery
was beautifully retlected.  The mountains
reversed, we scemed to stand upon their
base, the cye following their descending
sides till it veached the inverted dome. All
the ravines, all the projecting rocks, all the
oaks and piunes, all thoe vast form of the
South Dome, wero seen as if by enchant-
ment.  While looking into those mirror-
liko waters, the morning sun aroso over the
mountains—sunrisc in a lake. First, the
white halo of early morn appeared ; then
tho silver firs lining the crest of the moun-
tains were resplendent with light ; then
the orb of day appeared, coming over the
mountains, in the calm leavens, scen far.
down in the unknown depth of that mar-
vellous lake.

Escape of the Empress Eugenie..

The story of the escape of the Empress
from Paris Las not a little romance about
it. A lady guest of Sir John Durgoyne,
whose yacht bore the Empress beyond the
limits of France, gives an English period
fcal the *“truc tale” of tho flight from
France.

The Empress was attended from the
Tuilerics into the streets by Prince Mctter-
nich, another gentleman, and Madame
Lebreton.  The gentlemen left her and
Madame Lebreton just as the latter entered
a fiuere for fear they would be recognized
by the crowd. One of tho latter did recog-
nize the Enmpress and ran after the fluere,
shaking his fist, but did not betray her to
the mob.  After they had proceeded a lit-
tle distance, the occupants of the fluers got
out and ran quickly down an alley to
another street, and entering another fiaere,
drove to the house of a friend, whom they
found to be abscnt.  After calling at
another place, and finding no one at home,
the Empress drove to the only address she
remembered—to Dr. Evans—the celebrated
dentist in the Rue de la Paix, a warm
friend of her Majesty and the Emperor,
and an American. It is well known that
the many Americanresidents in Paris, who
so constantly received hospitalities at the
Tuileries, would have done anything to aid
the Imperial lady in her troubles ; but they
wero well known by the French scrvants,
and her Majesty would have found it fimpos.
siblo to escape as she did had they inter-
fered,  Dr. Evansordered his carriage, and
drove with her Majesty as far out of Paris
as his lorses would go; they then hired
other lorses and carriages. Ounly once,
and tor a very short distance, er Majesty
went by train; the rest of her journey was
performed in wretchied, crowded carts, and
whatever she could obtain till she got to
Deauville.  Atthe hotel she feigned illness,
and wax, therefore, able to have a little
food taken up to her room, wlile a gentle-
man went on board Sir John Burgoyne's
yacht to enquire if Lie would help the illus-
trious lady by giving her a passage to
England.

At the instance of
Drs. Williams and Little, tho clothing was
taken from it, and a critical examination
was made, so far as could be without doing
injury., From the occiput of ona child to
the occiput of the other, there is a contin-
uous spine, inadirect line. Upon one side
and directly in tue centre of the trunk,
were perfeetly developed hips, thighs, legs,
and feet. They are in nice proportion to
the body of cither child, On the opposite
side thero is one large, imperfectly formed
leg, presenting the appearance of the con-
solidation of two legs. There are cight
tocs on this limb, two of which have the
appearance of great toes, being much larger
than the others. Each has a well-formed
lLiead, good features, good chest, good arms
and hands, lung, Leart, liver, and stomach.
Between the perfectly formed limbs, and
properly situated, are the anus and sexual
organ, in common, The lower portion of
tho bowels, the bladder, and, perhaps, the
kidneys are in common. All the other
organs are scparate.  There was but one
umbilical cord and one placenta. The
length of the body is twenty inchies, and
tho umbilicus is central in the abdomen,
and equi-distant from each head. It nurses
well at both ends, and, when first exhibited
 the party, one child was asleep and the
other was crying.  While the physicians
were making their examination, both
cried, but a few minutes after the one
which was crying first went to sleep, while
the other remained awake. When cither
head would cry, the perfect leg which was
nearest that lead kicked and drew up,
while the leg nearest the other head
remained quict.

Kid Gloves.

A correspondent of the Boston Adver-
tiser says : I hope that some of your read-
ers availed themselves of an intimation
contained in a recent letter, that owing to
the disturbance to French industry, the
price of kid gloves would probably advance.
On the 8th ladics’ gloves with one button
were advanced one dollar per dozon, and
on tho 19th, another dollar; and so in pro-
portion for otlicr styles. The largest man-
ufacturer for this country is Alexandre,
who supplics one house in New York with
between sixty and seveuty thousand dozen
pairs of kid gloves per annum. As his
principal factory for cutting is in Paris,
his shipments have stopped, and his houso
states that tho resumption will depend on
the contingencies of the war,

Mr. Muller, who stamps his givon name
of Alexandre upon the gloves, when first
known to Mr. Stewart, was in humblo cir-
cumstances, needing capital to enlargo his
industry ; but his merit Leing discovered,
the want was supplied, and an enormous
establishient is the result. Mr. Muller
owns a hotel in Paris for a winter resi-
dence, and possesses La Grange, with its
sixty bedrooms and fiftcen hundred acres
of land distinguished in former years as
the home of Lafayette. His hospitality
corresponds with these important dwell-
ings. 1lc manufacturcs his own cham.
pagne, clarct, and brandy, cach of a fine
quality. >

On a visit to mo somo years ago he gave
me tho history of this manufacture. The
opinion was then quite common that rat
skins wero used, which ho disposed of very
summarily. Besides other objections, said
Le, it is enough tomention that they would
be much too short for the hand. In order
to purchase kid skins ho scnds out his
agents as carly as February to Italy, and
they follow the mountain ranges, keeping
pace with the opening of Spring, until they
reach tho plains of the Baltic. Fields
which will carry sheep are not used fur the
goat in flocks. The goat is driven up to
nearly the snow line in mountains to feed
on tho tender branches of shirubs and trees,
and they are tended and milked by a class
which is not scen in this country.

In walking up the Alps I have found
these interesting flocks. The horns of the
animal supply handles for kntves, its hair
is used for cloth, its milk for cheese, its
flesh for food—that of the young kid being
excellent—and tho skin is displayed on fair
hands in all civilized countries. It will be
years before this entire industry will be
introduced into the United States. Ishould
not be surprised if Prussia, availing herself
of the opportunity which the disturbed
industry of France offers, should become
distinguished in this manufacturo,

The compensation for sewing istoo small
to enlist the regular and permanent indus-
try of women, and it is resorted to somc-
what as knitting by hand is among us, at
ordinary labor. The movement of tho neo-
dle is guided by tho notches of a steel
clamp held by the sewer, who presently ar-
rives at the experience which permits the
work to ba done while conversation is en.
gaging part of tho attention, and indeed
while the eye is directed to another quar-
ter. Itisowing tothis facility that aslight
reward for labor is cxacted. Tho sewers
are distributed all over France, and receive
the material, cut out with precision, and
put up in bundles of a dozen pairs.

I order to conduct the distribution of
tho gloves here with advantage, their form,
color, and shade arc fixed upon here.—
Colors which were in demand a year ago
are rejected now, and others have taken
their place. The closest attention to tho
probable variations in the public taste must
Le observed. You would be surprised to
eco the sample-book shades furnished for
the purpose of preparing orders. They
represent every ting which our knowledge
of nature and art supplies.

No onc is competent to say when this
branch of industry in Paris will be fully
resumed.  The vicissitudes of war will
not reach it to the extent of damaging the
consumer, so far as the manufacturo of
Alexandro is concerned, for his gloves are
not used at home. It may thereforo be
rapidly restored on the cessation or hostil-

itics. English gloves have not advanced.

Luxury In Anclent Rome.

If anything more were wanted to give us
an idea of Roman magnificience, we would
turn our eyes from public monuments,
demeralizing games, and grand procession;
wo would forget the statutes in brass and
marble, which outnumbered the living
inhabitants, so nuwerous that one hun-
dred thousand have been recovered and
still embellish Italy, and would descend
into the lower sphere of material life to
those things which attest luxury and taste,
to ornaments, dresses, sumptuous living,
and rich furniture. Tho art of using
metals and precious stonces surpasses any-
thing known at tho present time.

In the decoration of houses, in social
entertainments, in cookery, the Romans
were remarkable, The mosalcs, signet
rings, camcos, bracclets, bronzes, chains,
vascs, mirrors, mattresses, cosmetics, por-
fumes, hair dyes, silk robes, potteries,—all
attest great clegancoe and beauty. The
tables of thuga-root and Italian bronze
were as cxpensive as the side-boards of
Spanish walnut, 80 much admired in the
great cxlibition at London. Wood and
ivory were carved as cxquisitely as inJapan
and China. Mirrors were made of polished
silver. Glasscutters conld {imitate the
colors of precious stones so well that tho
Portland vase, from the tomb of Alexander
Severvs, was long considered as a genuine
sardonyx; brass could be hardened so as to
cut stone.

The palace of Nero glittered with gold
and jowels. Perfumes and flowers were
showered from ivory ceilings. The halls
of Heliogabalus was hung with cloth and
gold, cnriched with jewelry. Ilis beads
were silver, and his tableof gold.  Tiberius
gave a million of scsterces for a picturc for
his bedroom. A banquet dish of Disilus
weighed five hundred pounds of silver.
The cups of Dresus were of gold. Tunics
were cmbroidered with the figures of vari-
ous animals, Paulina wore jewels, when
she paid visitg, valued at $335,000. Drink-
ing-cups were engraved with scenes from
the pocts. Libraries wero adorned with
busts and presses of rare wood. Sofas
wero inlaid with tortoise shell, and covered
with gorgeous purple.

The Roman grandecs rode in gilded
chariots, bathed in marble baths, dined in-
from golden plates, drank from chrystal
cups, slept on beds of down, reclined on
luxurious couches, wore cmbroidered robes,
and were adorned with precious stones;
they ransacked the carth and tho sea for
raro dishes for their banquets, and orna-
mented their Lhouses with carpets from
Babylon, onyx cups from Bythnia, marblo
from Numidia, bronzes from Corinth,

statues from Athens—whaterver, in short,
was precious or curious in most countrics.
The luxuries of thoe bath almost exceeded
belief; and on the walls were magnificient
frescoes and paintings, exhibiting an inex-
haustible productiveness {n landscape and

mythological scenes.

Selling by nght.

On a former occasion, we advocated the
sclling by weight of ncarly cvery article of
farmers’ prodnce, and we have met with
no argument suflicicntly strong to convince
us, that our views then presented, were not
correct. The fact is, selling by weight is
the only fair way of dealing, and tho won-
der {s, that Congress has not long since
taken the subject in hand, and passed a
law compelling it. Thoso who have been
in tho habit of buying potatoes, apples,
turnips, or in fact any vegetable or fruits,
that are sold by measure, cannot fail to
have noticed how frequently a skilful
measurer will defraud them ont of a large
portion of their honest dues. Were theso
articles sold by weight, such frauds could
not be practiced, unless the scales were not
properly balanced. A pound is a pound,
and nothing moro or less, but a peck of
potatoes or apples represents nothing
definite. By tho mcacurement of oue in-
dividual who understands the art of making
the fewest apples or potatocs fill tho vessel,
the weight will bo much smaller than the
filling of the same measure, by one less
expert or more honest. It can bo safcly
asserted, that tho difference on the average,
will not vary much from twenty-fivo per
cent. Now if these articles were sold by
weight, there could beno such departuro
from accuracy, and, if farmers were com-
pelled to scll, as well as buy, by weight,
they would in the end be nono the loscrs.
This, we believe, they are nearly all ready
to admit, and would cheerfully comply
with tho terms of a law making it obliga-
sory upon them. The opposition would
come from the middle-men or huckstors,
