The Public Schoolse—We are indebted
to Mr. Francis F. Everist, School Commis.
sioner from the Tth District, for the follow-
ing school statistics. We were not in Elk-
ton when the School Board was in session
this week, and failed to get a minute of
the proccedings. It is impossible to pro-
cure information for publication in refer-
ence to tho Public Schools, and much dis-
satisfuction is manifested by the public at
the meagre reports and imperfect informa.
tion made public, of school matters. We
would take pleasure in publishing full pro-
ceedings of the County Board, if it were
possible to obtain them.

First District reports for the last quarter
310 pupils; incidentals and salaries of
teachers, £098.81 ; books, §242.50. Second
District, 296 pupils, incidentals and sala-
ries, $1244.11; Looks, $219,00. Third
District, 312 pupils ; salaries and inciden-
tals, $1,179.48; Looks, $237.50. Fourth
District, 368 pupils; salarics, ctc., #1,153.10;
books, $347.50. Fifth District, 410 pupils;
salaries, cte., $1,308.73; books, §328.—
Sixth District, 401 pupils; salarics, ctc.,
21,244.47; Looks, $313.83. Seventh Dis-
trict, 444 pupils ; salaries, etc., $1,420.59;
books, £320.00. Eighth District, 246 pupils;
salaries, cte., $396.09; books, $£137.30.—
Ninth District, 236 pupils; salarics, cte.,
$780.02 ; books, 221,08,

The above statement shows that 3,032
pupils attended school in the county the
last quarter, with a cost for books alone, of
$2,386.76. Here is a monstrous abuse in
the matter of Looks, which should bo
speedily reformed.  If $1,000 had been
taken from the Louok fund and added to the
teachers' salaries, the reformation would
speedily raiso the standard of our Public
Schools much higher than it is, while
fewer bouks and more thorough instruction,
would not fail of producing a lasting ben-
efit to the children. The book trade of
the Public Schools is rapidly growing into
avast public swindle. It is now athor-
oughly organized ““ring business.”

War News.

The battle at Beaume, twenty-five miles
north-cast of Orleans, on Monday, appears
to have been an effort of the French Army
of tho Loire to Lreak through the German
lines bLetween it and Paris. The attack
was concentrated on the Tenth Prussian
Corps, which was quickly reinforeed, and
after o hard-fought battle the French were
repulsed and_badly defeated, according to
the account from the headguarters of King
William  at  Versailles.  One thousand
Frenchimen were left dead on the field, and
the victors were in pursuit of the flying
army. On Tuesday the gamrison of Paris
attempted a sortie from the Capital on the
xouth side, under cover of the tire of Forts
D'Ivry, Bicetre, Montrough, Vauvres and
D'Issy. They attacked the besiegers at
La llay, between Mont Valerien and
D'Ivry, but were repulsed and driven back
into the fortifications with heavy loss.
These accounts indicate that the movement
for the relicf of Paris by a sortie from the
city and a_simultancous northward move.
ment of the Army of the Loire, was at.
tempted on Monday, and disastrously failed.
King William telegraps that tho Prince
Frederick  Charles  reports a  complete
defeat of the Army of the Loiie on Monday.
General Paladines is reported to have been
wounded. The author of the despatches
to the New York World, a paper quoted
recently as anthority on news from France,
now says that letters from Paris and Ver-
sailles, and despatches from Berlin, all
concur in representing the prospects of the
Fiench as extremely gloomy—provisions
are about exhausted, and scarcely a fort-
night's supply remains.

LATER.

French accounts speak of a battle at
Beaune-la-Rolande, in which the Germans
were badly defeated.  This pointistwenty-
five miles northeeast of Orleans, and was
the locality of the battle on Monday, the
result of which is announced above to be a
comlnlcto repulse of the French army of
the Loire. A correspondent of the World
deni:s the Prussian claims of victory on
Monday, and says the army of the Loire
13 in good condition and well concentrated.
Despatches from Tours claim that the
Germans have evacuated a number of
towns on the Loire, and in an engagement
at Maziercs, south-west of Orleans, on
Wednesday, were repulsed after nine hours
figchting.  From the sume source it is also
stated that the French were victorious at
Nuits, on the eastern side of the Vosges
Mountains, on Wednesday,  Advices have
been received at London of a battle at
Etrepagny, in which the Germans were
heaten with sovere losses, the French cap-
turing a quantity of horses, cannon and
small arms.

Letter from Brick Mecting House,

Buwiex M. House, Dee., 30th, 1870,

Mui. Emron—Dear Sir:=In looking
over your paper of last week, I noticed
that you solicited communications fiom
neighboring villazes, and as T do not know
of any one here (excepting myself) who
has conceit cnough to think they can
ssspeak apiece” for your benefit, I thought
I would drop you a few lines. To bea
regular reporter for atown, borough or
village, to pick up little tit-bits of gossip,
and chop, and season, and hash them up
in some savory shape, and send it forth
in a palitable dish, for neighboring cpi-
cures, “1 will have none of it.”” I would
rather, as Fanny Kemble says, “bea cater-
pillar under a gooseberry-bush;” but when
asinthe present instance, my mind, (which
is rather small) happens to be burdened
with a thought; that is not content with its
cramped and  contracted  quarters, and
resolves on fluding an outlet, what more
congenial spot conld it find for repose, than
the columns of The Ceeil Whiy?

Our village is as usual, peaceful and
quict; no wars, 1o rumors of wars, none
arrived, none departed;  permanently,
excepting Mr. Henry Headly and wife, who
have removed to Florida, to reeruit his
hiealth if possible.  Our neighborhood isas
usual very healthy, the only one who has
been sick among us, nearly unto death,
has recovered, and as I write, I sce him,
weak and feeblo to be sure, but wonder-
fully well and cheerful, taking his first walk
through the villago this losely day, and
although seventy-five years of ago posscss-
ing the cheerfulness and vivacity of youth.

We had service in Rose Bank Hall, on
Sunday evening last. Rev. Mr. Potter
preached an excellent and practical sermon.
Ho spoke in affecting terms in his scrmon
on leaving this place, if needs Le ho should
go, at the end of his allotted term, and
urged particularly that more effort should
be made for the conversion of the rising
generation, The credit he gave Mr. Camp-
bell for his untiring efforts in the Sabbath.
school, was no more than that gentleman
richly merited, and the only trouble is that
unless the children attend better than they
have done for a few weeks back, he cannot
continue it through the winter as he desires,
for want of material. Babbath school has
always been discontinued hiere after Sep-
tember, but that is no reason, as I can sce,
that the children should drop off; the very
first frost. The main topic of conversation
just now is the protracted meeting in the
Presbyterian Churel, two miles from here,
under the pastorial charge of Rev. Mr.
Johns. It las Leen largely attended,
crowded at times, and many conversions,
more, I believe, than the most sanguine
expected, are the result of it} and more are
seeking the Way. 1t has been a good
revivaland a happy meecting, notwithstand-
ingtheone drawback, thatof not having con-
gregational singing thronghout the entire
services, so that all the congregation could
feel they had perfect liberty to excreise
their vocal gift to the best of their ability,
without infringing on the rights of the
choir.  No doubt, they have that liberty
but a great many ditlident people, who
would, with their whole soul and spirit,
enter into a service, in which they were
expected to take an active part, aro dashed
and confounded if they happen (because of
the distance which intervenes, between
them and the gallery,) to commenco a frac-
tion of a minute to soon, orend a hemi-
demi-semi-quaver of timo after the choir
has warbled its last notes, and so cannot
summon up courage to attempt it again.—
No, givousthe good old congregational
singing, in time of arevival, and every
othier time for that matter. More are con-
verted by vocal musie, than we will in this
world ever be aware of, and every person,
no matter how little conceit i may possess,
loves to hear the sound of his own voice.—
And if a congregation is fortunato cnough
to have instrumental music, toaid the vocal,
let it Le on the first floor, on a level with
the congregation, who cannot help feeling
adeep and abiding interest in a servico of
which they form a component part. In
the state of affairs as it now exists in
churchies, about onc-third of the congrega-
tions do not possess hymn-books, simply
b:cause they consider it a useless cxpendi-
ture, when they hiave solittle need for them,
and as their eyes are not on the words that
aro being sung for them, cannot understand
more than one-half that is said, and con-
sequently their thoughts are out ou a fur-
lough, roaming over hill and dale, instead
of letting the sweet words of the hynmins
sink deep in their hearts. I think the
choir of this church is excollent, and would
challenge competition with any country
church anywhere, but that does not lessen
my earnest conviction, that choirs all over
the land, (in the interest of Religion) should
be abolished. They havo walked in with
civilization and refinement, let them quietly
decamp through the samo door.

The other thought that has been too
much for me is this: Why s it when
notices of new publications are put in the
papers, the price docs not accompany the
article? We, who live in the country,
often sco notices of books wo long to pos-
sess, no price being attached, it isnecessary
towritotoascertainit. We putitoff, think-
ing, perhaps, afterall, it may be beyond
our means, soflnally conclude to do without
it, much to our intellectnal loss perhaps,
if itisa gain to our pockets, Now if I
was an cditor, and a publisher had such a
slack hold on tact as to send such a notice
to me, I should attach a price to suit
myself.

And now patient and long suffering Edi-
tor, I will conclude; or you will think, if
wo have no tattler here, as I once took
some trouble to inform you, we have at
