The Close of tho Year.

The year draws mnear its closc. But
one more week of 1870 remains; and as we
ring out the old year and ring in the new,
it may be profitable to take a retrospect of
the twelve months closing. But the flold
is so vast that it would require a volume to
contain the various topics which start up
and challenge our examination. From the
multitude wo will select that of the farm,
not only becauso it is the most important,
but because our county is mainly interested
in agriculture; and we do not remember
when wo Lave seen the farmer so cheerless
of the past and foreboding for the future.
They complain not only of low prices for
produce, but two successive seasous have
brought them short wheat crops—the last
scason the wheat crop being the poorest of
any for several years. This with cousider-
able shortening in parts of the county of
the corn and other crops, combining with
low prices, and by nomeans a clear sheet
in a majority of cases, from former years,
threatens to fill the cup of the paticnt
tillers of the soil, full of anything but
happiness. Between the Leavy Democratic
Joad of State and county taxes, bills for
patent fertilizers, debts and interest, the
accumulations of former years, and the
light crops of the year just closing, we
admit that our farmers have enough to
make them grumble and feel dissatistied
with their lot. But complaining and
repining will not remedy their case, wipe
out the debts or get rid of the samo evils
in the future, without change in their
system of farming. The seasons are
beyond our control, with the prescut lights
of science which we possess, norcan we
anticipate what a day may bring forth in
metcorological phenomena. One thing,
however, has come to bo a proverb, so
unfailing is the result, which is ¢like
causcs produce like effects;” and if we
would escape the evil consequences which
wo have been auathamatizing, we must
scck out a new, or at least a different path
to pursue in the future. If our farmers
would get rid of the heavy tax bill in future
which the collectors have presented them
this year, they must cease to vote the Dem-
ocratic ticket. Do they know that this
Democratic party, not content with grind-
ing the farmer down with such State and
county taxes as he never was called upon
before to pay, that it is moving in Congress
to abolish the entire Internal Revenue tax,
and place all imported articles on the tree
list, except those not manufactured tn this
county. Such as coffee, tea, spices, &c.,
&ec.  Andin order to raiso revenue to pay
tho interest on the public debt, defray the
current expenses of Government and supply
a sinking fund for liquidation of the debt,
these leading Democrats in Congress
recommend thata direct tax be levied upon
the States to raisc the requisite amount of
taxes to take tho place of the revenue now
collected by impost dutics and the Internal
Revenue laws, the amounts collected Ly
the latter being derived chiefly from a tax
on whiskey and tobacco, a stamp tax, and
a tax on incomes over $2,000.

Thus it is easily seen that this Demo-
cratic aystem of taxation, if it does not
mean repudiation, means a tax on real
cstato—on the farms and farmers’ property;
for when the individual State wants to
raise money it makes an assessment on the
1and and stock of the furmer.

There are about 40,000,000 people in the
United States. The current oxpenses of
Government is $50,000,000 in round nume
bers, which is $2.00 a head on the whole
population of the country. Now if the
farmer hasto pay §2.00a head, not only
for his own family, but for all the idlers
and people who have no property to be
taxed, he can form some cstimate of the
increase of his taxes, if this Democratic
mode of taxation should be established.
Hat this is only a small part of the tax that
would be required. The interest on
upwards of two thousand millions of public
debt created by the war fastituted by the

Democratic party to divide the Union and
more firmly establish slavery, requires one
hundred and thirty millions more to be
raised, and pensions to disabled soldiers is
to Le added to the above sums. And the
mode proposed by the Democratic party in
Congress is to abolish the present revenuo
laws and asscss each State with its quota
of this tax, and such asscssment, as we
have Defore stated, and as the farmers all
know, is mainly laid upon the land.

This is the political aspect of the caso.
We have a great deal more to say, more
particularly about the farm and farming,
which will have to be deferred to some
future time. There must, wo are con-
vinced, be a Radical change in the system
of puning as well as in tho politics of the
farmers of this county before ** times grow
better.” and a permancut improvement in
their affairs commences.

—The Baltimore American grows face:
tieus, and commenta in the fullowing man-
ner on an article in a Democratic cotempo-
rary :

“The Cumberland Times, one of the
ablest Democratic journals in Western
Maryland, is out against the proposition to
tax that section of the State to raise a fund
to encourage immigration to Southern
Maryland and the Eastern Shore, and per-
tinently advises the land owners of those
sections ‘if they can't farm, let them sell
out to those who can.’ The last Legisla-
ture of Maryland appropriated $500,000 for
¢works of internal improvement' in St.
Mary's, Charlesand Calvert counties, which
is taken out of the Stato treasury. We
have not heard of any ‘internal improve-
ment’ in that locality. Wedo not think
that the tax-payers of Western Maryland
and Baltimore city are disposed to make
any further investinents of this character.
The 7Times does not particularly admire the
Chinese as immigrants, but advises them,
if they do come, to leave their idols behind
them, and suggests that they can obtain
¢some of the C" Hall marble and cement’
and get up a first-class quality of idol.—
This is unkind on the part of the Times.—
We place no reliance in the report current
in Baltimore that it was proposcd to send
to China for engincers to define the lines of
the proposed improvement of Jones' Falls.
The rumor is ridiculous, as the Chinese
are not registered.”

In connection with the above immigra-
tion project, to stock the former slave
counties with fmported labor, what will our
Cecil farmers think of being taxed to sup-
ply farm laborers to those countics, who
will obey the voice of their employers and
vote only the Democratic ticket. A late
convention of the farmers of Aune Arune
del county, laid this down as a fundamental
object. By getting a class of Chinese or
other foreigners who are non-voters, or if
voters, who would vote as their employers
dictated, they intimate that they could
dispense with the negroes, who persist in
voting the Republican ticket. This immi-
gration schemo is more in the interest of
the present thieving Democratic politicians
in power in the State, than to benefit agri-
culture. In proportion to the capital and
enterprise, there is abundance of farm
labor in Maryland. We want the former
undoubtedly, but never will receive any
accession to it from abroad, while the pres-
ent Democratic party remains in power to
plunder the trcasury and impoverish the
people with taxes.
