This ix, to
select the breed or family Lest suited to fill
their wants, whether a large hog to be
marketed at sixteen or twenty-four months
old, or one of quicker matuvity to be tit
for market at eight to twelve mouths old,
and continne to select males from the same
breed.

The object of keeping pigs difters in dif-
ferent places and  circamstances,  The
dairy farmer keeps pigs prineipally for the
purpose of turning his whey and skimmed
milk to good account.  The grain-growing
farmers in the older settled parts of the
country, keep pigs to consume tho slop of
the house, and to pick up seattered grain
around the barns and on the stubbles, and
to consume and turn into pork, small pota-
toex, and many other articles that wonld
otherwise Le wasted, At the west, where
corn is cheap, and the expense of sending
it to market very great, pigs are kept for
tho purpose of **packing fourteen hushels
of corn into a three bushel barrel.” In
the vicinity of the Atlautic cities, pigs are
kept, or might be kept, for the purpose of
manufacturing out of purchased food, nice,
fresh pork, and rich, vuluable manure,
Aud, indeed, in all sections where pigs are
kept, the value of the manure should be
taken into consideration,

There is probably no more profitable
breed of swine in the vicinity than the
White Cliesters, if the pratit is caleulated
upon the amount of weat produced from
the food consumed.  They are also a breed
that can be fattened at any age, or il kept,
will attain great weight.  In breeding, wo
wonld recommend a careful sclection of
boar and sow. The boar should be less
rather that. larger than the sow, and more
compact in fonn; the sow should lave a
broad, deep chest, broad loin, large ham,
good length of body, and {ine bone,  Keep
from breeding in and in. Always avoid
letting your sows have pigs until onc year
old, as we are satistied that allowing sows
to breed too young, not only checks their
own growth and vigor, but that of their
progeny also.  We prefer a boar one year
old, or older, to breed from, and think both
continue to do better for raising tine, large
pigs until four to six years old, unless the
sow gets too heavy and fat. If she proves
a good milker let her raise two litters per
year. We speak of her being a good
milker. Thisis as essential in a breeding
sow as ina good mare. Suchan animal
will raise better pigs, and, of course, her
progeny will be better hogs for market.

A friend of ours who iy a very successful
Liog vaiser, says: The plan which he adopted
in breeding was to put the sow to the boar
fn Novomber, and pick the breeders princi-
ally from the emliest pigs, when he got
}xis stock uptoabout twenty breeding sows,
In picking the Lreeders, he used to pick
them several times over, as it frequently
Lappened that those which looked the best
and prettiest when youny altered consider-
ably when they were four and five months
old.

The rule was to pick lengthy pigs, and
those that were straight and thick through
the shoulder and heart, and expericence had
convineed liim that this method of choosing
was a correct one.  He always kept to the
Chester breed, generally purchasing the
boars, but breeding the sows, 1t he found
the pigs getting too tlue, he purchased a
gomd strong boar, and if the animaly exhib.
ited tendencies the other way, he picked a
boar of good, small bone, but was always
particular to sclect o boar that was thick
through the shoulder and heart, and a
stralght-growing pig, of the xame color and
breed. fly carefully following this plan,
Lo got the breed so good that it was o rare
ocenrrence to see even a widdling pig in all
the herd, though e Lred trom 230 to 500
cach year.

A Lerd of common hogs may be quickly
and clieaply improved, by introducing a
boar of any good breed, but of pure blood,
selecting & uew one, not a near relatfon,
bLutof the same breed each year, Sucha
conrse will give the Lend all the character.
{stivs of that breed fu i few years; but, if
cach year a new breed is sclected, thus
changing yeatly, the attempted improve.
ment will prove a failure ultimately.  “In
and in’? breeding is another and fatal error
in perpetuating our best varietics, as no
animal shows deterioration from the cause
as soon as the hog,

Farmers who desire to succeed in produc-
ng stock of any kind, must make themsel.
ves familiar with the unalterable aws of
procreation and transmission, for they hold
good from the highest order of intelligence
that cxercise dominion over the Leasts of
the ficld to the lowest quadrupeds,  There-
fore, be wise to select the boar pigs for
raising your future herd of swine from the
best pure-bred stock, for they possess the
inherent power to trausiit excellent points
to their offsprings.— American Stoek Journal

Everybody in the country keeps chickens,
There is a close picket-fence around the
garden, and the fowls have freo range
everywhere else, on nine-tenths of the
farms. The bens begin to lay in the spring
when warm weather comes on, and, as
they find but few attractive placesin the
hedge-rows, they lay in boxes and barrels;
in corners of the wood-shieds; in empty
mangers, and sundry nooks aboat the barus
and out-buildings.  When they want to
sit, they are not moved, but are set where
they have laid, and no more is thought of
them until one after another they come oft
with their broods. The lLens are usually
cooped, and the chicks run; the hen shar-
ing the feed with the brood.  The result is,
that before the chicks are old enough to do
well without materual care, the hen begins
to lay, and deserts or drives away her
young ones. Such chicks are checked in
their growth, and are never solarge and
fine as when cared for, fora longer time by
the hen.

Tater in the season the hens will ““steal ™’
theiv nestsy that is, hide them away in the
Liedge-rows and bushes, under foundations,
and in out.of-the-way places. If one is
missed at the morning feeding time, it is
supposed she is sitting; aud in due time
she will probably bring out a brood, hateh-
ing every egg of the 15 or 18 which she can
cover. She will be let alone in all pyoba.
Lility, and rear a beautiful brood of chick-
ens, losing but few, if any, and allow them
to follow her until long after she has com-
menced laying again. When she finally
drives them from her they will be cither
accustomed to roost with lier, or well able
to take cate of themselves by night and by
day. The second brood will probally be
the larger and better at Christmas.

The first brood, or any early broad, can
not be given a freo run with the hon,
because the weather is too vold,—the nights
are severe, the mornings wet or frosty, and
raius are frequent. The only way that we
know to prevent hens deserting their chicks
too soom, is too starve them; giving the
chicks Ylenty and the hens little to eat.
Thus giving them a run in the middle of
the day, but no feed, they remain attentive,
careful motliers a long time. Jt is clear
that the lien's own hunger suggests tho
wants of her breod, and if gho §s warmed
aud filled,” the conclusion to her mind is
that they are so too.

When one of our readers takes a fancy
for chickens, and wants to raise some pure
breed, we notice hc begins with the idea
that Lo must build a new poultry-house, or
in some way keep the whole of his flock of
favorites shut up.  Of course they will not
bie so healthy, nor do so well as the dung.
hill fowls, to which he gives the range of
Wis favm,  Why net ghawge and shut up
the common fowls, and let the others run?
