Ithe embarmassments of tho servant.girl
question; dairy-work adding seriously to
the drudgery of the household,  Further-
[ more, the making of little messes of but-
| ter in all the farm louses of the country,
fills the market with the streaky tubs of
'; unsalable grease. 8o much isthis the case,
[ shiat really first-class Lutter is rarcly scen
{ on sale in New York, except i tho hands
of a few of the faney grocers, who make
an especial eflort, and secure all the prime
lots that are oftered. It would really not
be extravagant to say that all the butter in
the New York market sells, on an average,
for one-third less than it would if the qual-
ity was really excellent.

Good butter-makers know as well as we
can tell them, that there are very few farn -
houses in which the work of the dairy is
done as it should be.  From the first set-
ting of the milk to the tinal packing for
market, there is too little regulavity, clean.
liness, and thoroughness, and too great a
disregard for the very important point of
temperature, fur the best yesults to le
obtained,  Those dairy-women who Lave
the mortitication of secing their butter sold
at the lowest market price, though they
may bLe powerless to remedy the difliculty,
will readily confess that a remedy is needed,

Let us suppose that ten farmers, living
in the same neighborhood, keeping an aver-
age of ten cows cach, join togetherin build.
ing a butter factory, with the necessary
appliances—including horse-power clun,
an ice-house, and a au})p]y of coul water,
ruitable for the manufacture of 700 or 800
pounds of butter per week, or about 100
pounds per day in the hight of the season.
‘I'he buildings need not be expensive, nor
need any of the tixtures.  The whole estab-
lishment should be under the control of a
capable person, who should take pains to
inform himself, as thoroughly as possible,
on every branch of the business.  Heshould
be paid by the association, should keep the
accounts and attend personally to every

keting of the product.  He wounld need, of
course, to employ some assistance, but it
the establishment were properly arrargd,
at least three-quartersof the work requived
to make butter from the same milk in ten
differrent  farm-houses, would he saved;
and as every thing would conduce to un's
formity of quality, a special market could
easily be made for the butter, which shou!d
be ln'cp:.ml for sale in an attractive form,
and so as to securoe its arrival in good con-
dition at any season of the ycear, ¢

1t would not be possible, withinthe scoje
of a single article, to give detailed diree-
tions for the construction and the manage-
ment of such a dairy, but it should be the
tirst object of the association, before spend
ing a dollar in building, to learn exactly
how everything should e done,  The feas-
iLility of tho plan will be cleaver it we say
that ordinary milk-pans need not be used,
but that the milk, after being properly
cooled in summer or warmed [Iu winter,
shionld Lo sot in vats largo enongh to hold
the whole morning or evening milking of
the hundied cows, and that there should
bo sutticient hot-water apparatus for thor-
oughly scalding all of the bulky utensils
that would Le necessary.

business should Le arranged, so that even
justice should Le done toall, may vary
somowhat wndey ditterent circumstances,
but the following plan has suggested itself
to us as practicable:

The partners forming the association

cows, unlass released from his oblligation
by common cousent, Tho assoe ation
slionld agree to tuke at least a certain num-
ber of pounds of milk a day from each;
hut there should be a limit to the amount
it should Le obliged to take in excessof
thiz. This would insure sufticient business
for tho protitable employment of the estab-
lisliment, and \\'uuh} prevent its capacity
from  being overworked,  Each  farmer
should be eredited forallthe milk delivered
at the works; but thesuperintendent sliould
have suitable means fortesting the quality,
in casca suspicion of *watering’ wero
raised.  After the milk is received at the
factory and duly credited, the farmer’s con-
trol ot it shonld cewse,  Arrangements
ghould be made for the delivery of the but-
ter to dealers at stated intervals.  Near to
large markets, it might be sent daily, and
only slightly salted, there being, especially
in New York, a good demand forsuch but-
ter at high prices.  Where the butter must
Le packed for long shipments, each day’s
churning should be packed by itself, and a
variety of tubs should «be in readiness to
Lok, ‘as neatly as possible, the amount
made each day. With the right sort of a
superintendent, we have no doubt that an
advance of fully lhh'tf‘ per cent over the
prices now received by any ten farmers
living in the same neighborhoed, might
casily bo obtained; and this alone, if thaie
were no other consideration, would be suf-
ficient to Justify the undertaking, There
should be a sufticlent stock of swine to
consume the skimmed milk of the estab-
lishment, unlessit were found best tomake
this into chicese.  If swine are kept in any
numbers, it would be well to seleet some
e broed, oatabllzh a veputation, and let
the chief business be the selling of young
thorough-bred pigs for breeding  purposes.
In closing the year's business, interest
should be paid to the stoek holders on the
amount of their investments, asa part of
the running expenses; and necessary repairs
and refitting should be’ paid for from the
samo account. Al moneys remaining over
shonld be divided among the members of
the association, in proportion to the amount
of milk furnished Ly them.  As farmers,
with whom butter making is an important
item, often cannot wait until the end of
the year for their returns, it wonld be wise,
after reserving a safe margin to cover in.
terest, 1unning expenses, and contingencies,
to divide tho balance at tho end of cach
month.

In the plan sketched above, we have vin-
dicated a means Ly which farmers may
secure to themselves a better return from
their cows than they would have under
ordinary clicumstances, and may, at the
same time, get rid of the dreaded middle.
men, and sell direct to retailers or to con-
sumers.  There is one private dairy in
Pennsylvania (in which the butter is made
by a man,) of which the product is dis-
tributed by express, every week, toall parts
of the country, from Washington to Bos.
ton, the price received being from 85c. to
%1, according to the season, free of all cost
of transportation.  If an assaciation mak-
ing butter from the milk of one hundred
cows could achieve such a reputation as
this private dairy has, private customers of
the best class would eagerly ofler them-
sclves to take tho whole product at fully
twice the wholesale price ordinarily paid;
say, for instance, 73 cents instead of 83}
cents,  With cows making ounly 150 pounds
of butter per aunnm, the yearly difference
for a dairy of the size in question would le
£5,025, without counting the more profita.
ble use of the skimmed milk,

sweet and clean.  They are notoriously
filthy in their coops, roosting under cach
otlicr, taking no pains to avoid the drop-
pings, soiling their fuod, water and nests
with their droppings, and doing no act
apparently towards  cleanliness.  This is
more manifest in the house whero they are
contined, and where the air should be as
puro as pussible.  If they aro at largo and
few in number, they move around so much
that they cannot sour the ground. They
are by nature clean, but by habit the
reverse, and the only way to keep them in
the natural state, is to give them range
cnough, so that thoy cannot soil their
