The Electoral Commission yesterday
decided that the cuestion of admitting

| argument.  Mr. Carpenter concluded his
speech, and Mr. Trumbull presented the
proposed evidence and delivered an
argument. He was followed by Blessrs,
Stoughton and Shellabarger for the Re-
publicans.

FRIDAY,

The electoral commission heard argu-
ments from Messrs. Evarts and Campbell
until nearly 5 o'clock Thursday afternoon,
when Justice Clifford announced that the
public session was at an end. A motion
to take fiftcen minutes’ recess was carried,
but it was almost immediately recon-
sidered, and the commission held an
executive session to determine when they
should go into the consultation and what
should be the limit of time, if any, for
their deliberations. It was the desire
of some ot the commissioners to hold an
evening session,but Representative abbott
baving a severe headache and Judge
Bradley being indisposed, it was agreed
to adjourn until 10 o’clock this morning.

Upon the question of limiting time for
deliberation there was some division in
the commission, but an agreement was
finally reached that the question should
be taken at four o’clock in the afternoon.
This question, it must be boroe in mind,
is simply whether testimony shall bo ad-
mitted or not. Counsel are notified to
appear before the commission at quarter
past four c’clock. If the commission de-
cides to admit evidence proceedings are
to begin at once. If the decision is in
the negative urguments on the o-called
main question wiil be resumed and pro-
bably finished. The democrats huve only
twenty mioutes of their time left, and
the republicans an bour and three minutes,
but further time will doubtless be asked
for and granted. Tbe universal judg-
ment, however, is that to-morrow’s de-
cision really settles the whole case, as
every substantial point cutside those 1n-
volved in the testimony which the demo-
crats offer to produce is covered by the’
commission’s decision in the Florida case.
This is understood, of course, on bhoth
gides, and hence the stress laid upon the
pending question.

The Associated Press dispatch con-
cerning General Balicock’s accounts con-
tradicts the published statements of ex-
tensive defalcations. The controller lays
on the whitewarh with a heavy hand,
and says that “Babcock’s accounts are in
better condition than those of apny other
disburging officer that come bLefore
the office.” This is rather “rough’ on
the other disbursing officers. The only
mistake in Babcock’s account was one of
$10 60, which of course was a ‘*‘clerical
error.” The misfortune of Babcock is
that whenever he gets on trial for a peni-
tentiary offense his own defenss is the
worst evidence agawst him. It is his
good fortune always to have a powerful
friend who “stands by him.”

In the Uniled States Benate yesterday
a resolution was adopted providing that
the silver commission have until the 24th
of February to submit their report. [The
resolution was also adopted in the House].
A resolution was adopted granting the
use of the Senate chamber to the elec-
toral commission for its sittings in the
evening after the Senate shall have taken
a recess for the day. The bill for the
support of the government of the District
of Columbia was taken up, amended and
passed. The bill to amend the Pacific
railroad acts was further discussed with-
out action.

A smuggliog conspiracy, by which ex-
tensive smuggling of goods from Canada
has been earried on, has been discovered
in New York. BSamuel Stratford and
Chas B. Spear have been arrested. D.
McClanagan, proprietor of the Express
Hotel, Montieal, is said to be the head
and front of the conspiracy, with several
United States inspectors and baggage-
masters at Montreal, and telegraph ope-
rators likewise. A quantity of smuggled
prunella was seized at New York yester-
day. Many arrests of merchants, mid-
dlemen, United States inspectors and
others are expected. The govermment
Las been defrauded out of vast sums by
the smugglers for several years. The plot
was one ot the deepest and best planned
ever discovered.

The Democratic City Exccutive Com-
wittee of Philadelphia has unanimously
adopted resolutions earnestly protesting
against whot it declares to be the “par-
tisan, inequitable and dishonorable deci-
sion of the republican majority of the
electoral commission in counting the
fraudulent and illegal return of Florida
for the republican candidates when the
Supreme Court, the highest power in that
sovereign State, decided it was not a true
aod lawful return.” They also call upon
the national Housc of Representatives to
insist upon and exercise the power vested
in it by the constitution to canvass and
determine the vote for presidential elec-
tors.

The committee appointed by tne South-
ern bondholders to readjnst the debts of
those States held an informal meeting in
New York on Wednesday cvening. No
plan was determined on, the members
merely discussing suggestious and inter-
changing ideas. From the first the feel-
ing of the committce was one of eympa-
thy and a desire to be as liberal
as possible. Tho debt of the State
of Virginia app:ars to bhave bLeen
considered at the greatest length,
but no conclusion was reached
as to noy. Thesubject Leing of so great
importance much time will naturally be
required to consult the various interesta
involved.

The Boston and Maine Railroad Com,
papy sanounce that a sufficient number
of engineers having been secured to fill
the places of the strikers, no more are
wanted. The striking engineers ure still
firm, and claim that the road will yet
have to aceept their terms.

Midhat Pasha, who is at Brindisi, bas
expressed the opinion to a correspondent
of the Standard that there will be no war.

since by Judges Miller and Hammond of

i the Circuit Court for Howard County, in

the case of Rock IIill College vs the ad-
ministrators of Stratton and the Board of
County Schoo! Commissioners of Howard
County. James Stratton died in this
county, intestate, in 1875, possessed of
large personal estate and without baving
a widow or relatives within the fifth de

gree. Administration was granted upon
his estate, and there remains a surplus
after payment of debis and funeral ex-
penses. Rock Hill College filed a bill in
equity, stating that it was duly incorpo-
rated a college by the act of 18065, ch. 10;
that it is the only college located in this
county, and claiming this surplus under
section 186 of article 93 of the code,
which provides that “if therc be no widow
or relatives of the intestate within the
fifth degree the whole surplus shall
belong to the State and shall be paid to the
college, if any in the county where the
deceased shall die, or if none to sany
school in the county to which public aid
by law may Le extended, etc,” Thissec-
tion of the code, however, was repealed
by tho act of 1876, ch. 295, and re-enac-
ted so as to provide that in such cases
“the whole surplus shall belong to the
State and shall be paid to the Board of
County School Commissioners of the
county wherein letters of administration
shall be granted upnn the estate of the
deceased, for the use of the public schools
of said county;” and by a special act ot
the same session the administrators of
Stratton were directed to pay over the
whole surplus of his estate to the Board
of School Commissioners of Howard
County. The question presented for the
decision of the Court and which was
raised by a demurrer filed to the bill by

the Administrators, was, whether the Col-
lege, by virtue of the 136th section of
art. 93 of the code, acquired immediate-
ly upon the death of Stratton a vested
right in the surplus of his estate which it
was competent for the Legislature to in-
terfere with. After a careful review of
the legislation which has taken place on
this subject in this State, the Court
reaches the cunclusions, that the College
acquired nn such vested right; that the
fund vested in. the State itself upon the
death of the intestate; that the State has
never released its ownership of an intes-
tates estate, who dies without kindred;
and that the acts o1 187G having been
passed before the surplus was actually
paid over to the college, were constitu-
tional and valid, as there was no contract
the obligation of which these lawa im-
paired, and no vested right in the col-
lege which they divested or disturbed.
The Court construes gection 136 of art.
93 of the codeas a law by which the
State takes to itself money coming
from a certain source and then donates
or appropriates it to certain pur-
poses, and holds that the donees uader
such a law acquire no vested right in the
fund donsted until it has been actually
paid over to and received by them, and
that a mere gratuity or donation of money
made without consideration may be re-
tracted and withdrawn without violating
any legal obligation at avy time before
the gift has been perfected by actual de-
livery to the donee. The Court therefore
sustained the demurrer and dismiased the
bill of complaint. The case was very
ably argued by Judge Merrick and Roger
W. Cull for the College, 1. Thomas Jones
and Edwin Linthicum for the adminis-
trators and Henry E. Wootten for the
Board of County School Commissioners.

Regulations for NLent.—The
regulations for Lent have been announced.
Ash Wednesday, the first day of Lent,fell
on the 14th of February. All the faith-
ful who have completed their 21st year,
unless legitimately dispensed, are bound
to observe the regulations. Only one
meal i3 allowed cach day, except Sun-
days, and the meal to be taken on fast
day is not to be tiken until noon. Flesh
meal and fish are not to be taken at the
same meal. At this collation bread, but-
ter, eggs, cheese, fruits, ealads, vegeta-
Lles and fish are allowed. In the mora-
ing some warm liquid, such as tea, coffec,
or thin cbocolate, made with water, can
be taken with a mouthful of Uread.
Hog’s lard can be used. instead of butter,
in preparing permitted foud. Flesh
meats are allowed at all meals on Sun-
days, and once a day on Mondays, Tues-
days, Thursdays and Satvrdays, except
on Holy Thursday and the second aod
last Saturdays of Leot. The paschal
time extends from the first Sunday afiter
Lent t1ll Trinity Sunday, during which
time all Catholics who have attained
the age of seven are required to receive
the Holy Eucharist.

Leciure at Agricultural Cel-
lege.

(CoMMUNICATED).

‘Tuhe fourth lecture in the course, was
delivered before the students of the Ma-
ryland Agricultural College on Friday
evening last, by Mr. Henry C. Hallowell,
of Montgomery county. President Par-
ker,introduced him as the son of the first
President of the College. Mr. Hallo well
bas studied the subject of agriculture
most energetically and bhence bis
thoughts are worthy of record. Aschair-
man of the Farmers’ Convention of Mont-
gomery, he has been quite successful in
eliciting much information from the mein-
bers of the club, 1o discussing the ques-
tion, on Friday last, he urged the neces-
sity of thorough education. The day
had passed, he thought, when a boy who
is not fit for anything else may be a far-
mer. There is no scicace so difficult as
field culture. A koowledge of political
economy, physics, chemistry, geology
and mineralogy is required to make ap
agriculturalist.

The agricultural population of 1870,
was nearly six millions and bad created a
property equal to $11,124,085,747 or
$1,878 per head. Ten States 1n 1870 vro-
duced more than 21 millicns tons of
cereals. ‘These six millions must feed a
population of 40,000,000.

‘The lecturer touched upon debt, and
urged those who desire to be farmers to
think well before creating a debt. Bome-
times it is of a-ivantage to borrow in
order to farm we!l, but it must be judi-
ciously done. Deut
dom, to- progress, to happiness and to
manbood The high culture system of
production, said he, pays the best. In
Moatgomery county, the average yield
is about 4 barrels of corn per acre. In
South Carolina, and in Maryland, as
high as 15, 20, 25, 30 and 40 Larrels have
Lecn raised per acre. We are glad to get
12 nyshels of wheat per acre and yet 44
Lushels per acre upon 5 acres in Mont-
gomery county had bcen raised last fall.

It costs no more to cultivate a large
crop than a small one. Hence “high col-
ture” gives additional yicla for addi-
tional outlay.

The management of farm labor next
claimed sttention. Itisa difficult pro
blem to solve and depends upon location,
advantages and treatment.

The lecturer urged the necessity of
preserving our forests. Forests are modi-
tiers of temperature. Bum coal and learn
to go without fences. Fenciog is an enor-
mous outlay and can be dispensed with
by cr-operation. It cost §450 per mite
to put up a post fence. The fence tax of
Peonnsylvania is $10,000,000 per year. The
first cost excecling $144,000,000. Let
that cost be expended in lime or bone.
Touching upon home, he claimed that
we could all have comfort, neatnecss and
Leauty. Flowers, whitewash and good
wives ate always at our command. It
takes all thireo to make us bappy.
