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The Petitlons Placed In the Mauds of
School Chlldren to Obtain the Sigua-
tures of Parents and Others - Mr. Thowmp-
son Fears that the Schuol Commission-
ers’ Bill May Operate Against Mim-—
Moward Counnty Court- The Lucal News
Field.

Ar. Jobn 'I'. Thompson, secretary to
the Howard county school Loard and
examiner of public schools, has issued
the following circular letter to teachers:
wPhere is a bill now before the legisla-
ture having for its object a change in
the mode of appointing county  school
commissioners. ‘I'he commissioners are
now appointed by the judges. Under
the proposed law they will be appointed
by the Governor. This bill is likely to
pass. 1f so, new commissioners wiil be
appointed at once, and will go into oflice
in August. A changein commissioners
will probably mean a change all around.
We think Mr. Thompson ought to be
retained as examiner. ‘I'he best way to
bring this sbout is to have the present
commissioners re-appointed. The
tenchers have already spoken. We
think the patrons of our schools ought
to give their views. For this purpose
we enclose a number of petitions for
your pupils to take home. Please urge
them to get their parents and other male

members of their families to sign.
Their friends and neighbors who
bhave no children at school should

be asked also. Please attend to this at
once. Thisis important as there is no
time to be jost. P’lease return as many
papers as possible by Saturday, and the
rest on Monday or Tuesday. They
should be sent to Mr. ‘Thompson, ut
Ellicott City.”

The letter ie dated March 1892, and
is signed by Misses Annie E. Johnston,
Myra . Hobbs and Mamie Scott, teach-
ers in Eliicott City.

Following is the petition, addressed to
the Governor, which the teachers are
requested to have circulated by their
pupils: **Shouid the bill now pending
betore the legisiature, placing the ap-
pointment of county school commission-
ers in your hands, become a law, the
undersigned would respectfully  recom-
mend the re-appointment of the present
school commissioners of Howard county,
who have but recently entered upon the
discharge of their oflicial duties, and
who ought not to be turned out of of-
fice just at the beginning of the term for
which they haye been duly appointed
by the judges of the circuit court.”

A marginal note states that any voter
may sign the paper.

Mr. Thompson has been at Annapo-
lis for the past two weeks lobbying
against the bill mentioned in the peti-
tion. ‘The measure is the same which
Senator Rogers so ably advocated in the
Senate last week. It bade fair to pass
that body this week and would then go to
the House. Mr. ‘Thompson believes
that there is a sirong opposition to him
in the county, and does not care 10
again tuke up the vigorous fight which
he successfully made in January for
reappointment to his present oflice.

The present law under which the ju-
dicinry appoints school commissioners
is believed by eminent jurists to be un-
constitutional, and a number of judges
have expressed their unwillingness to
exercise the power it confers. Its un-
constitutionality lies in its repugnance
to article 8, of the Declaration of Rights
which provides, “That the legislative,
executive and judicial powers of govern-
ment onght to be forever separate and
distinct from each other; and no person
exercising the functions of one of said
departments shall assume  or discharge
the duties of any other.”

WASHINGTON AND THE YANKEES.

The Baltimore News on Rev. .
son’s Paper.

Under the caption, *“Washington and
the Yankees,” the Baltimore News of
last Saturday said editorially:

*It makes little difference who does
the fighting so that the proper person
writes the history. Our revolutionary
period has been treated of chielly by
New England historians and the result
is that every little schcol-boy in Mary-
land, and elsewlere, has been taught to
wonder Low £0 many American demi-
geds could have lived at one time in so
small a stretch of territory as that which
is commonly denominated ‘down east.
Ile has also had reason to wonder what
the people of other States (except Vir-
ginia, perhaps,) were doing while the
valinnt Yankees were thrashing the
British, and no doubt has often blushed
for the presumptive poltroonery of his
own great-grandfathers.

“But the Rev. Halt Harrison read a
paper before the Maryland listogical
Society last night which is quite an in-
teresting addition to the iconoclastic
literature of the day. In it be furnishes,
on the evidence of no less a personage
than George Washington, who, #s every-
body knows, ‘could not tell a lie,” rea-
son to believe that those terrible New
England warriors were not terrible at
all except in the estimation of their own
history writers; that they were lazy,
stupid, generally ineflicient and in some
instances cowardly. And furthermore,
he proves that the Rev. Jared Sparks,
one ofthe caief of the New England
historians, deliberately suppressed that
part of Washington’s letter which con-
tained these charges against the New
England troovs.

“Ihe accumulated reproaches put by
“the Father of his Country” upun the
heads of these heroes are shattering,
indeed, in their weixght. 1t was bad
enough to call them cowards, but the
average Yankee will probubly object
even more to being accounted stupid.
ltis one of the darling iliusions ol
everyNew Englanderthatin shrewdness,
or as he terms it, ‘cuteness,’ he is the
superiorfof all creation. ‘I'o have it
stated on the authority of u man who
could not lie that *“‘an unaccountable
kind of stupidity” prevailed amorg the
lower classes in Massachusetts and  that
the ofticers were not much better, is as
cruel as it must be true.  The existence
of this letter of Washington’s will no
doubt serveto explain the fact that ef-
forts have been recently been made to
discred it that ‘little hatche?’ story,
which has been so dear to the hearts of
the numerous generations of  young
Americans.

“Mr. Harrison’s paper is suggestive in
another line. ‘I'he revolutionary field
being partially cleared of its superabun-
dance of heroes, there isalittle roomin it
now for a few of the neglected warriors
who did not happen to be born in the land
of history-writers. The Maryland Lineis
modestly credited with having done
some excellent tighting for the country’s
independence. It was the first body of
American troops which ever usad the
bavonet against British regulars. It was
praised by many of the leading oflicers
of the American army. These facts
suggest the propriety of presenting its
achievements more forcibly and ener-
setically than they have been presented
heretofore. The Legislature has now
before it a request from the Johns Hop-
kins University for a small appropria-
tion to enable its historical department
to work in this inviting ficld. The ap-
priation should be made. Tt may result
in raising our revolutionary ancestors
1o a more enviable position than they
have heretofore occupied.”

The Amendment of Ellicott City's Charter
to Admitof Light and Water Contracts—
The Electric Road to 1raverse Edmoud-
son Avenue—Legislation of General In-
terest.

Axxarvoris, March 24.—The high li-
cense bill for Ellicott City came up for
a final reading in the Senate Tuesday
night, and passed without opposition.
It was at once sent to the House where
there appeared nothing to obstruct its
path.

The measure is very stringent. The
license cost is fixed at $300. ‘Three-
fourths of this sum is to be paid to the
city. The law requires that persons sel-
ling liquor under its provisions must be
residents of Ellicott City, and the first
violation of the law is punishable by a
fine of not less $100 nor more than $600.
A second offense may be punishable by
forfeiture of license, together with fine
or imprisonment, or both, in the discre-
tion of the court.

ELLICOTT CITY’S CHARTER.

‘The bill amending Ellicott City’s char-
ter, us previously stated in Tuge TiMEs,
is now a law, and a certified copy has
been sent to the county commissioners
of Howard county. It confers upon
the city council of Ellicott City power
to contract for lighting streets and for
water supply. Any such contracts may
be ut the discretion of the council for a
term not to exceed twelve years.

ARTICLE 15 OF THE BILL OF RIGHTS,

In the Senate Wednesday Senators
Hayes and Evans discussed the propos-
¢d amendment to article 15 of the declar-
ation of rights. The committee on the
constitutional amendments reported a
bill embodying the amendment defeated
last fall, moditicd by the omission of the
poll tux and income tax features. Mr.
Evans asked that the bill be recommit-
ted for the addition of an amendment
giving the Mayor and Council of Balti-
more power to regulate rates of tuxation
upon different classes of property and
the power, subject to the popular vote,
to make exemptions. Mr. Hayes was
prouounced in his opposition to Mr.
Evans’ plan, which he pronounce:d as
most pernicious, despite the Mayor and
Council and press of Baltimore, which
Mr. Evans had quoted as sustaining his
view. The motion to recommit was
defeated.

ELECTRIC ROAD TO ELLICOTT CITY.

Senator Hubner has introduced a bill
providing for the incorporation of the
Edmondson Avenue, Catonsville and
Ellicott City Electric Railway. The in-
corporators named are John Gl-nn,
Victor G. Blode, Henry 3. Whitely, Carl
Schon, of Baltimore county; Henry J.
Berkley, M. D. Louis and George Yakel,
of Baltimore :ity. The capital stock
namcd in the bill is 150,000, with the
privilege to increase the stock to $£590.
000. ‘Ihe bill further provides that the
sald company shall have power to lay a
single or double track, with sidings, be-
ginning at the terminus of the Red line
cars on West Baltimore street; thence to
Edmondson avenue, to old Frederick
road, thence by the most direct route to
Catonsville, thence to Ellicott City. It
also gives the company power to use
the main strects of the two named towns.
I'he motive power to be used is electric-
ty, or any other improved system save
steam. The bill further provides that
the company shall have the power to ex-
tend to the works of the Union Manu-
facturing Company, situated, on the
Patapsco river, Baltimore county. The
road contemplated in this bill ‘s the one
which was described fully some time
since by Tue “Ties. As stated at the
time, the grading to be done will be
from Benzinger’s Lane, Baltimore coun-
ty to Ellicott City, a distance of about
two miles.

HARFORD ONLY EXEMPTED.

The House bill providing for the ex-
tension of the Australianballot law so
as to include the nine excepted counties
passed the House Tuesday night, except-
ing only Harford county from its pro-
visions  Speaker Vandiver made 2 vig-
orous fight before he succeeded in having
his county excepted. There was an evi-
dent disposition in the House to make
the law uniform. It wasurged that the
State convention had declared that ‘the
Australian law should include the whole
State. The point was also °“nade that
some members of the Court of Appeals
had said that the law was unconstitu-
tional becavse its provisions were not
uniform. This, it was urged, might
cause trouble in federal elections. The
Speaker said his county was Democratic
always, and they did not want to vote
whole newspapers. Ile  hoped the
amendment would be adopted.  The
House sustained him and excepted
Harford. An amendment to except
Baltimore county was defeated, as the
delegation were divided on the question.

THE ARCHER SURETIES BILL.
.

The Archer sureties relief bill, which
passed the House last week, passed the
Senate Wednesday night by a vote of
16 to 5, and goes to the Governor for his
signature. As the bill wasrecommended
by the executive there is no doubt that
it will be approved. The total amount
to be paid under this bill by the bonds-
men of Archer is about $£32,000, which
includes the counsel fees and court costs.
The three Republican Senators  who
were present, Messrs Coflin, Posey and
Wilkinson, voted for the bijl.  Mr.
Pearre, the other Republican was ab-
sent.

NOW FULL-FLEDGED LAWS.

The Governor Tuesday signed a bill
for the appointment of arbitrators to
settle the boundary dispute between
Maryland and West Virginia. This bili
requires the concurrent action of the
neighboring State. ‘This has been a long
pending controversy, and there is a suit
now pending in the United States courts,
which suit the attorney-general is re-
quired to withdraw.

property passing fiom husband to wife;
to authorize the payment of the tax on
collateral inheritances without the neces-
sity of administration.
