OLD OASES UONCLUDED:

Finding of Judge Rtewart in the Winter-
White Controversies.

Judge Stewart, of the Baltimore Su-
petior Courl, Tuesday decided the series
of cases, between James Clark and
Henry Winter for alleged trespass, and
of Henry Winter against John Camp-
bell White, involving the true boundary
line of “Benson’s Park,” in lloward
county, and near Ellicott City, owned
by Mr. Winter.

Messrs. White end Clark own farms
adjoining that of Mr. Winter, and the
latter, in repairing his fences, had the
one separating him from his two neigh-
bors placed on the line of an old fence
which had been in existence sixty years
or more, and up to which he claimed
title. Judge Stewart, in his opinion
filed, adopted the line of the old fence as
the true boundary; but, asthe old fence
was a crooked one, and the new one is a
straight, found a verdict of $20
in favor of the plaintiff in the case of
White against Winter for the deviation.

In the case of Clark vs. Winter the
court finds for the defendant, because
the plaintiff failed to establish the con-
tention that the defendant has placed the
new fence upon any other than the cen-
ter line of the old fence, where he had a
right to place ft.

In the case of Winter vs. Clark, which
was an action of ejectment to get pos-
session of a strip of land which had been
enclosed by tlie defendant under claim
of title, the defendant having removed
the new fence erected by Winter and ta-
ken possession of this strip, the court,
adopting the line of the old fence as the
true line, decided that the plaintiff had a
right to go to that line, and was, there
fore. entitled to the strip of land which
the defendant had wrongfully enclosed.

This case had been tried in Howard
county, and had been to the Court of
Appeals, having been sent back for a
new trial, and, with the other cases, sub-
sequently removed 1o the Superior
Court of Baltimore. Messrs. John V.
L. Findlay and Thomas McKenzie ap-
peared for Mr. Winter, and Henry E.
Wootton and Reuben D. Johnson for
Messrs. White and Clark.

Fishermen, Take Notice,

In its “Notes and Queries” column the
Baltimore American gives the following
timely information as to the law which
fishermen must observe: “By the Code
of 1888 it is unlawtul to take fish by nsh-
pots, fish-baskets, eel-weirs, brush or

fascine nets, set  nets, dip-nets,
or explosives or lime in the wa-
tets of Howard county, except-
ing berring, hickory shad or gudg-

eons. lothing is said as to *these fish
laws in the laws of '90 or as far as pub-
lished in those of '92. In Carroll and
Frederick counties, catching or destroy-
ing fish in any manner is forbidden. 1In
Carroll and Frederick counties during
May in all waters except the Potomac
river, under penalty. ‘Taking fish by any
kind of seines or nets, or taking them
in any way in the Patapsco river ahbove
where the turnpike road from Baltimore
to Washington crosses the river, is also
forbidden under penalty.

HOT SHOT AND HEMP.

THE WEAPONS OF DR, BRANCH AND
REV. MR.CLEMM.

The Former Rakes the Politicians and
the Latter Would Hang °*Em—Charges
Agalust Moward County Jall Otticials—
Dire Predictions as to Those Who Favor,
ed High Liceuse for Ellicott City.

‘I'he Baltimore daily papers of Thurs-
day give in part the remarks of Rev.
Dr. Henry Branch, of Ellicott City, on
“llow Local Option Was Lost in Elli-
cott City,” before the convention of the
Marylaud State Temperance Alliance in
Baltimore, Wednesday.

The Sun quotes Dr. Branch as saying,

among other things:

“] lay this indictment against the
General Assembly of Maryland—it is
1ot a deliberative body; it does not legis-
late on local matters; it is simply an
oftice of registration. 1 supposed the
Legislature was a representative body,
and that our legislators represented
others than themselves. What a fool 1
was.”

‘I'he Sun continues: “Mr. Branch told
of his experience with the temperance
committee of the Legislature when he
went there with a petition against the
repeal of the local option law, which
kept saloons out of Ellicott City. He
suid he represented 120 voters zu_u! %118,
000 worth of property. “The petition for
the law’s repeal,’ he said,‘had eighty sig-
natures, representing %66,000 worth of
property. We proved by figures that
the city had prospered greatly under its
nine years of local option, that there
were fewer crimes and criminals than
previously; that criminal expenses h_nd
been greatly reduced; that Ellicott City
was a better place to live in under local
option than it had been under license,
and that it was more prosperous financl
ally. With such a protest in_our hunds
an appointment was made with the com-
mittee of the Senate to hear the case.
But the committee did not meet. One
of the Senators told me that there was
no use to present our protest as the Sen-
ator from my county had absolute con-
trol of all local matters, and that |
might as well have stayed at home. And
so I might; as I soon found out. We had
run up against a dead wall in the shape
of senatorial courtesy. A proper defer-
ence to the wishes of 2 Senator is just
and honorable, but little consideration
will show that the General Assembly
dishonors itself when it surrenders its
rights absolutely in such cases. It ceas-
es to be a deliberative body and becomes
simply a registering oftlice.  While I was
on my feet in the presence of that ghost
of a committee, and before either side
had been heard, I have reason to know
and believe that a bill was being framed
to cover this case of high license, so-
called. This makes the work of the
committee a farce. And so Ellicott City
is cursed today with the saloon.”

JAIL OFFICIALS ARRAIGNED.

The American says: “Mr. Branch re-
viewed the history of local option from
December, 18582, to last year—a period of
nine years. e cluimed that local option
was lost in the primaries by ‘the most
shameful use of the public jail as the
headquarters of the liquor power,’ even a
prisoner being used to ply voters with
whiskey at the polls. He could conceive
of no greater outrage than such an over-
riding of the will of the peoplein a town
which twice—in December, 1882 and in
November, 1888—had voted in favor of
local option. He told how the people of
Ellicott City had hoped that the success-
ful candidate for the State senate would,
in spite of the saloon power, regaid the
interest of the whole community; but,
in this they were disappointed. Mr.
Branch told how their petition was ignor-
ed, though it was signed by four Protes-
tant ministers and by the president and
faculty of Rock Hlill College. He gave
statistics showing that the expense of
the Howard County Criminal Court was
£1.500 less vearly, under local option,
than before it was secured, and gave
statistics of increased prosperity at Elli-
cot1 City during the nine years of local
option.

GOD HAVE MERCY ON THEM.

«Mr. Branch said,in conclusion: ‘The
saloon must go, decently if it will, but go
it must. The rising tide of indiznation
in our county threatens to sweep away
the misrepresentatives of our county.
Thev have already committed poltical
suicide, and may God have -mercy on
them.””

MR. CLEMM

“Rev. W.T. D. Clemm then said he
would like to say that if he had all the
necks of those politicians who had so
disregarded the will of the people of
Ellicott City in_one rope, he would just
say. 'Let 'em go, Gallagher!”’

lev. W. G. Herbertoffered a resolution
denouncing the action of the legislature
in regard to local option at Ellicott City,
and it was later adopted.

DEMOCRACY AN INSULT.

‘I'he Morning Herald says: “Mr. Branch

paid his compliments to Democracy,
which he designated as an insult to any
true American. lle laid bare the ways
of the lobby. His sentiments were
warmly applauded.”

POLITICS WARMING UP.

MEETING OF THE DEMOCRATICSTATE
CENTRAL COMMITTEE.

Dates Fixed for the State and Congression-
al Counventions—The Republican State
Counvention at Frederick—Gossip of Poli-
tics—Senator Gorman and the Presiden-
tiul Nowmination.

The Carrollton Hotel, Baltimore, pre-
sented the usual lively scenesalways in-
cident to such gatherings at the meeting
of the Democratic State Central Com-
wittee last Wednesday.

‘I'he business bringing the body to-
gether was the fixing of the dates of the
State and Congressional conventions.
This work was dispatched without delay
and hereare the places and dates :

State convention, Baltimore, June 8.
First congressional district, Wednes-
day, Jaly 20, at Ocean City.

Second district, Monday, June 6, at

.Port Deposit.

Third district, Saturday, June 4, at
Broadway Institute.
Fourth district, Saturday, June 4, at
China Hall.
Fitth district, Wednesday, A ugust 24,
at Laurel.
Sixth district, Wednesday, July 13, at
Frederick.
By a resolution adopted the counties
comprising each congressional district
are entitled 1o the same vote in the con-
ventions as their representation in the
General  Assembly. ‘The_csventeenth
ward of Baltimore will be entitled to
four votes, and the first and thirteenth
districts of Baltimore county to two
votes in the ftifth district convention.
The twentieth, twenty-first and twenty-
second wards of Baltimore will have
two votes each in thesecond district con-
vention. The central committees of the
several counties and of the legislative
distiicts in Baltimore city, are empow-
ered to select dates for the primary
meetings, and to select judges and clerks
for such meetings when an election is
held, and to name some person to call
the meeting to order when delegates are
gelected without an election, as is the
case in many of the counties. The cen-
tral committees have authority to hold
one primary for the selection of dele-
gates to both the State and congres-
sional conventions, or they may hold a
separate primary for the selection of
each set of delegates if they so desire.
speculation has been rife as to the
make-up of the delegation to the na-
tional convention on June 21. The
friends of ex-Governor Jacksor are
said to want him to go as a representa-
tive at large, and State Senator Toad-
vin, his personal friend, savs the ex-
Governor will accept. Mr. Rob:rt M.
McLane is already agreed upon asanother
of the delegates at large, while Mr.
Charles J. M. Gwinn will also be one.
The fourth place it is understood wili be
for Senator Gorman if he wishesit, or
for one of his friends.

There is a strong

The meeting of the convention devel-
oped a good deal of Presidential talk
and Senator Gorman was right in it.
One of the Maryland delegation in the
House of Representives thus expressed
himself to a reporter of the Baltimore
Sun:

“Mr. Gorman has, in my opinion,a
greater chance of election than either
(leveland or Hill. But if the nomina-
tion comes to him it would be anly af-
ter a failure to nominate either the pres-
ent leading aspirants. In Washington,
but two men are considered in the race—
Cleveland and Gorman. It is safe to
say that the preponderance of sentiment,
both among Congressmen, and yisitors,
is largely in favor of Maryland’s Sena-
tor He has a host of friends in all parts
of the Union who regard him as excel-
lent Presidential timber and who will
crowd to his standard if he should be
called upon to lead the party in the com-
ing campaign. 1His able management of
the campaign of 1834, when Democratic
success was secured, has strengthed him
in the North and West, while his vigor-
ous and successful fight against the force
bill has placed him closer to the hearts
of the great masses of the Southern peo-
ple than any other public man ir the
country today. The Maryland del:gua
tion to the convention will vote for Mr.
Cleveland. There is a sentiment in the
Swate favorable to his renomination and
the party, thiough its representatives in
the national convention, will obey the
wishes of this sentiment and give their
votes to the ex-President. Mr. Gor-
man’s name will not be presented to the
convention from Maryland. Neither
will Mr. Cleveland’s name be presented
by New York. Dut there will be a vast
difference between the feeling of the
Maryland delegation toward Senator
Gorman and that of the New York
delegation toward Mr. Cleveland. My
opinipn is that when it is found inexpe-
dient or impossible to select Mr. Cleve-
land as the standard-bearer Senator
Gorman’s name will be presented from
some quarter, and when it comes
there will be such a spontanety of en-
insiasm in his direction that the secre-
t_Nies of the convention will find it
ir. v0ssible to count the votes that will
pe in for him from all directions.”

The Administration Endorsed—Mr. Jaines
A.Gary, of Howard, a Delegate-at-Large.

The Republican State Convention met
at Frederick Wednesday and completed
the Maryland Republican delegation to
the national convention,which will meet
at Minneespolis, June 7, by electing four
delegates at large and two Presidential
electors.

The delegates at large are James A.
Gary, of Howard county; Louis E. Mc-
Comas, of Washington county; Thomas
S. Hodson, of Somerset county, and
Major Alexander Shaw, of Baltimore
city. Alternates: James Wallace, of
Dorchester county; Wm. E. Tillman,
colored, and John Parker, colored, of
Baltimore city, and . . Butler, col-
ored, of Anne Arundel.

The electors at large are Adolph
Barnes, of Worcester county, and Alca-
eus Hooper, of Baltimore city.

The six congressional district conven-
tions have all been held and the dele-
gates selected These conventions each
elected two delegates to the nationa!
convention and one Presidential elector.
In the fourth district there are two sets
of delegates and two electors, selected
by separate conventions. The national
convention will be called upon to settle
the dispute in the district and decide
which of the contesting delegations shall
cast the vote.

The delegates to the national conven-
tion were instiucted for Harrison. Res-
olutions were adopted in favor of high
tariffand reciprocity.

On the money question the following
was adopted:

*“That we believe the duty of Congress
is to give to the people of the United
States an American dollar, whethergold,
silver or paper, which shall be worth
100 cents everywhere.”

RBOUND TO BE GORMAN,

Views of Mr.Jumes K. Brewer, Late Editor
of the News

Mr. James R. Brewer, one of Halti-

more’s most prominent Democrats, and

who,a8  the late editor of the
Daily News, has done more pos-
sibly in the moulding of Dem-

ocratic sentiment in his bailiwick than
any other one man, has been interview-
ed on the Presidential outlook. He
thinks that Senator Gorman will receive
the Democratic nomination. He says:

1 said last year that Gorman would
be the nominee, und 1 am more convine-
ed of the fact now than ever. My rea-
sons for that belief are these: The dis-
sensions in the party ranks make him a
political necessity. lle is a self-made
man; he has come up from the people,
and has grown with every year of his
life. This gives him a strong hold upon
the masses. He has rendered more val-
uable service to the country than any
other statesman since the war. The de-

feat of the Election bill 1 conceive to
lmvc. been the greatest achievement of a
patriot and a parliamentarian. In doing
this, he not only displayed consummate
skill and tact, but endurance and self-
denial, that entitle him to public appre-
ciation and gratitude. And the people
do appreciate him. The South is grate-
ful, and the North and West admire him.
He is conceded by all to be the best
cquippg(l and strongest public man in
the national service. Even those Dem-
ocrats most prejudiced against him per-
sonally cannot conceal their admiration
of his abilities, and are confident of
success whenever he leads. ‘The party
knows him to be an indomitable fight s
us lh(f only man wiio has led it 1o a Pfés-
idential victory; as the Senator whom
his colleagues—among them the ablest
politicians of the country—are willing
to follow; and all factions” want him to
take command again. As the most cap-
able party leader of modern times, he
would undoubtedly make the most cap-
able of Presidents. The people realize
this, and the cry for him wiil start in
June and surge through the country re-
sistlessly.  Mark my prediction. It will
start  spontaneounsly, and will gather
up those who are doubtful and hesitat-
ing, and bowl over those who try to
stem it.”

“*Mr. Cleveland is a pure, good and
able man, but he has been unfortunate.
That is, his fiiends have been over-zeal-
ous and have injured him. In this coun-
try you can abuse 8 man into success,
and Cleveland’s opponents have been
slr(fngllwmnl by the intolerance with
which they have been treated by his
friends. When you abuse a public¢ man,
you must Le very sure of your charges,
or you will challenge a popular demand
for fair play and arouse a popular sym-
vathy for him, which will help him and
hurt you. Well, that is just what has
been done. Every Democrat whose
name has heen mentioned aseithér a
competitor of Mr. Cleveland, an oppo-
nent, or even a doubter of that states-
man’s possible success, has been incon-
tinently jumped upon and abused in the
tiercest and most ferocious manner. The
mention of Mr. Hill's nume has been
suflicient to produce a bad case of polit-
ical hysteria.  All the old, stale, second-
hand epithets of his Republican adver-
saries have been revamped and hurled
at him; have been repeated ad nauseum,
until the man would be less than human
if he did not hate Cleveland and all as-
sociated with him, with a vindictive
ness that will be satistied with nothing
lessthan the ex-President’s defeat. He
has been placed in a position where he
could not with self-respect be a follower
or a supporter of the great man who
ought to be the Democratic chief. That
he is s0 embittered is notorious. and
that he will defeat Mr. Cleveland, if the
latter is numinated, is beyond question.
He is an able man, an astute, energetic
politician, with the largest factional fol-
lowing of any individual in the country.
If he says *hands down’ to the active
working elements of New York, the
Democratic nominee could not earry
the State.  How much more certain
would be defeat if he actively antagon-
ized the ticket? This fact, I think, is
plain toeveryone.”

*The party is split, then?” gueried the
interviewer.

*No, it woulld be if either Cleveland
or Hill were mnominated. Cleveland
ought to have been logically, the Demo-
cratic nominee, although to put him up

would have been a violation of party
precedent. No man has been renomi
nated by the Democrats who has heen
once defeated.  This was against Cleve
land.  But, in addition to this, there has
been too much temper displayved on the
part of his friends. They have offended,
rather than conciliated rivals, and there
is altogether too much intolerance
among Democratic factionists. If Hil)
is mentioned, they abuse him, and yet he
is a man who has been elected Governor
of New York three times, and now rep-
resents that ‘commonwealth in the Uni-
ted States Senate.  Moreover he is the
man who has the New York delegation
to Chicago. If Gorman is mentioned,
the sume people sneer at and vilify him.
And this extends to even humbler Dem-
ocrats who happen to express a prefer-
ence for some other aspirant than the
ex-President. ‘This is undemocratic.and
the people resent it. Now, in the Re-
publican party a great deal more policy
and better judgment is shown. If a Re-
publican i3 for Harrison, the friends of
other candidates give the DPresident
credit for ‘a clean administration,” but
offer a reason for preferring some one
else. They do not denounce him as a
rascal, and try to smirch his good name
or underrate his worth or ability. So,
if one prefers Blaine, the administration
man will contend that Blaine’s health is
too had, or something like that. He will
not denounce him or revile him. Evep in
their local fights here, the Republicans
display that toleration. They fight at
their primaries, but a Gary man, while
fighting for the supremacy of his side,
does not publiciy brand Johnson as a
villain; and the Johnson people concede
Mr. Gary to be a most worthy and up-
right citizen, while trying their level
hest to count him out at the polls. In
the Democratic party it is different. As
soon as a man differs with you he be-
comes a moral leper, a political pariah.
This spirit has done harm. It has made
Mr. Cleveland implacable enemies; men
who will not forgive or forget when elec-
tion day comes. These are strong enovgh
to defeat him, and hence he has ceased to
be a presidential possibility.”

“Then you think Senator Gorman will
be the winner?”

“I do. He has the confidence of his
party: the nnanimous supnort of the act-
ive elements of it; the admiration of all
classes of all parties. le can do what
neither Cleveland, Hill or any Western
man can do, that is, carry New York.
The man who cando that is as good as a
New York candidate, as far as availibil-
ity goes—and, after all, availibility s the
thing to be considered. You will see
between this and the assembling of the
Chicago convention that the prediction
I made over a year ago, that Gorman was
the coming man, will be fully verified.
All the conditions are ripe to produce
that result. And the closest friends of
Mr. Cleveland are realizing and accept-
ing them. And, mark my words, Gor-
man’s name will elicit an enthusiasm
never before experienced in the Demo-
cratic party. There will be no half-
hearted support on the part of the act-
{ve element. He will be no compromise
candidate. Positive men make positive
friends and issues, and Maryland will
not only he aflame with the prospect of
having a President, but every other
State—especially Democratic  States—
will show the result of unequalled polit-
fcal activity.”

WATTERSON ON LLEVELAND,
The Mehtucky Editor Thinks Cleteland
Cah Nut Win.

Henry Watterson, in a letter from
Washington, reviewing the political sit:
uation, concludes as follows: *‘ I believe
and hope that with the disappearance of
Governor Hill from the field even of
conjecture and the apprehension of his
alleged methods allayed, the clear good
sense of the party will reassert fitself,
and that two months hence all Demo-
crats will see, as plainly asit is now
seen by Democrats who are advised of
the true situation, that the nomination
of Mr. Cleveland would be an act of
sufcide and because of two simple,
conclusive reasons:

“1. He would lose the State of New
York as surely and as disastrously as ft
was lost by Judge Folger, when 100,000
Republicans stayed away from the polls
and gave the State to Mr. Cleveland by
nearly 200,000 majority.

2.  With his proclaimed and extreme
view upon silver coinage, we could not
hope to gain votes in a single one of the
Republican States of the Northwest and
would surely risk the loss of such States
as Virginia, West Virginia and North
Carolina.”

Harrison Will Be The Man.

The \Washington correspondents of
the New York Mailand Express and the
Cincinnati Times-Star havesent to their
papers estimates that President Harrison
will be nominated on the first ballot at
Minneapolis. The writers figure up 302
instructed delegates and 211 uninstruct-
ed, but favorable to Mr. Harrisor, mak-
ing in all 513, or 62 votes more than
enough to nominate. They put down four
instructed delegates from Maryland.

Blaine’s RetirementSaddens Them.
The Republican State Convention of
Connecticut at Hartford indorsed Presi-
dent lHarrison’s administration, but did
not instruct its delegates. Gen. Joseph
RR. Hawley, the permanent chairman, said
the retirement of Mr. Blaine saddened
ull Republicans. He pronounced Mr.
Harrison one of the ablest statesmen in
the line of Presidents.

Taking a Fresh Start.

The State presidents and executive
oflicers of the National Farmers’ Alliance
and Industrial Union, in conference at
Birningham, Ala., Wednesday issued an
address expressing great encouragement
at the splendid spirit of unity which
pervadesthe order inthe Southern States,
and advising renewed adherence to the
principles of the order.

The North Dakota Republican State
Counvention, at Grand Forks, characteriz.
ed Presidont llarrison as the godfather
of the Commonwealth and warmly com-
mended his administration.
