INDICATION OF IMPROVED
CONDITIONS CONTINUING.

The B. & 0. Working on Broad Gauge
Lines—Plenty of Trains Now—One )loto
Thing forthe Company to Do—Negotia-
tious for Water Works Yet Pending—A
Branch of the Y. M. C. A. lur' Ellicott
City—The Fire Company—Town and
County.

Many expressions of satisfaction are
heard {xerc ﬁt the recognition accorded
ElMcott City’s growing importance by the
Baltimore and Ohio railroad in the ar-
rangement of its new schedule which
went into effect 1ast Sunday. Lo

Eleven trains now arrive at Ellicott
City daily from Baltimore and nine leave
eastward. The new Sunday schedule
gives seven trains from Baltimore and
five departing eastward. The next thing
needful in the order of progress is to
keep the station and telegraph ofliceopen
all night.

There can be little doubt that the com-
pany will supply this need if the matter
is represented in the proper light. At
present passengers arriving or departing
on the early mail due at 4.30 A. M., or the
midnight train, have no depot accom-
modations whatever. Telegraph facili-s
ties for the large pupulation of this sec-
tion are practically shut off at night un-
less the day operator can be looked up
and even then it is an inconvenience to
the public and an imposition upon the
day mah to expect him to do double
duty without compensation. There might
be times too when theday operator was
inaccessible. The inconvenience work-
ed by no night operator is especially
felt by press correspondents, and in view
of Ellicott City’s growing importance as
a news center, they are entitled to recog-
nition.

The hope is general that the B. & O.
will follow up its good work by keeping
the telegraph oftice and station open all
night and then all Ellicott City will sit
down on the croaker whose delight is
to cuss the company.

THE COUNCIL AND MR. SCHREIBER.

Messrs. McCauley, Morrow and Mel-
lor are the commitiee appointed by the
city council to negotiate with Mr. Joseph
Schreiber in regard to water works.

MR. CARRQLL HOME AGAIN.

Incldents of the Recent Dynamite Scare in
Paris.

Mr. R. G. Harper Carroll, brother of
ex-Governor John Lec Carroll, has
recently returned from FEurope and
gives some interesting accounts illustra-
tive of the excitement pervading Paris
when the Anarchists were giving trou-
ble. The volatility of the French is
well known and after the killing of M.
Very by dynamiters and the arrest of
Ravachol, the slightest cause, says Mr.
Carroll, would cause an uproar.

Mr. Carroll’'s niece, Madame La
Grange, second daughter of the Govern-
or, during the troublous times was the
recipient of a mysterious letter warning
her that the building on the Avenue
De I’Alma, in which are herapartments,
was marked for destruction. The letter
purported to come from some one to
whom Madame La Grange's husband,
Marquis Louis La Grange, had Leen par-
ticularly kind, and out of gratitude the
warning was given. The time fixed for
the dynamiting of the building was
between the first and last day of the
present month, May.

The announcement of the warning
caused such an uproar of jabbering men,
women screaming or hysterically laugh-
ing,says Mr. Carroll,as it had never been
his lot to see.

Daily, he says, all sorts of wild
reports would gain currency as to dyna-
mite plots, and soon after the scenes
described the rumor ftlew through the
same large apartment building that a
bomb with burning fuse had becn ex-
tinguished on a landing just in time to
avert disaster.

Mr. Carroll thinks the French are
advancing in democratic ideas and that
but for their hot tempers and tierce con-
tentions their country would illustrate
the entire triumph of popular govern
ment, and distinctions of nobility would
soon become obsolete aithey are now
obsolescent.

Mr. Carroll was at Doughoregan
Manor Wednesday. While in Paris his
time was divided between his nieces,
Meadames La Grange and De Kergolay,
the latter wife of Viscount Jean De
Kergolay.

Desperate Fight Against Arrest,

James C. Carter, colored, aged about
twenty years, has been arrested and
lodged in Rockville jail, charged with
attempted felonious assault on Rachel
Green, colored, aged about eighty years,
near Sandy Spring, Montigomery
county, last April. Carter, who feared
that bodily harm would be done him,
resisted arrest, and badly beat Deputy
Sheriff Fairall, of Montgomery county,
who handcuffed him at the point of a
pistol. The deputy was knocked down
several times before he succeeded in
mastering the prisoner,

GOOD HANDS ARE SCARCE.

This is the Case in Howard County and the
State of Maryland.

The Department of Agriculture has
just issued some very interesting data
concerning the wages of farm labor in
Maryland. Generally speaking, the de-
partment reports that a deficiency s in-
dicated by the reports for Delaware and
Maryland of a more or less continuous
character as to time and of severity as
to degree, extending well over their
area. 'I'he tendency to the cities, the de-
mands of the railroads, oyster and other
tishing, fruit canning, and the renting of
land and low prices of farm labor, are
responsible for the deficiency. Ina few
counties labor is sufticient or abundant,
but in many cases inferior quality and
liable to disturbance at stated seasons by
other demands. There is a generallack
of the best guality.

T'he wages paid farm hands in Mary-
land show a fluctuation. Just after the
war prices were, of course, higher than
they have ever been beforeor since, a
farm hand receiving, in 1866, $20.36 per
month without board, or $12.56 per
month with board. In1879 the Maryland
farmer paid $14 without board: $8.95
with board. In 1882 he paid $16.34 and
29.89, respectively ; in 1888 he paid $18.48
and $11.84, 1espectively. In 1890 wages
fell, being only $17.67 and $11.25, respec
tively, and this year they areeven lower,
being $17.50 without board,but $11.33
with board, per month, by the year.
Harvest hands in Maryland are quoted
in the report at $1.04 a day with board,
or £1.30a day without board, a slight
rise over last year. Ordinary farm hands
are put down as worth 85 cents a day
without bosrd, or 30 cents with hoard, be-
ing about 30 per cent."less than the wages
paid harvest hands. i

A CHILD'S TERRIBLE FALL,

Miraculous Escape from Death of Mr and
Mrs. R. H. Woods’ Son.
While at play Robert Harris Woods,

Jr., aged two and a half years, the little
son of Mr. and Mrs. R. H. Woods, of
Washington, D. C,, fell from the porch
adjoining the composing room of the
‘TimEes oflice to the pavement below, a
distance of over fifteen feet, Sunday
morning, and was badly but it is thought
notseriously hurt. For a few minutes
after the fall the child seemed uncon-
scious. The little fellow was taken at
once to the home of his grandfather, Mr.
Joshua W. Dorsey, and medical aid
summoned. It was found that no
bones were broken and the only fear en-
tertuined was of internal injuries. The
child later partook of food and was soon
able to walk about.

A fortunate incident of the fall was
that tlie little boy, although starting
from the porch headlong, turned so as to
strike the pavement on the flat of his
back. But for this fortunate fact his
skull would have been crushed. When
he struck the pavementthe sound was
sickening.

general favorite. The news of the acci-
dent soon spread and many people called
at Mr. Dorsey’s Sun:day anxious to be of
any assistance possible. The parents,
while the results of the fall were yet un-
certain, were naturally well-nigh dis
tracted and their sense of relief at the
miraculous escape of their son is shared
by the entire community.

Three Couventions at Towson in One Day
—Other Matters.

Baltimore county’s convention to elect
delegates to the State convention was
called to order at Towson Monday with
ashort address by Hon. John Hubuer, of
the State central committee.

‘I'ne new liguor law which has recent-
ly gone into effect in Carroll county has
reduced the number of licensed drinking
places nearly one-half, only 48 licenses
having been issued under the new law,
as against 86 under the old law.
The revenue detived from the 48 new
licenses amounts to $6,200, of which
$1.650 goes to the school board to be
used for educational purposes.

MR. -GORMAN’S SPEECH.

ONE OF THE ABLEST EFFORTS OF THE
PRESENT SESSION.

Democracy Not to be Held Responsible for
Expenditures Entailed by Republican
Legl-lution—Laws Which Must be Obey-
ed, Whether Good or Bud—-By Thewm the
Public Welfare Should Not be Made to
Suffer— A Strong Plea for the Navy.

The speech of Senator Gorman in the
Senate on the 13th inst. continues to elicit
comment everywhere, and it is conceded
to be one of the great efforts of the pres-
ent session. Tue Tiuks has heretofore
alluded to the speech, but as it is of es-
pecial local interest herein Senator Gor-
man’s home, as well asof general import,
as much as the presentissue of this paper
will allow is given below. ‘The Senate
in committee of the whole bad undercon-
eideration the house bill making appro-
priations for the naval service for the
tiscal year ending June 30, 1893.

Mr. Gorman said in part:

Mr. Presipent: Since I have had the
ionor of occupying a seat upen Uhis
floor I have uniformly voted for fair
appropriations for the new Navy.

Ever since the Administration of Mr.
Cleveland there has been great unani-
mity of opinion on all sides as to
the hecessity for such appropriations.

We appropriated in the Forty-seventh
Congress, during President Arthur's
Administration, §2.300,000 for the Navy;
during the Forty-eighth Congress, Pres-
ident Arthur's Administration, $4.045,-

000. Mr. Cleveland was President
duting the Forty-ninth and Fiftieth
Congresses. In the Forty-ninth Con-

gress there was appropriated $i4,785,-
360; the Fiftieth Congress appropria-
ted $12,990,000, making the total appro-
vriations during his Administration for
the new Navy $27.775,360. During the
last Congress, President Harrison’s Ad.
ministration, there was appropriated
25,727,00v; making altogether $59,847,-
360 appropriated during the Admmis-
trations of Presidents Arthur, Cleveland
and Harrison
THE NAVY’S NUCLEUS.

Under the provisions of those various
acts, Mr. President, we have created
plants which are a marvel to the whole
world. 1t does not apply alone to the
We are equipping and have
ready now the finest war vessels, of
their type, that tloat upon the ocean.
We have done more than that. We
have created plants that are construct-
ing vessels for commercial purposes.
These ghipbuilders claim, and 1 believe it
to be true, that they are now prepared
1o construct the finest steel vessels on
private account within 10 per cent of the
cost of like ships constructed on the
Clyde. We have in the State which 1
have the honor in part to represent
three or four shipyards constructing
vessels for the Government and for com-
mercial use. The largest plant in Mary-
land, and probably one of the best equip-
ped in the country, is at Steelton, Balti-
more harbor.

The bill now before tbe Senate,
maxing appropriations for the naval ser
vice for the year ending June 30, 1893,
comes here from the House of Represen-
tatives.

The bill, as it comes here, recognizes
the importance of continuing the in-
crease of the Navy. The body which
passed it says to the country, *“We can
not afford to arrest or retard this wo.k.”
But they only provided for the construc-
tion of one new ship, an armored cruis-
er of about 8,000 tons displacement, to
cost not more than $3,500,000.

1F WITHOUT PUBLIC DETRIMENT.

Mr. President the anxious desire of
the framers of this bill to reduce the ex-
penditures of the Government I under-
stand and am in full sympathy with, if it
can be done without detiiment to the
public service. But, Mr. President, it is
no new thing for the Senate to amen!
appropriation bills. It is the combined
wisdom of the Senate and House of Rep-
resentatives which has made possible the
results in shipbuilding to which 1 have
alluded.

I haye been prepared now under this
Administration to vote for an increase
of the Navy about in the prooortion
that was willingly accorded by the ma-
jority of this body to an Administration
with which 1 was in accord and sympa-
thy. The increase authorized by the
Senate committee is about $11,000,000 in
the aggregate. ‘That was the amount to
be expended, running over a period of
years. Probably the greater proportion
of it will not be drawn from the Treas-
ury until 1894 or 1895. So that the an-
nual expenditures of the Navy for the
next fiscal year and the following will
not be largely increased by the propo-
sition as reported from the Commniittee
on Appropriations.

Now, gir, | know, as has been suggest-
ed here to-day on buoth sides of the
Chamber, by the Senator from Missouri
[ Mr. Cockrell] and by the Senator from
from Ohio [Mr. Sherman]. that the
financizl problem is a serfous one. We
have been criticised in the public press
and elsewhere forthe great amount of
money which is being  expended. 1
think it can be demornstrated that our
expenditures exceed the revenues. 1
think we have reached the point where
the appropriations will exceed by $20,-
000,000 or $25,000,000 all the money that
is to come into the Treasury during the
fiscal year and the next fro.n all sources.

WHAT THE GOVERNMENT IS COSTING.

T'he expenditure of £500,000,000 per
annum, Mr. . President, is an immense
aount of money, and yet that is with-
in the amount which is to be appropriat-
ed by this Congress. These expendi-
tures have grown from year to year, and
economy and careful appropriation
must be the order of the day from now
henceforward, or an increase of taxation
must follow. These expenditures have
grown steadily; probably most of them
have grown necessarily. The great
amount which is to be paid on accouant
of pensions has been swollen beyond the

intention of any man in Congress. It is
there; it is fixed. I know of no way by
which it can be decreased now. The

same is true of-other expenditures which
have gone on increasing from year to
year as the business of this country in-
creases. I know, Mr. President, how-
ever, of no great item which can be
reduced by this Congress.

THE LAWS ARE INPLEXIBLE,

I know there have been great expecta-
tions of a possible decrease in appropri-
ations of fifty or one hundred million
dollars. My colleague, and the senior
Democratic member of the Committee
on Appropriations [Mr. Cockrell]. short.
Iy after the adjournment of the last
Congress, published a statement in the
public press showing that the laws
which had already been enacted had
fixed the expenditures for this year at
about $£480,000,000, without regard to
the deficicnces which were to come and
which have come. So, when the
country is startled with the proposition
that we now are to appropriate $500,000.
000, the answer, and the perfect answer,
is; that the laws which have been here-
tofore passed make that an absolute
necessity or else we must stop the great
works of the Government and paralyze
these industries.

THE CRY OF ECONOMY,

Forone, sir, the cty of economy will
not prevent me, until we shall have a
navy such as this country ought to
have, from voting for appropriations
and creating a navy of wh:ch the whole
American Republic will be proud, and
which is necessary for our commercial
interests both at home and abroad.

It is possible, it is probable, that in
view of the condition of the 'I'reuur|y
and of the desire to economize, which s
strong with the party to which I belong,
and to which we are committed by every
declnration it has made, it may be fear-
ed that we have gone too far, and that
in the end we may not get all that this
committee think and ell that I think

ought to be appropriated; but, at all

events, I think the Senate will have dis-
charged its full duty to make the at-
tempt to go as far as this amendment
proposes.

1 started witk the declaration that I
and the party to which I belong was
commftted in every declaration, in every
promise which it had made,and ever

vote which we had givento an economi-
cal admipistration of this Government.
1 made the further statement, however,
that the statutes now uponthe books,
the laws which have been passed, to-
gether with the appropriations that
must be made to defray current ex-
penses, compel appropriations to the
extent of $500,000,000 for the current
year, and that it is not in the power of
the Democratic party to stay itor to
reduce it.

‘I'nere i3 no power on earth, as the
Government is now constituted, to
enable the Democratic party to reduce
the appropriation of $150,000,000 or
more for pensions; there is no power in
the party to which he and 1 belong to
reduce the fixed expenditures of the
Government, the interest on the public
deb, etc.; Lthere I8 no power on earth to
reduce the expenditures for offices; there
ie no power to reduce taxation, and you
can not diminish expenditures.

You have no power as long as the
Government stands divided between the
great parties to do any one of these
things, and the country oughtto know it.

EXTRAVAGANCE NOT COUNTENANCED.

When the Senator from New Jeisey,
with all of his standing and power, rises
in his seat and intimates that I am in
favor of extravagant appropriations in
the advocacy of this amendment or in
these appropriation bills, the facts do
not justify the statement.

I am not content that he shall place
mein a position of being for extrava-
gant appropriations. 1 say the condi-
tions are such that the party to which 1
belong can not reduce these appropria-
tions and they must not be held respon-
sible by the country. We can not re-
peal laws; they are there upon the stat-
ute books; we are in the minoritv in this
Government, we have one branch of ft,
but there is another under the control
of another party, and the Executive
stands in our pathway.

THE PLATFORM OF 1888,

Neither reduction of expenditures nor

this Congress, and the great issue be-
tween thetwo parties is ftixed in the
minds of the people of this coantry.
\We may tamper with it; we may have
homwopathic bills looking to reduction;
we may argue the question und keep it
alive, but the people of this country
know full well what those issues are.
They were made in the platform of
1884, and they have been reaflirmed in
every platform adopted by everv Demo-
cratic convention held since 1868,
DEMOCRATS NOT RESPONSIBLE.

The people of this country know what
the issue is. On one side is a party
which has been in power, with every
branch of the Government under its
control, whicn has tixed the expendi-
tures at too high a rate, as we tnink.
But they are tixed, and cannot be repeal-
ed or moditied until the country gives to
the Democratic party every branch of
the Government. We ai1e not te be held
responsible for what goes on to day.
‘The Senator from New Jersey does great
injustice tome and a wrong to his party
when Le throws out the intimation that
we can do better now, because the fact
is that it isimpossible to do better.

Mr. GEorGE. Does the Senator desire
to be understood that there are now upon
the statute hooks, laws ot the land, pro-
visions of law which require, in order
to keep the public faith, the annual ex-
penditure of $480,000,000 or $5,000,000?

Mr. Gormax. Yes, practically that.
If we are 10 continue to run the Gov-
ernment and provide for the oflicers
and the machinery which are already
fixed by law, 1 do say that, unless you
arrest all improvements of rivers and
harbors, and suspend the construc-
tion of the Navy. -

SENATOR COCKRELL'S PUBLICATION.

1 said & moment ago, when 1 tirst ad-
dressed the Senate, that my distinguish-
ed friend, the senior Democratic mem-
ber of theCommittee on Appropriations.
the Senator from Mis<ouri|Mr. Cockrell]
—immedintely atter the aajour ment ot
the last Congress, when the newspaper
press and the thoughtless orator on out
side ot the political question we:e pro-
claiming and denouncing the extrava-
gance of the Fifty-first Congiess, and
stating to and misleading the public
that if we secured the House of Repre-
sentatives we would cut down the ap-
propriations $£100,000,000—the Senatey
fromm Missouri, with the foresight which
characterizes him, came out in a publi-
cation in the public press in which he
demonstrated that no matter when wi
had the House of Representatives, that
reduction was impossible.

THOUGHTLESS CONDEMNATION.

For that statement at that time
L thoughtless people denounced the Sena-
tor from Miesouri and held him up to
ridicule, and extreme men went so far
as to charge him with apologizing for
what our opponents had done; but he
did a wise thing in the interests of his
country and in the interests of his party
by letting the truth be known, for we
are contronted with it to-day, and the
results have justitied what he said.

Mr. GEorGE. Now, 1 should like to
ask the Senator another question.

The PresipinG OrricEr. Does the
Senator from Maryland yield to the Sen-
ator from Mississippi?

Mr. GorMan. With great pleasure.

Mr. GEorGE  The Senator speaks of
the impossibility of reducing expendi-
tures, because the laws already existing
require them to be made. 1 should like
to ask the Senator if he sees in
thelaws already in existencean extravag-
ance which ought to be corrected by the
repeal or moditication of those laws?

Mr. MiLes. With the permission of
the Senator from Maryland I will say
that there 1s a provision of a law on the
statute book requiring an expenditure of
public money which is absolutely ignor-
ed, and that is that part ofthe law which
requires about ¥50,000,000 of the public

sinking fund every year,

Mr. Gormax. 1 am obliged to the
Senator from Texas. Whv, Mr. Presi-
dent, the expenditures of this Govern-
ment are growing year by year.

M. GEorGE. Are they justly grow-
ing?

Mn. GorMan. Yes, sir, I take it for
granted they are justly growing.

CLEVELAND'S ADMINISTRATION.

We had an Administration recently in
power a member of which is now amem-
ber of this body. Ibelieve that it was as
honest an Administration as we have
ever had since the adoptior. of the Con-
stitution. We had four years of that
Administration. We were hampered, it
is true, by not having all branches of the
Government. e only controlled the
HHouse of Representatives and the Execu-
tive branch, but after all, when it comes
o the expenditure of money for the or-
dinary administration of the Govern-
ment, the economies which must be in-
troducerdd and practiced are with the
Executive branch. It ison their recom-
mendations and estimates that appro-
priations are made.

EXPENDITURES IN PAST YEARS.

Now, let us see, because we want to he
exactly fair in this matter how those ex-
penditures Incrense. 1 have atable of
the appropriationf tor each fiscal year,

I will give the Congress, beginning
with the Forty third Congress, which
wns in 1875-"76:

The tota) appropriations for that Con-
gress were $653,704,000.21; for the for-
tyv-fourth Congress, 1877-'78, 505,597,832..
28: forthe forty-fifth Congress, 1879-'80,
704 527,405 98; for the forty-sixth Con-
ress, 1881-'82, 727.037.084.22; for the
oriy-seventh Congress, 1883-'84, 777,-
435,048 64; for the forty-eighth Con-

gress, 1885 '86, 055.200,402.83; for the
forty-ninth Congross, 1887-'88, 740,342~

gress, 1891-'92, 988,417,183.84

It will be seen from this statement,
that there has been an increase in the 1&—
propriations each year since 1877-'78,
withthe single exception forthe years
1885-'85. No matter which party.is in
power, as the country grows and you go
on with the construction of your Navy,
as youopen the harbors and deepen the
rivers, and as you make your great guns
for the Navy and for the Army; these,
together with the permanent appropria-
tionsand pensions—the expense will not
decrease. .

WHEN EXPENDITURES WILL LESSEN.

How can the expenditures be decreas-
ed, says the Senator from New Jersey or
the Senator from Mississippi? They will
decrease when you reach the point, which
must be within a year or two, ofstopping
the further construction of your Navy; ia
of having enough guns on hand to place
forts, of having enough torpedo boats to
protect your harbors, and when you can
reduce your appropriations for your
rivers and harbors. There can be and
there will be, as there was under the late
Democratic Administration, a large de-
crease in the matter of officials, if you
please. When it comes to pensions, out-
rageons as it was Lo increase them to the
extent we have done, they are fixed until
the period arrives by the operation of
time alone by which they can bedecreas-
ed. But, Mr. President, the pensious
will increase, largely increase, during
the next four years. Both sides of this
Chamber must face these stubborn facts.

The Senator from New Jersey says
that he would not increase the taxes of
the country. How can we prevent it?
Your revenues are about $£4350,000,000 un-
der the operations of the law. Yoearex-
penditures at this Congress, in which our
party originates the bills, will be $500,-
000,000 and more. Decrease expendi-
tures, Mr. President! The Senator from
Texas [Mr. Mil's] has reminded me thad
the Treasury would be without money
to-day but for the fact that the present
Administration has taken the fund which
ought to have been and was under prior
Administrationsset aside for the redemp-
tion of the national bank notes which
are 10 bYe retired and also the sinking
fund for paying the public debt, which is
a thing now of the past, as the surplus
is a thing of the past. How can the con-
dition of things be bettered?

GIVE THE DEMOCRATS A CHANCE.

Whay, Mr. President. there is not a
Democrat, and T hope the re are but few
Republicans now left, who do not know
that the condition can be bettered, and
will be bettered, when the Democratic
party comes into power and remodels
the revenue laws, which we think operate
unjustly and keep from the Treasury and
put in private concerns the money which
ought to go into the Treasury. The
revenue  laws will not be adjusted
and can not be adjusted now. The
only way to secure a proper ad-
jusitment is to tell the people of
this country_ the truth, that we are
powerl ss now in this Congress to give
them relief from extravagant appropria-
tions, as they have been considered, or
from unjust tax laws. Relief can only
come when we shall have every branch
of the Goyernment.

DEMUOCRACY'S RECORD.

Mr. President, the Senator from New
Jersey hus asked me, how can we reduce
these appropriutions which we are now
considering? As anxious as I am, as
firmly wedded as my party is to ecuno-
my, I do not undersiand the history of
the party to be one of obstruction, of do-
ing nothing, of paralyzing legitimate
enterprises, of striking at vital points,
of preventing an increase of our com-
merce or making tnorough preparation
for defense. 1 understand our party to
mean by economy and retrenchment
that the people’s money shall be used
only for public purposes; that it shall be
honestly expended; that extravagance
and profligacy shall be checked.

1 do not understand that we are com-
mitted to parsimony; I do not under-
stand that we are in fuvor of every prop-
osition which looks to the advancement
and glory of this great country of ours;
I understand that every Democrat wants
the public money honestly expended,
and when it is so expended, as I stated
it had been in the construction of the
Navy from the day that Mr. Cleveland
was inaugurated until this hour, they
are in favor of building up the Navy.

1 rejoice as a Democrat that so much
wus unccomplished under Democratic
auspices, and that by the spending of
money honestly and faithfully great
works have sprung up. The natural
result-is that we have establishments
prepared to build ships for the commer:
cial marine of this country, ships equal
w uany which float upon the ocean, and
it has not been ten days since the Demo-
cratic House, true to the traditions of
its party, passed abill to admit two great
ships to American registry on condition
that two others of equal tonnage, to be
built in American shops, should be put
upon the ocean, thus completing the
record of the Democratic party, which
is that there has not been, with one ex-
ception, a line of great steamships en
the ocean carrying the American flag
which has not been put there because of
legislation passed by a Democratic
House of Representatives.

Sir, that is the history of the parly.
The words of the Senator indicate his
impression that the proposed legislation
is for the benetit of shops which are to
construct these vessels. We have not
given them a single dollar of bounty to
make their shops. e have paid them
fair prices for all they produced. The
Senator knows, for he is on the naval
commiittee, that until last year we had
not the capacity or theskill in this
country to make the shafts for the great
war ships which are now afloat, that we
brought them from abroad, and
that the policy inaugurated by
Mr. Whitney has produced the
result of whieh 1 have spoleen.
The Senator is too just and patriotic not
to rejoice with me at this result.

Mr. President, in the present Secre-
tary of the Navy we have an example
of generosity and high treatment of a
predecessor which has never been sur-
passed before in the history of the Gov-
ernment. In every report which he has
submitted to this Congress he has said
to the American people that the fore
sight and the wisdom of the Democratic
administration which had preceded him
had produced these 1esults, which were
a marvel to the world, and that for those
grand vessels which are now afloat Mr.
Whitney is entitled to great credit for
the wisdom and foresight with which
be made the contracts with these very
establishments.

Mr. President, it will not do to higgle
here about so great a matter. We may
here and there reduce down some little
approprintion. We can, and I will do
my full part, in refusing to make appro-
priations for new works. The better
plan s to tell the country the truth. As
we stand to-day, we as a party—l mean
the Democrats—unless we refuse these
necessary expenditures, ase powerless,
until the people give us control of the
Government, to change the iniquitous
tax Jaws which oppress them or secure
great rednclio:in expenditures.
