DR. TALMAGE DISCOURSES G RIGHT-

Forgetfulness in Certain Cases T De-

clared to BBe Oune of tho Sublimest A t-
Floguant

tributes of the Deity -An

Plea for Charity and Merey,

BROOKLYY, June 5.—The enormous audi-
ince which thronged the Tabernacie this
moraing had fresh evidence of Dr. 'Fal
mage’s originality.  'The vilne of a retent
tive memory edery one kunew by experfence
and had heard extolled ffom ticir school-
days up, but they learned from Dr. ‘al-

. mage’s sermon that the art of forgetting

is worth cultivating, and that there is the
highest possible example for its excrcise.
His text was Hebrews viid, 2, “Their sins
and thelr iniquitics will I remember no
more.”

The natfonal flower of the Mayptians is
the heliotrope, of the Assyrians is the
water lily, of the [ilidoos is the marigold,
of the Chinese §s the chrysanthemum. We
have nonational flowdr, but thereis hardly
any flower more singudstive to many of
us than the forgetmenct, We ail like to
be remembered, and one of cur misfortunes
is that there are so many things we caniot
remember. Mnemonies, or the art of as-
sistingg memory, is an fmportant art. It
was first suggested by Simonides of Cos
five hundred years before Christ.

Persons who hiad but little power to re-
cail events, or put facts and names and
dates in proper processions, have throuch
this art had thel> memory re-enforced to
an almost  inercdible  extent. A good
memory is an invaluable possession, DBy
all means cultivate it. 1 had an aced
friend who, detained all nizht at a miser-
able depot in waiting for a rail train fast
in the snowbanks, entertained o group of
some ten or fifteen clergymen Hkewise de-
tained on their way home irom o meeting
of preshytery, first, with a  picee of
chalk, drivwing out on the Black and gooty
walls of the depot the eharacters of Wal-
ter Scott’s “Marmion,” and then reciting
from memory the whole of that pocin of
some cighty pages in fine print.

My old friend through great nge lost his
memory; and when I asked him if this
story of the railroad depot was true, he
said, “I do not reimmember now, but it was
Just like_me.”  “Let me see,” said he to
me, “have I ever ceen you befores” “Yes,”
I «aid, “‘voun were my guest Jast nicht 2nd
I was with you an hour ago.”” What an
awful contrast in that man between the
greatest memory I ever knew and no mem-
ory at all.

A SPLENDID FACULTY.

But right along withethis art of recollec-
tion, which 1 cannot too highly eulogslze, s
one quite as important, and yet I never
heard it applauded. I mean the art of for-
getting. Thero {8 a splendid faculty in
that direction that weall need to caitivate,
We might through that process be ten
tines happicr” and mors useful than we
now are. We have been told that forget-
fiillness 18 a weakness and ought to be
avoided by all possible means.” So far from
a weaknesspmy text ascribes {t to Ged. 1t
i3 the Very top of omnipotence that Ged is
able to obliterate a pert of his own mem-
ory. If we repent of sin and rightly seek
the divine forgiveness, the record of the
misbehavior-1s not only crossed off the
books, but-God actuaily lcts it pass cut of
menory.

“Their sins and thelr intquities will I ro-
member no mofe.”  To remember ne maore
is to forget, and you cannot'mukeanyibing
else out of it.  Goxd’s™powerof forgettin s is

=0 great that If two memappead tohdm, o0

the oo man, after a life all right, gers i
sins of his heart pardonea, and the other
man, after n life of abomMation gets par-
doned, God remembers po more acainst
one than awainst the other. The entire
past of Loth the moralist, swith his fiper-
fections. and the profiigate, with his de-
baucheries, is s much obliterated in the
one cazeas in thie othor. Forgotten, for-
ever and forever., ‘““Thkeir sins andZiheir
iniquities will I remembor no more.”’

This sublime attribute of fopgetiulness
on the part of Gofyen and I need, in our
finite wayv, to imirate. You will do well
to cast ont of your recollection &il wronos
done you.  Buring the course of ene's life
Lie is sure to e misrepresented, te be lied
about, to he injured.  There aroe those who
Xeep these things fresh by frequent re-
Bearsel.  If things have appesred in print,
they keep them in their seraphook; fore
they ent these precious paragraphs out of
newspapersor boaks, and at leisnare fimes
look them over, or they have them tied up
in bundles, or thrast fn pigeonholes, and
they frequently regitle themselves and
their friends by an inspection of these
fling:= these sarcasms, these falsehoods
Ll e srnelties,

1 have lnown gentleinen who carried
them in their pockeibooks, #o that=they
could cusily get at thescirritations, and tlgn-}'
put their right hand in the ipside of the
coat packet over their lieart and say: “look
here! Let me show you something.”  Sci-
entists cateh wasps and hornets and pol-
sonous inscets and transfix them in curios-
ity burcauns for study, and that is well
But thézeof whomI sperk eateh the wasps,
and the hornets, and poisonous inscets. and
play with them, and put them on them-
celves and on their friends, and see how
far the noxious things can jump, and show
how deep they ean sting. IHave no such
serapbook.  Keep nothing in your posses-
sion that Is disagreeable. Tear up the
fulschoods, and the slanders, and the hyper-
criticisms.

Imitate the Lord in my text and forcet,
actually forset, sublimely forget. There
is no happiness for you in sny other *plan
or procedure. Yau see all uround you, In
the church and out of the church, dispos!-
tions acerb, malign, cynical, pessing
Do you know how these men and women
got that disposition? It was by the em
balmment of things pantherine and viper
oiis. They have spent much of thelr time
in callindthe roll of all the rats that have
nibbled at their reputation. Their sonld s
a cage of vulitures.  Everyth!ng In them i-
rour or imbittered. The milk of human
kindness has been eurdled. They do not
believe In anybody or anything.,  If they
#ee two people whispering, they-think it i-
about themsclves. If they see two people
laughing, thwey think it i3 about them-
selves.

Where there 14 one sweet pippin in their
orchard, there are fifty crab apples. They
have never been able to forget. They dao
not wint to forget. They never will for
get. Their wretehedness i9 supreme, for
no one can-bie happy if Le earries peppetu
ally in miud the mean things that ave
been done him. On the other hand, you
can find here and there o nmen or wonian
(for thiere are not many of themn) whose
disposition s venial and suminery.  Whyy
Have they alwiys been treated webl? On,
no. Haud things have been sald poainst
them. They have been charged with ofli-
clondness: and their«encrosities have been
set Gown to a desire for a display, and they
have many'a time beon the subject of tit-
tlestattle, and they have hiad enough smail

Start
ezain.”  And the next day I come in aud
£a): “Yeu know about that blg debt 1
owed you. 1have come in to get you to
let me off. 1 feel so bad about it I cannot
rest. Do let me off.” You reply with o
little fmpatfence: ‘I did let yon off. Don’t
bother yourself and bother me with any
more of that discussion.”

The following day 1 come In and say:
“My dear €ir, about that debt. 1 cannever
get over the fact that 1 owed you that
money. It is something that welghs on
my mind like a millstone. Do forgive e
that debt.” This time you elear lose your
patience and say: “You are a nuisance.
What do you mean by this refteration of
that affnir? I am almost sorry I forgave
you that debt, Do you doubt my veracity
or do you not underitand the plain lan-
guage in which 1 wold you that debt was
canceled?”

Well, my friends, there are many Chris-
tinns guilty of worse folly than that.
While it is right that they repent of new
sins and of recent sins, what is the use of
bothering yourself and insulting God by
asking him to forgive sins that long age
were forgiven? God has fur;:'u"cu them.
Why do yon not forget them? No; you
drag the lond on with you and 385 times a
year, if you pray every day, you ask Ged
to recall oceurrences which ke haa not ouly
forgiven bt forgotten.  Quit this folly. 7
do not ask youless to realize the turpi-
tude of sin, but 1 ask yon to a higher faith
in the promise of God and the full deliv-
erance of his merey. lle doesnot give a
receipt for part payment or so much re-
cefved on account, but receipt in full, God
having for Christ’s sake decreed, “your
sins and your iniquities will I remember
no more.”

Ar far as possible let the disagreeables
of life drop. We have enough things in
the present, and there will be enough in
the future to disturb us, without running
a special train fnto the great goue-by to
feteh us as gpecial freight things left be-
hind. Some ten years ago, When there was
a great railrond strike, I remember seeini
&ll along the route from Omaha to Chi-
cago, and from Chicago to New York,
hundreds and thoueands of freight cars
switched on the side tracks, thos=e :cars
Jloaded with all kinds of perishable mate-
rial, decaying nnd wasting. After the
striko was over did the rallreesd companics
bring all that perished 1mnaterinl down to
the mnrkets? ~ No, they threw it off where
it wns destroyed, and loaded up with come-
thing clse.

Let the long traln of your thoughts
throw off the wourse than useless frefyht of
o coiript and destroyed past, and load up
with gratitude and faith and holy deter-
minratio. We do not pleass GUA by the
cultivation of the miserable. He would
rather sce us happy than to see us de

yressed. You would rather see your chil-
