Remember
that God ‘never pats you in battle, but he
zives you weapons with which to fight.””
ADBSTAIN FROM PERNICIOUS ASSCCIATIONS,

.\l} secomd word of counsel to those who
have recently entered upon Christian life
is. Abstain from all pernicious associations,
and take only those that are u.?(-ful and be-
neficent.  Stay out of all assoéiations that
would damage your Christian character.
Tuke only those associations that will help
you. A learned man said, “If [ stay
with that man Ferelon any longer I shall
be a Christian in spite of myself.”” lun
other words, there is a mighty power in
Christian associations. Now, what Kind
of assoeiations shall we, as young Chris-
titng, seck after? 1 think we ought to gt
into company better than ourseives, never
guil}‘: into company worse than ourseives,
If We get into company a little better than
ourselves, and there are ten people in that
company, ten chances to one we will be
bettered. I we get into company a littie
vorse than ourselves, and there be ten
people in that company, tew chances toone
we will be made worse thian we were be-
fore.

Now, when a young Christian enters the
church, God docs not ask Lim to retire
from the world. The anchorite that lives
onacornsis no nearer heaven than the man
who lives on partridge andfwild duck. Iso-
Lition ts not demanded by the Bible. A
man may use the workiwith the restriction
of not abusing it. But juss as scon as von
find any surroundings pernicions to your
spiritual interest, quit thdse associations.
This remark is espeeially moreappropriate
to the young. Now it is impossible that
“he young and untroubled should scek
their associations with those who are acad
and worn oyt.

As God intended the aged to associate
with the aged, talking over the past and
walking stafl in hand along the same paths
they trod thirty, forty and {ifty years azo,
<o I suppose he intended the young chicily
to associnte with the young., The grace of
God does not demand that we be unnat-
ural. I do not want you to take this eau-
tion I have given you as that of a growl-
ing misanthrope, hating hilarity. For you
must have a spring bow if you want to
make the arrow fly.  But while this is so,
Iwant you to be especially on guard in
ti4s matter aml let the réligion of Jesus
Christ coiftrel you in all your associations.

I know young people who have meant
well enongh, but they have floated ofl into
evil influences and they have associated
day by day with those who hated God and
degpised  his commandinents, and their
characters are 21l depleted. I ean see they
are changed for the worse, but they are
not aware of it.  Oh, young man, come ount
of that bad asscciation. I do not know
what it is. I do not know to what place
yen may have a private key. I do net
know to what place you go without the
sanection of those who love you very much.
I do not pretend to point out any evil in-
fluences, but are there not some surround-
ing”infinences that are pernicious to your
grovah in grace? Stand back from that
furnacegin which o many young Chris-
tians have been destroyved.

In this church there is a large company
of young men and young avomen conse-
erated to Chirist. I know of no better peo-
ple than they are. Young convert, I in-
vite you into their friendship.  Contact
with them will elevate you. All hail,
young followers of Jesus Christ, my joy
anthiy pride! My heart thrills at every
step of your advancement. I talked with
you in that hainr when you first tried to
break frowm sin, and I now rejoice as 1 see
Fou putting on the armor of a conflict in
wirtch God will give you present and ever-
Iasting victory. Stand off from all evil as-
sockitions. A manis no better than the
company he keeps. Go amongz thoese who
are better than you are, and you will he
madt better. - Go among thoze wio are
worse than you are and you will be nrde
worse,

KEEDPS ACTIVELY EMPLOYED.

My next word of counsel s that you be
actively employed. I sce a great many
Christians with doubts and perplexities,
and they seemto be proud of them.  Their
entire Christian life is made up of gloom,
and they seem to cultivate that spiritual
despondeney, when I wilt undertake to
sav that in nine cascs out of ten spiritual
dedpsndency is a judgment of God upon
idlences. Who are the happy people in the
cimreh today? The busy people. Show
me a2 man who professes the religion of
Jesus Christ and is idle, and I will show
you an unhappy man. The very first pre-
seription that I give to 2 man when I find
him full of doubts and fears about his
eternal interest is to go to work for G,
Ten thousand veices are lifted up asking
for your help. Go and help.

Here is n wood full of summer insects,
Anaxman goes into the wood to cut fire-
wood. The insects do not bother Lim very
mwuch, and every stroke of the ax makes
them fly away. But let 2 man go and lie
down there and he is bitten and mawicd
and thinks it is a horrible thing to stay in
the wood. Why docs he not Ek{- an ax
anl o to work? So- there are thousaneds
of Christianz now in' the church who o
out amid great annoyances in life—they
arc not perplexed, they are all the time
busy: while there are others who do noth-
ing, and they are stung and stung and
stunyg and covered from lLiead to foot with
the blotehes of indolence and inactivity
and spiritual death,

The first thing, then, you have to do, O
Christian young man, Christian young
woman, is te go to work in the seryjce of
the Lord¥if you want to be a happy Chris-
tinn.  When an ariny goes out, there are
alwaysstragalers falling off here and there,
some beeanse they are faint and sick, but
a great many because they are afraid to
fighit and too lazy to iarch.  After awhile
the lazy men on the road hear the boom-
ing of the guns for honrs, and they hear
the shout of victory, and a man on horse-
biack comes up and save, “We have won
the day!” Then they hasten up.  Iow
brave they are after the battle is over.

BE FAITIFUL IN PRAYER.

I have amother word of counsel to give
those who have just entered Christian life,
and that fs, Bo faithful in prayer. You
mizht a3 well, business man, start out in
the morning without foxd and expect to
be strong !l that day—yon might as well
abstain from food all the week and expect
to be strong physically as to be strong
without prayer. The only way to get any
strength into the soul is by prayer, and the
only difference between that Christian
that is worth everything and that who is
worthy nothing is the fact that the last
does not pray aid the other does,

And the only difference between this
Christian, who is gettimg along very fast
in the holy life, and this, who is ouly get-
ting along tolerably, is that the first prays
more than the last.  You can gradtate a
man’s progress in religion by the amount
of prayér, not by the number of hours,
perhaps, but by the earndst supplication
that he puts up to God. ‘There is no ex-
ception to the rule.  Show me a Christian
man who neglects this kind of duty and 1
will show yeu one who is inconsistent.
Show me a man who prays, and his
strength and his power cannot be exag-
gerated.  Why, just give to a man this
power of prayer and you give him almost
omnipotence.

This afternoon you will see two Sabbath
school teachers. That one does not gain
the attention of her class.  This one does.
What is the difference between them, their
intellects being about equal?  The first
thought only of her own apparel. ‘The
other came froin great prostration before
Gaod in carnest supplication, asking that
God’s merey might come upon the school,
and that in the afternvon she might gain
the attention of those five or six immortals
that would be around her. The one teacher
his no control over her class. The other
sits as with the strength of the Lord God
Almighty.

A minister comes into the pulpit. lle
has a magnificent sermon, all the sentences
rounded according to the laws of rhetoric
and fine sermonizing, and the truth maks
no impression on the hearts of men.  Peo-
ple go away and say. *“Very beautiful,
wasn't itz A\ plain man comes into the
puipit.  He has been on his knees before
Ged, asking for an especial message that
day, and the hearts of men open to the
plain truth, the broken sentenees strike
into their conzciences, and, though the
people may diSperse at the close of thesery-
jces seemingly without having received
any impression, that night voices will be
lifted in some household, **Men and breth-
ren, what shall we do to be saved??’ Oh,
this power of prayer! Pray! ray!

Ancthier word of counscl I have to give.
Be faithful’ in Bible research. A great
many zood books are now coming out. We
cannot read half of them. At cevery revo-
Intion of the printing press they are com-
ing. ‘They cover our parlor tables and are
in our sitting rooms and libraries. Glori-
ous books they are. We thank God every
day for the work of the Christian printing
press. But I have thought that perhaps
the followers of - Christ sometimes allow
this religious literature to take their at-
tention from God’s word, and that there
may not be as much Bible reading as there
ought to be.

How is that with your own experience?
Just ealenlate in your minds how much
religious literature you have read durix‘lg
the yvear, and then how large a portion of
the Word of God yon have read and then
contrast the two and answer within your
own soul whether you are giving more at-
tention to the books that were written by
the hand of manor that written by tire hand
of God. Now you go to thedrug store and
yvou get the mineral waters, but you have
noticed that the waters are not so fresh
or sparkling or healthful as when you get
these very waters at Saratoga and®Sharon
—getting them right where they bubble
from the rock. And 1 have noticed the
same thing in regard to the truth of the
Gospel; while there isa good deal of re-
freskment znd health of the Gospel of God
as it comgs through good books, Ifind it is
better when I come to the eternal rock of
God’s Word and drink from that fountain
that bubbles up fresh and pure to the life
and the refreshment and the health of the
soul. %

RIAD THE BIBLE.

Read the Bible and it brings you into
the assqeiation of the best people that ever
lived. You stand hgside Moses and learn
his meckness, beside Job and learn his pa-
ticnee, beside Panl and catech something
of hijs enthusiasm, beside Christ and you
feel hisfove.  And yet how strange it is
that a great many men have given their
whole lives to the assaulting of that book.
I cannot understand it. Tom Paine work-
¢ ngidnst that hook as though he received
large wages, and was inspired by the very
powers of darkness, confessing that il the
time he wias writing he did not have the
Bible anywhere near him. How many
powerful inteilects have endeavoreld to de-
stroy it.  MHume, Bolingbroke, Voltaire
have been after it Ten thousand men
now are warring against the truth of
God’s Word.,  What do you think of
them? Ithink itis mean, and will prove
it. I will prove it is the meanest thing
that has ever been done in all the centu-
turies.

There is a shipat sea and in trouble,
The captain and the erew are at their wits’
ened. You arcon board.  You are an old
seaman.  You come up and give some good
counsel, which is kindly taken. That is
all right. But suppose, instead of doing
that, in the midst of all the trouble yon
pick up the only compass that is on board
and pitch it over thé taffrail? Oh, you say,
that is dastardly. But is -it as mean as
this? Here is the vessel of the world going
oir with sixteen hundred millions of pas-
sengers, tossed and driven in the tempest,
and at the time we-want help the infidel
comes and he takes hold of the only com-
pass and he tries to piteh it overboard. It
is contemptible beyond everything that is
contemptible. Have you any better Iight?
Bring it?on if you have. Have  you any
better eomfort to give us? Bring it on if
you have. Iave you any better hope?
Bripg it on if you have, and then you may
have this Bible and I shall never want it
nuain.

But I can think of a meaner thing than
that, and that is an ¢ld nan going along
o the mountains with a stafT in one hand
rnd a Lantern in the other.  Darkness has
tome on suddenly. He is very old, just
1 ble to pick Lis way out amid the rocks
snd precipices, leaning on his stadl with
one hand and guiding himself with the
light in the other. You eomo up and say:
“Father, you scem to be lost. You are a
long way from home. “Yes,” he replics,
And then you take himm by the hand and
lead him home.  That is very kind of you.
But suppose instead of that you should
snateh the staff from his hands and hurl
it over the rocks, and snatch the lantern
end blow it out? That would be das-
tardly, contemptible until there is no
deptiof consempt beneath it.  If you have
# bettér stafl. give it to him.  If you have
a better light, give it to him.
