NEW METHODS INTRODUCED.

The County Commissioners Hauve Been
Hard at Work this Week.

The county commissioners were hard
at work Tuesday, with their coats off,
comparing the county tax books with
those of the tax collectors. Under the
systemm heretofore existing it has not
been the custom to make such verifica-
tion, the commissioners depending alto-
gether upon the clerk to the board to do
the work. This condition elicited some
criticism during the Denton embezzle-
ment trial in the Baltimore Criminal
Court, and President Benjamin F. Hess
says it is the object of the present com-
missioners to establish a salutary prece-
dent for the guidance of future boards.

State’s Attorney McGuire has called
the attention of the board to the neces-
sity of county orders or scrip being en-
dorsed by the tax collector turning the
same in, when the collector doing so
lappens to be in any case other than the
collector upon whom the orderisdrawn.
In the past, it appears, such indorse-
ment was not required. One of the ob-
jects of such indorsement would be the
evidence thus given as to who turned in
the order. \With credits made to col-
lectors in lump sums, and  with no en-
tries in detail of the items aggregating
the lump sums, such evidence did not
appear in the past, and Mr. McGuire
made the point that a collector might
unjustly claim credit for an order drawn
upon him, but taken up and returned to
the county by another collector. The
indorsement would contradict such
claim. Mr. McGuire was informed that
under the new system of bookkeeping
adopted by the board record is kept of
all scrip issued and to whom. and by
whom turned in. The only county
paper to which uncertainty attaches is
that issued prior to the present year and
a part of which is yet out.

The commissioners were again at their
posts yesterday.
