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A NEW SCHOOL BOARD.

ORGANIZATION TO BE EFFECTED ON
TUESDAY, AUGUSTE 2,

The New Board Appointed Under the Re-
cently Enacted Law—Report that the
Present Board Will Resist in Court- The
Local News Fleld—Summer Lectures of
the Chautaugua--Other Matters.

The Governor, Friday of last week,
appointed election supervisors for the
various counties and school commission-

ers under the new law.

For Howard county the old board of
supervisors was retained, the members
being Messrs. Frank Shipley, Joshua N.
Wartield and Thomas \W. Wyman.

Aaq entirely new board of school com-
missioners was appointed, the gentle-
men selected being Mr. Robert A. Dob-
bin, of the First district, Mr. John ‘L.
Hardey, of the Fifth and Dr. J. W.
llebb, of the ‘T'hird. Mr. Dobbin is ap-
pointed for a term of six ycars, Mr. Har-
dey for four and Dr. Hebb for two. The
new board will organize and appoint a
secretary, treasurer and examiner on the
first Tuesday in August.

The gentlemen composing the new
board are well and favorably known in
Howard county, and are conceded to be
well equipped Tor the positions to which
appointed.  Messrs. Dobbin and Hardey
have served Howard county with ability
i the logislature and Dr. llebb has an
excellent record as Judge of the Or-
phans’ Court.

'he Baltimore Sun is authority for the
statement that the present Howard
county board will test in court the con-
stitutionality of the law under which the
new appointments have been made.

The RBaltimore Chautnugua.

An intelligent and appreciative audi-
ence listened to the opening lecture of
the Baltimore Chautauqua, or Summer
Lecture Course of Baltimore Univer-
sity, at St. Clement’s Hall, Ellicott City,
Monday afternoon. The lecturer was
Prof. flampson 1I. Biedler, and his sub-
ject “First Care of the Wounded, or
\What to I)o in Cases of Accident Till
the Doctor Arrives.” The professor ex-
plained that a wound did not necessar-
fly involve abroken bone or visible
bileeding, and treated of the position in
which a person found unconscious
should be placed with a view to speedy
resuscitation.

Prof. H. Biedler's second lecture be-
fore the Chautauqua Society was deiiv-
ered Tuesday. He passed in *‘First Care
of the Wounded” from position to treat-
ment, and treated of the use of stimu-
lants in revival.

In the remaining lectures the Profes-
sor treated of local injuries and gave
much valuable information for the bene
fit of non-professionals who might un-
expectedly be called upon to assist those
in need of surgical aid. Prof. Biedler
gave an interesting account of the'work
of the famousRedCrossSociety,of Europe.
He favors,(female nurses on account of
theirsuperiortactandgentleness.Thelast
lecture will be given this (Saturday)
evening, between 8 and 9 o’clock.

Next week Prof. John R. Larus will
lecture on “English Literature.” ‘T'he
announcement is made that the lectures
will be free to residents of this commu-
nity. This liberality will doubtless
elicit grateful recognition.

Weather Crop Bulletin.

Maryland Weather Crop Bulletin No.
15, for the week ending June 18, says:
“The weekly rainfall was considerably
helow the normai in all scctions of the
State, with the exception of portions of
Southern Maryland, where heavy local
showers fell. In many places there was
a total absence of rain. Although the
temperature was slightly above the nor-
ma! during the first part of the week, in
the various sectivns, the cool wave of
the last part brought the average sev-
eral degrees below the normal. More
than average amount of sunshine was
given. ‘The wheat harvest is over, ex-
cept in Western Maryland, where it is
approaching completion. Threshing fis
in progress, and nearly finished in East-
ern and Southern sections. A full av-
erage yicld is reported from most locali-
ties; but there are some reports of small
yield. Corn,in portions of Southern
Maryland,was somewhat injured by rain
and wind on the Uith, and it suffered
slightly from drouth and worms in other
sections of the State, but the general
outlook for the crop is reported good.
The hay crop is shorter than anticipated
and oats are light. Vegetables, as well
as other growing crops, need rain. Ship-
ments of potatoes and fruit, light.”

The condition of Miss Eloise Hood,
who was accidentally shot at her home
in Baltimore, last week, has not materi-
ally changed. Except where attention
is attracted by others, she scems drowsy
and sleeps most of the time. Dr. Tif-
fany called for the dress she wore at the
time of the accident,and after examining
it asked to be shown to the fourth tloor,
where the shooting occurred, and soon
discovered and cut the ball from the
door facing of the store-room, where it
had imbedded itself nearly aninch in
the wood work. It was considerably
battered and out of shape, but whether
this was due to striking one or more
bones in its passage through the body,or
to the hard wood in which it was so
deeply imbedded, is of course unknown.
‘The family was much relieved at know-
ing that it was not in the young lady’s
body. From the force the ball is shown
to have had when it left the body, it is
probable there was no detlection and
that it went through in a straigzht course,
It is thought that when the aceident oc-
curred Miss [lood was turning the cyl-
inder of the pistol to see if the chambers
were loaded and necessarily holding
back the hammer which slipped and dis-
charged the weapon.

The Aurora Borealis,

A beautiful display of the aurora hor-
ealis, or northern lights, was visible in
Ellicott City Saturday night. The phe-
nomenon presented  was of fading
and reappearing bamis of light, rising
from the north toward the zenith, and
accompanying this was what resembled
rapidly recurring flashes of sheet light-
ning. Some in Ellicott City who saw
the appearance thought at nirst it Le-
tokened the burning of Pittsburg and
ilomestead, ’a. A belief current among
some colored folks was, it is ¢aid, that
the lights had something to do with the
near approaching end of the workl. The
display was the finest scen here in many
years. It was at its best about eleven
o'clock.

Wayman’s Grove has been
used for years as a camping ground by
colored people.

A TASTE OF COUNTRY LIFE.

How Hundreds of Children Are Made
Happy.

The casual traveler from Baltimore
to Frederick yesterday, says the Balti-
more American of Tuesday, probably
supposed, from the large number of
children that disembarked at Orange
Grove, just beyond Relay Station, that
the place was another of Baltimore's
many charming suburban excursion
grounds, although the surroundings
were not of the orthodox resort kind.
On the right a steep,heavily-wooded hill
rose rather abruptly for a hundred feet
and then scemed to descend equally as
precipitately into a valley on the further
side. On the left a little hamlet of some
ten or twelve cottages was hemmed in
by a narrow ravine winding about
another hill with a rippling stream at
its base. ‘This seemed rather a strange
location -for an excursion ground, and
vet it was, and a popular one, too, in its
way. If curiosity or the wild pictur-
esqueness of the place could have in-
duced the traveler to alight and with the
cliildren pursue the arduous pathway up
the little mountain, he would have felt
amply repaid on reaching the top by a
sight of an ample cottage wherein a
sweet-faced Sister anxiously waited to
welcome the little ones. This was the
Country Home for Children, managed
by thirty of Baltimore's young ladies.
Here every summer for five years six
hundred children of the city nave
eaeh bLeen given atwo-weeks' summer
residence.  Nomore thoroughly enjoy-
able country home could be'found. The
Louse, old but exceedingly neat, sur-
rounded by twenty acres of orchard and
green fields belonging to the home, over-
looks a picturesque valley. Over the
hills a glimpse of Catonsville may be
had. Thus, in the midst of swings,
orchards and extensive playgrounds and
fed with the best of country food, it is
no wonder that the children return to
the city reinvigorated and healthily
tanned by their two-weeks’ stay.

Every other Monday thirty children
are taken out by one of the ladies.
Yesterday girls were taken out for the
first time this summer. Boys have had
the place sinee the first of June, and
now, until September, the girls will en-
joy its rustic delights. Having arrived
at the home, the children are first given
a hearty dinner, and, after the novelty
has slightly worn off, they are attired in
clothing belonging to the home—their
own being saved for citvy life. Each
child has a regular bed and washstand,
and is expected to keep them in order.
Prizes are awarded at the end of the
weck to the children who have kept the
tidiest bed or have execlled in other
light work. Shoes and stockings may
bhe doffed during the day and unlimited
exercise indulged in. A number of
young ladies spending the summer at
Catonsville constitute the supply com-
mittee, and make weekly visits to re-
plenish the fast-depleied larder. Sister
Marguerite, with the assistance of two
novices, has charge of the children, cach
one of whom, before his admission, is
examined by Dr.J. . O’Donovan.

Not necessarily the poorest class
alone of children, but many who are
unable to leave town, are taken to this
resort. ‘The house can now accommo-
date thirty only; but it is the endeavor
of the young ladies to raise $£5,000 for
the erection of a new home with accom-
modations for one hundred. Last win-
ter the State legislature opened its heart
and, incidentally, the State’s pocket-
book, and appropriated $3,000 of the
sum needed. ‘The remainder is being
raised by subscription. A fair will be
given by the young Iadies next winter,
from which they hope to realize at least
$6,000. At all events, work on the new
building will be begun in the fall, and it
will probably be ready for the children
next summer.

RIOTERS AT IRVING PARK.

A Number of Colored Toushs from Balti-
more in Limbo.

Saturday Oflicer Vansant and Detee-
tive John Lloyd, of the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad, brought to Ellicott City
Edwmd Gross, Wesley Owings, Frank
Jones and “Shorty’ Jones, all colored,
of Baltimore, charged with rioting at
the colored camp at Irving  Purk,
Howard county. ‘I'he prisoners were
remanded to jzil by Justice Wallenhorst
for a further hearing. ‘They were very
much disfigured, particularly about the
face.

On the day preceding Detective John
Lloyd, of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road Company, turned over to the
Howard county authorities Willinm
Grimes and Dan Thomas, colored, who
were also charged with taking partin
the riot at Irving Park. Each was
badly wounded on the head, and the
blood-snaked condition of their clothing
indicated the severity with which their
bodies had been earved.

The rinters were hefore Justice Wal-
lenhorst at the court house Wednesday
and their cases disposed of as follows:
Dan.  Thomas and
were acquitted of rioting and William

and Wesley Owings were sentenced
nine mouths each to the IHouse of

Correction; Edward Gross was acquitted
of assault; Joseph Sewall and Frank
Jones were found guilty of carrying con-
cealed weapons. ‘The former was sen-
tenced to six monthsin the Houseoi Cor-
rection and the latter fined $£10 and
costs. E. J. Waring, the colored law-
yer, of Baltlmore, appeared for Gross,
and State’s Attorney Joseph D. Me-
(tuire for the State.

to sing,shout and clap their hands,which
caused Mr. Glenan's horse to run away.
e succeeded in controlling the animal
until descending the hill leading  to the
Jane entering the place of Mr. John .
Forsythe, when he sprang out to hoid
the horse, but was knocked down and
run over and the boy and girl carried a
short distance and also thiown out. Ali
wetre more or less injured but the boy
was found insensible and carried to Mr.
Forsvthe's house and Dr. Sprecher sum-
moned. who found a fracture of the
sknll and other injuries about the face
and head. The little fellow was re-
moved to his home,where he is attended
by Drs. H. Clay Shipley and Sprecher.
The bugey was entirely wrecked and
the horse was not recovered until after
eleven o'clock Sunday night when he was
overtaken by a gentleman, near the
scene of the accident, going toward

A MONSTER MEETING.

FORMAL NOTIFICATION OF CLEVE-
LAND AND STEVENSON,

Thirty Thousand People Gather in Madi-
son Sguare Garden, New York City—Mr.
Cleveland’s Speech of Acceptance—Other
Political News.

The great amphitheatre of the famous
Madison Square Garden, New York
City, which has a comfortable sealing
capacity of 8,000, perhaps never con-
tained such a multitude as gather-
ed there to the number of perhaps
30,000 Wednesday night to witness the
formal notification of Grover Cleveland
and Adlai E. Stevenson of their nomina-
tion by the Democratic party for the of-
fices respectively of President and Vice
President of the United States.

The occasion was thoroughly Demo-
cratic, there being no reserved seats,
and those who came flirst were served

first.

Mrs. Cleveland was  present  and
almost broke up the meeting with the
enthusiasm which a mere sight of her
evoked. :

Hon William L. Wilson, of West
Virginia, presided, and made the address
of notitication to Mr. Cleveland. Lieut-
Gov. Stephen M. White, of California,
made the wddress of notitication to the
next Vice President.

Mr. Cleveland in his speech of ac-
ceptance said : :

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen: The
message you deliver from the National,
Democracy arouses within me emotions
which would be well-nigh ovérwhelm-
ing if I did not recognize here assem-
bled the representatives of a great
party, who must share with me the re-
sponsibility your mission invites. |
tind much relief in the retlection that 1
have been selected merely to stand for
the principles and purposes to which
my party is pledged, and for the en-
forcement and supremacy of which all
who have any right to claim Demo-
cratic fellowship must constantly and
persistently labor.

Our party responsibility is indeed
great.  We assume a momentous obliga-
tior: to our cousitrymen when, in return
for their trust and confidence, we prom-
ise them a rectification of their wrongs
and a better realization of_ the advan-
tages which are due to them under our
free and beneticent institutions.

But it our responsibility is great, our
party isstrong. It is strong in ity sym-
pathy with the needs of the people, in its
insistence upon the exercise of govern-
mental powers strictly within the con-
stitutionel permission the people have
vranted, and in its willingness to risk
its life and hope upon the people’s intel-
ligence and patriotism.

Never has a great party intent upon
the promotion of right and justice had
better incentive for effort than is now
presented to us.

Turning our cyes to the plain people
of the land, we see them burdened as
consumers with a tari!f system that un-
justly and relentlessly demands from
them in the purchase of the necessaries
and comforts of life an amount scarcely
met by the wages of hard and steady
toil. while the exactions thus wrung
from them build up and increase the
fortunes of those for whose benefit this
injustice is perpetrated.

\WWe see the farmer listening to a delu-
sive story that fills his mind with visions
of advantage, while his pocket is robbed
by the stealthy hand of high protection.

Our workingmen are still toid the tale,
oft repeated in spite of its demonstrated
falsity, that the existing protective tarifl
is a Loon to them, and that under its/
beneficent operation their wages must
increase, while as they listen scenes are
enacted in the very abiding place of high
protection that mock the hopes of toil
and attest the tender merey the work-
ingman receives from those made selfish
and sordid by unjust  governmental
favoritism.

We oppose earnestly and stubbornly
the theory upon which our opponents
scek to justity and uphold existing taritl
laws. We need not base our attack
upon questions of constitutional per-
mission or legislative power. We de-
nounce this theory upon the highest
possible grounds when we contend that
in present conditions its operation is
unjust, and that laws enacted in accord-
ance with it are inequitable and unfair.

Ours is not a destractive party. We
are, not at enmity with the rights of any
of our citizens. All are our country-
men.  We are not recklessly heedless of
any American interests, nor will we
abandon our regard forthem, but invok-
ing the love for fairness and justice
which belongs to true Americanism, and
upon which our constitution rests, we
insist that no plan of taritf 1egislation
shall be tolerated which has for its ob-
jeet and purpose a forced contribution
from the carnings and income of the
mass of our ¢itizens to swell divectly the
accumulations of a favored few: nor will
we permit a pretended  solicitude for
American labor or any other specious
pretext of benevolent care for others to
blind the eyes of the people to the selfish
schemes of those who seck through the
aid of unequal taritl laws to gain un-
earned and unreasonable advantages at
the expense of their fellows.

We have also assumed in our covenant
with those whose support we invite the
duty of opposing to the death, another
avowed scheme of our adversaries,
which, under the guise of protecting the
sulfrage covers, but does not conceal, a
design thereby to perpetuate the power
of a party afraid to trust its continnance
to the untrammeled and intelligent
votes of the American people. We are
pleged toresist the legislation intended
to complete the scheme because we have
not forgotten the saturnalia of theft and
brutal control which followed another
federal regulation of State sulfrage: be-
cause we know that the managers of a
party which did not scruple to rob the
people of a President would not hesitate
to use the machinery created by such
legislution to revive corrupt instrumen-
talities for partisan purposes; because
an attempt to enforce such legislation
would rekindle animosities where peace
and hopefulness now prevail; hecause
such an attempt would replace prosper-
ous activity with discouragement and
dread thoroughout a large section of our
country, and would mensce cvery-
where in the land the rights reserved to
‘he States and to the people which un-
derlie the safeguards of American lib-
erty.

I shall not attempt to specify at this
time other objects and aims of Demo-
cratic endeavor which add jinspiration
to our mission. True to its history and
its creed, our party will respond to the
wants of the people within safe lines
and guided by enlightencd statesman-
ship.

However, as this is the second spplica-
tion I have received on the same sub-
ject, I think it best to end the matter so
far as it is possible to do so by branding
the statement in all its details and its
spirit and intention as unqualifiedly and
absolutely false. Iknow Cardinal Gib-
bons, and know him to be a good citi-
zen and first-rate American, and that
his kindness of heart and toloration are
in striking contrast with the fierce in-
tolerance and vicious malignity which
disgrace some who claim to be Protest-
ants. I know a number of members of
the Catholic Church who were employ-
ed in the public service during my ad-
ministration, and I suppose there were
many so employed.

Arrests by Detectives—The Commission-
ers Refuseo to Foot the Bill

Alexander Ilughes,a magistrate of the
twelth district of Baltimore connty, pre-
sented a bill to the county commission-
ers Tuesday, which included the costs
for sending thirty persons to the House
| of Correction in the month of June.
The commissioners refused to pay that
portion of the bill.

'The arrests were
made by special ofticers of the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad Company, the accusation
{ being illegal riding on the company’s
cars. 'I'hose arrested were committed
to the custody of thesherifl. Col. D. G.
Mclntosh, counsel for the commission-
ers, said the arrests wereirregular. Com-
missioner Rittenhouse said that as the
oflicers who made the arrests were om-
ployed by the railroad company they
should take their prisoners tothe IHouse
of Correction, which they could do fice
of cost to the county. Colonel Mcln-
tosh asked on whose evidence the ac-
cused were committed to the I[House of
Correction, and Justice Iughes said on
the oath of the railroad ofticers alone.
The commissioners lield the case under
advisement. ‘The Pennsylvania rail-
road company has since agreed to pay
‘ the part of the bill questioned.
