DR. TALMAGE’'S SERMON FOR LATE
JULY IN SCOTLAND.

*Jesus; the Name High Over All’"—The
Wonderful Word—Alleviation of lMu-

» man Sorrow — Dying Testimonies of

| Many Eminent Men.

. Loxpox, July 31.—Since his return from
t.:u.-'m'i:\ Pr. Talmage has been literally
tooded with invitations to address congre-
rations and Iveeums on the subject of his
lionrney to the land of the czar, whither he
fiwent with Mr. Louis Klopsch to direct the
Listribution of The Christian Herald re-
iief cargzo.  While expressing  his high ap-
'mreciation of the cordial welcome and
Lplendid hospitality extended by the of-
ficials of St. Petersburg and Moscow, of
ghe civic honors heaped upon the Ameri-
van visitors and of Russk's national grati-
tude to America, ns personally expressed
by the czarowitz at Peterhof, where he
ntertained them as guests, Dr. Talmage
has been compelled to adhere to his origi-
nhal programme.  During the week he has
been preaching in the leading Scottish
sdties. lis arrangements for npext week
nclude services at Newceastle and Sunder-
fland, and thereafter he goes to the Isle of
'.\l:-.n for a few days. The sermon selected
ffor this week is entitled “Pre-eminent,”
the text heing John iii, 31, “He thas
cometh from above is above all.”

The most conspicious character of his-
tory steps out upon the platform. Thefin-
rer which, diamonded with light, pointed
down to him from the Bethlehem sky, was
only a ratification of the finger of prophecy,
the finger of genealogy, the finger of chro-
nology, the finger of events—all five fin-
gers pointing in one direction. Christ is
the overtopping figure of ail time. lHe is
the vox humana in all musie, the graceful
est line in all sculpture, the most exquisite
mingling of lights and shades in all paint-
ing, the acine of all cliinaxes, the dome of
all cathedraled grandeur and the perora-
tion of all splendid lnnguage.

!: 'he Greek alphabet is made up of
wenty-four letters, and when Christ con-
hmnl himself to the first letter and the
szst letter, the alpha and the omega, be
appropriated to himself all the splendors
1hat you can spell out either with those
rwo letters and all letters between them.
“f am the Alpha and the Omega, the be-
ginning and the end, the first and the
Iast.” Or, if you prefer the words of the
1ext, “above all.”

It means, after you have piled up all Al-
pine and fimalayan altitudes, the glory of
Christ would have to spread its wings and
slescend a thoeusand leagues to touch those
summits.  Pelion, a high mountain of
Thessaly: Ossa, a high mountain, and
Ulrmpus, a high mountain; but mythology
tells us when the giants warred against
the gods they piled up these three moun-
tains and from the top of them proposed
to scale the heavens; but the height was
ot great enough and there wasa complete
Tailure. And after all the giants—Isalah
and Paul, prophetic and apostolic giants:
Raphael and  Michael Angelo, artistic
wiants; cherubim and seraphim and arch-
angel, celestial giants—have failed to climb
to the top of Christ’s glery, they might all
well nnite in the words of the text and say,
SHe that. cometh from above is above all.”

THE CENXTRAL THEME 1IN PREACHING,

First, Christ must be above all else in
onr preaching.  There are so many books

on homileties seattered through the world
that all laymen, as well as ail clergymen,
have made up their minds what sermons
onight to be.  That sermon is most effectual
which most pointedly puts forth Christ as
the pardon of all sin and the correction of
all evil, individual, social, .political, na-
tional. There is no reason why we should
ring the endless changes on a few phrases.
There are those who think that if an ex-
hortation or a discourse have frequent
mention  of justification, sanctification,
covenant of works and covenant of grace,
that, therefore it must be profoundly
refienl, while they are suspicious of
it o which presentsthe same truth,
but under different phraseology.

Now, I sax there is nothing in all the
opulent realm of Anglo-Saxonism or all
the word treasures that we inherited from
the Latin and the Greek and the Indo-
European but we have a right to marshal
it in religions discassion.  Christ sets the
examiple. His illustrations were from the
vrass, the flowers, the spittle, the salve,
the barnyard fowl, the erystals of salt, ns
well as from the seas and the stars, gid we
do not propose inour Sabbath school teach-
ing and in our pulpit address to he put on
the limits,

! know that there is a great deal said in
our day against words, as though they
were nothing,  They may be misused, buat
they have an imperial power.” They are
th:e briduee between soul and soul, between
Almighty God and the human race. What
did God write upon the tables of stones?
Words.  What did Christ utter on Monnt
Olivet? Words. Out of what did Christ
strike the spark for the thumination of the
universez Out of words. *“Let there by
light,” and light was,  Of course thonght
is the cargo and words are only the ship,
but hosw fast weald yourcargo get on with-
out the ship?

What you need, my friends, in all your
work, in yeur Sabbath school class, in
your reformatory institutions, and what
we itll need is to enlarge our vocabulary
when we come to speak about God and
Christ and heaven.  We ride a few old
words to death when there is such illimit-
uble resource.  Shakespeare employed fif-
teen thonsand different words for dramatic
purposes; Milton employed ¢ight thousand
tiiTerent words for poetic purposes; Rufus
Choate employed over eleven thousand dif-
ferent words for legal purposes, but the
post of us have less than a thousand
words that we can manage, less than ftive
handred, and that makes us so stupid.

ALL SWEET WORDS NEEDED.

When we come to set forth the love of
Christ we are going to take the tenderest
phrascology wherever we tind it, and if it
has never been used in that djrection be-
Yore, all the more shall we use it. When
we come tospeak of the glory of Christ,
the congueror, we are going to draw our
similes from triumphal arch and oratorio
and everything grand and stupendous.
The French navy have eighteen flags by
which they give siznal, but those cighteen
fiags they ean put into sixty-six thousand
different combinations. And | haveto tell
Vou that these standards of the cross may
be lifted into combinations infinite and
yvaricties everlasting, "And let me say to
Sounyg men who are after awhile going to
preach Jesus Christ, you will have the
lareest. liberty and unlimited resource.
You only have to present Christ in your
Lwn way.

o Jonathan Fdwards preached Christ in
the severest argument ever penned, and
John Bunyan preached Christ in the sub-
Jimest alicgory ever composed,  Edward
Payson, sick and exhausted, leaned up
" higainst the side of the pulpit and wept ont
dicconrse, while George Whitefield,
with the nanner and the voice and the

Complete pardon for direst guilt, Sweet-
est comfort for ghastliest agony. DBright-
est hope for grimmest death. Grandest
resurrection for darkest sepulcher.

Oh, what & Gospel to preach! Christ
over all in jt. llis birth, his suffering,
his miracies, his parables, Lis sweat, his
tears, his blood, his atonement, his inter-

cession—what glorious themest Do we
exercise faith? Christ is its object. Do
we have love? It fastens on Jesus., Have

we a fondness for the church? 1t is be-
cause Christ died for it. Have we a hope
of heaven? It is because Jesus went
ahead, the herald and the forerunner.

The royal robe of Demetrius was o
costly, so beautiful, that after he had pur
it off no one ever dared put it on; but this
robe of Chrisg, richer than that, the poor-
est, and the wanest, and the worst may
wear. “Where sin abounded grace may
much more abound.”

THE JOY OF THE CONYERTED.

“Oh, my sins, ny sies,” said Martin
Luther to Staupitz; “my sins, my sins!”
The faet is that the brawny Gersman stu-
dent had found a Latin Bible that had
made him gquake, and nothing else ever
did make hint quake; and when he found
how, through Christ, he was pardoned
and saved, he wrote to a friend, saying:

Poor and wretched and miserable
and blitkd and naked from the crown of
the head to the sole of the foot, fall of
wounds and putrefying sores. No hea'th
inus. And then take the fact that Christ
gathered up all the notes against us and
paid them, and then offered us the receipt

Arnd how much we need him in our sor-
rows!  We are’ independent of circum-
stances if we have his grace.  Why, he
made Paul sing in the dungeon, and under
that grace St. John from desolate Patinos
heard the blast of the apoealyptic trum-
pets.  After all other candles have been
smulfed out, this §s the light that gets
brighter and brighter untothe perfect day.
and after, under the hard Loofs of ealam-
ity, all the pools of worldly enjoyment
have been  trampled into deep mire, at
the foot of the cternal rock the Chris-
tian, from cups of granite, lily rimmed
and vine covered, puts ont the thirst of his
soul.

Awain, I remark that Christ is above all
in dying alleviations. 1 have notanysym
pathy with the morbidity abroad: ahout
our demise.  The emperor of Constantino
ple arranged that on the day of his corona
tion the stonemason should come and cu-
sult him about his tombstone that after
awhile he would need. And there are
men who are monomanical on the subject
of departure from this life by death, and
the more they think of it the less they are
prepared to oo This is an unmanliness
not worthy of you, not worthy of me.

TiiE HERG'S DEATIL

Saladin, the greatest congueror of his
day, while dying, oidered the tunic he had
on him to be carried after his death on a
spear it the head of his army, and then the
soldier ever and anoir should stop and say:
“HBehold, all that is left of Saladin, the em-
peror and congneror!  Of all the states he
conguered, of all the wealth he accumu-
lated. nothing did he retain but this
shroud!” I have no sympathy with such
behavior, or such absu-d demonstration,
or with miich that we hear uttered in re-
ward to departure from this life to the
pext. There is a commonsensical idea on
this snbject that you and | need to consid-
cr—that there are only two styles of de-
parture,

A thonzand feet underground, by light.
of torch toiling in a miner’s shaft, a ledge
of rock may fd! upon us and we may die a
miner’s death. Far out at sea, falling
from the «lippery ratlines and broken on
the halyards we may die a sailor’s death.
On niission of merey in hospatal, amid
bioken bones and reeking leprosies and
raging fevers we may die a philanthro-
phist's death. On the tield of battle, sefv-

Jdng God and our country, the gun carriage

may roll over ns and we may die a patriot’s
death. But after all there are only two
styles of departire—the death of the righi-
cous aml the death of the wicked, and we
all want to dic the former.

God grant that when that hour comes
you nity he at home! You want the hand
of your Lindraed in your hand.  Yon want
your children tosurround you.  You want
the light on yonr pillow from eyes that
have long reflected yvour love.  You want
the room still,. You do not want any curi-
ous strangers standing around watching
vou.  You want your Kindred from afar to
hear your last prayer. 1 think that is the
wish of all of us. But is that all? Can
earthly friends hold us when the billows of
death come up to the girdicz  Can human
voice charmm open heaven’s gate?  Can hu-
faan hands pilot us through the narrows of
deathinto heaven’s harbor? Canan carthly
friendship shicld us from the arrows of
death and in the hour when satan shall
practice upon us hiz infernal archery?
No, no, no, no!  Alas! poor soul, if that is
all.  Detter die in the wilderness, far from
tree shiielow and from fountain, alone,
vultures circling througzh the air waiting
for our body, unknown to men, and to have
no burial, if only Christ could say through
the solitudes, I will never leave thee, 1
will never forsake thee.”  FFrom that pil-
low of stoue a ladder would soar heaven-
ward, angels coming  and  going; and
across the solitude and the barrenness

say in his last hour? “Who can measure
the depth of the third heaven?

I shall soon
be gone, for surely no one can live in this
world after such glories as God has mani-
L fested to my soul.” -

What did the dying Faneway say? “l
can as easily die as close my eyes or turn
gy head in sleep.  Beforea few hours have
passed I shall stand on Mount Zion with
the cne hundred and forty and four thou-
sand, &nd with the just men made perfect,
and we shall asceribe riches and honor 2nd
glory and majesty and dominion unto God
and the Lamb.” Dr. Taylor, condemned
to burn at the stake, on his wag thither
broke away from the guardsmen :unl.wcnt-
bounding and leapingand jumpice teward
the fire, glad to go to Jesus and to die for
him.

When 1
close this Bible on Sabbath night 1 say,
“Another Sabbath  departed.”  When ?
bury a friend 1 say, “Another earthly at-
traction gone forever.” \What nimble feet
the years have! The roebucks and the
lightnings run not so fast. From decade
to decade, from sky to sky, they go at a
bound.

There is a place for us, whether marked
or 1zot, where you and I will sleep the last
sleep, and the men a2re now living who
will, with solemn tread, carry us to our
resting pliuce.  Aye, it is known in heaven
whether our departure will be a corona-
tion or a banishment. DBrighter than a
banqueting hall through which the light
feet of the dancers go up and down to the
sound of trumpeters will be the sepulcher
througzh whose rifts the holy light of
heaven streameth.

He will send his angels to guard your
slumbering ground until, at Christ’s be-
hest, they shall roll away the stone.

which usually was less than £200, anc
often less than £100.  While "Descartes, be
fore entering upon that eight years’ soli
tary study of himself, which was the last
stage in the evclution of his philosophic
system, had the means and inclination tc
wander the better part of nine years nj
and down Europe studying other men
Kant in all his long life never got outside
the boundaries of-east Prussia, or as mucl
as 2 hundred miles away from the town o)
Konigsberg.

But, however different in opportunities
and rewards, the lives of the philosophers
are at one in the love of truth for its owe
sake, and in a readiness to spare no labor,
and none of the ordinary forms of worldly
success to find it. Such examples of selt
denial and of long, secluded diligence ae
some of the philosophers furnpish, an
scarcely to be matched elsewhere.—Scrib
ner’s.
