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THE COUNTY'S CHOICE.

WHAT LEADING MEN SAY ON THE
CONGRESSIONAL QUESTION.

Answers to a Circular Recently Issued
from the “Times” Ofice—Some Expres-
slons of Opinion in Ellicott City—Com-
ments offthe Press.

THE SCHOOL BOARD.

ANOTHER MEETING HELD ON TUES-

DAY LAST.

Appointment of Trustees—Several Assist-
aut Teachers also Appointed—-The For-
mer Board’s Attitude—Other News of
Local Interest.

The new board of county school com-
missioners of lHoward county was in
session Tuesday. ‘T'he work of appoint-
ing school trustees was completed. ‘I'he
full list appears in the advertizing col-
umus of Tur TivEgs,

The Examiner, Mr. Hitl, was authori-
zed to notify the trustees of the need for
immediate organization and notitication
of the board; also to request trustees to
forward the names of teachers appoint-
ed for the coming year so that such ap-
pointments may be acted upon by the
Board, as prescribed by law, at an early
date.

The following assistant teachers were
appointed : School No. 2, first district,
Miss Blanche Vansant; schcol No. 5,
second district, Miss lda Clark; school
No. 3, fourth district, Miss Alice Wood-
ward; school No. 1, sixth district, Miss
Bessie Devan.

The board adjourned to Tuesday next
at ten o’clock A, M.

The former schoo} board, as such, has
as yet given no indication of what action
it will take. Mr. Thompson has not heen
s¢en al the court house for some days
and no intimation has been given the
new board that the old is ready to sur-
render possession of the commissioners’
rtoom, books and other school property
in its possession.

As the time for the schools to open
approaches it is desirable that every-

thing tending to clog the school ma-
chinery shculd be removed. A well

known citizen in discussing the matter
a few days since, said:

“Lam in favor of law and order, and
I fear Mr. Thompson is placing himself
in the position oi one opposing duly
constituted authorlty. le has been in
oftice now seven years, and I don’t
think the trouble heis causing  comes
with good grace. If technical faws
can be picked in the new law, it will not
only upset the public school system here
but all over the State as well. ‘T'here’s
no telling where the complications will
lead to. At any rate the inevitable re-
sult would be a special session of the
legislature which would possibly in-
crease tax rates, already too high.

“I have great faith in what Mr. William

Mackintosh will do in the present
emergency. Heis a sterling man, and
has, 1 believe, the interests of the

schools too much at heart toinjure them
even to keep his warmest personal friend
in oflice. I am sure he will take no ac-
tion. The same I think is trueof Mr.
Cronmiller, so that if there is any litiga-
tion.a majority of the old bhoard will
not be found in court.”

A BULD, BAD BURGLAR BAGGED,

The Prisoner, Samuel Dyson, Who Has o
Record.

The most important arrest made in
Howard county for years was effected
Wednesday night shortly after midnight
when Samuel Dyson, a man with a prison
record, was taken, while robbing the
Baltimore and Ohio depot at Ilchester,
two miles east of Ellicott City. The
authorities are in possession of evidence
connecting Dyson with a band which
within the past few months have com-
mitted a dozen burglaries in or just
without Howard county. ‘The dwellings
entered have heen those of William D
Thomas, Thomas . Gaither and Mrs, C,
A. Pindecll, near Ellicott City, beside
the stores of Samuel J. RadclifTe, Joshua
W. Dorsey, Robert Holtman and the B.
and O. depot, all in Eilicott City, the
store of Frank Parlett at Woodstock,
the B.and 0. depot at Sykesville and
severnl stores there.

Police Oflicer James E. Vansant, of
Ellicott City, obtained information lead-
ing aim to suspeet that an attempt
woulil be nade upon the Tehester Sta-
tion Wednesday night.

A RULE OF THE GOVERNOR'S,

W iIs Questioncd by State’'s Atlorney Jo-
seph 1), McGuire.

A Dbrisk correspondence Dbetween
State’s Attorney Joseph 1). McGuire, of
Howard county, and Secretary of State
E. W. LeCompte has grown out of a re-
cent application for pardon of Leah Wil-
son, a colored woman who was sentenc-
ed at the March term of the Howard
County Circuit Court in 1891 to the pen-

itentiary for three years. Recent
developments  have convinced  the
court and State’s  Attorney that
the  woman was not  properly

convicted and the upplication for her
pardon was the result. ‘I'he law govern-
ing such cases required that notice of
the application tor pardon should be
published in this instance in a Howard
county newspaper. ‘The Secretary of
State wrote to Mr. McGuire that the
Governor had  established a rule that
“in all pardon cuses the petitioner must
pay the cost of advertising,” and that
the friends of the prisoner must file a
certificate of publication and the pub-
lisher’s receipt betore action would be
taken by the Governor.

Mr. McGuire nas replied to Secretary
LeCompte: 1 beg leave to differ with
the right of the Governor to establish
such a rule. Deces not such a rule
amount to a denial of justice? Might
not a court as well refuse to appoint an
attorney to defend a prisoner who was
without money unless the costs of the
prosecution were first paid? 1 am toid
that unless the costs of an advertisement
which the State constitution requires
the Governor 1o make, is paid for by the
petitioner's friends, the Governor will
take no further action. ‘This is not
such an exercise of Maryland justice as
our people have a right to expect of its
chief executive.

“I have, however, complied with the
rule in a qualiticd manner, and send you
a receipted bill for the advertisement on
the ground of charlty from our county
paper (Fug ‘Tives). 1s this such a chari-
ty as the State can aceept? [ hope not.
‘To me it appears a great injustice has
been done, only to be exceeded by re-
quiring the friends of innocent parties
to pay for an act of justice

In his letter Mr. McGuire calls atten-
tion to section 20, article 2, of the con-
stitution, which requires the Governor
to give notice of application for pardon,
ete.

Drowned in the Patusent River.

On Monday evening last, Mr. lgnatius
Dorsey Blunt, one of the best known
and most popular young men in Mont-
gomery county, was accidentally drown-
ed while seining for tish in the'Patuxent
river, at Lee's Mill, Howard county. lle¢
and Mr. Walter Mobley were carry-
ing the net, wading in the stream, and
all of a sudden Mr. Blunt fell and
sank from view. His boay was recover-
ed soon after.

He resided near Goshien and was at
the time of his death, president of the
Mountgomery County Agricultural Soci
ety. Mr. Blunt was about twenty-eight
years of ace, and belonged to one of the
best families in Maryland. e was well
known aumong the younger people of
Howard county and was present at u
ball, given in the New Assembly Room,
here, a couple of weeks since.

Denth of an Octogenarian.

THE HOUSE MAKES A GOOD RECURD
Extravagance of the Billion Dollar Con-
gress Made Heavy Appropriations Nec-
essary,

As compared with the extravagant ap-
propriations of the last Congress, the
past session has been very econemical,
t'(fr, leaving out of consideration the ad-
ditional appropriations made necessary
by the acts of the last Congress, the
totals for this session are about $20,000,-
000 below those of the first session of
the last Congress, and this in spite of
the growth of the government business
in the meantime. The worst feature
about the extravagance of the Reed
Congress is that it has made it unavoid-
able that every Congress that succeeds it
should be a “‘billion dollar Congress,”
until the time arrives when the J)emo-
crats shall control both houses of Cen-
-gress and the presidency, for it enacted
laws requiring appropriations each year
unul- they are repealed, and they will
remain upon the statute-books as long as
the Republican party controls any one
of the three branches concerned in the
making of laws. Even then it will not
be possible to make any very subsantial
reduction in the expenditures of the
government until the time comes when
the pensioners begin to die off more
rapidly. With all that has been written
upon the subject of pension expendi-
tures, it is doubtful if the country fully
appreciates the weight of the fimancial
burden placed upon the treasury at the
behest of the pension attorney in the
enactment by the Republican C 1gressof
the dependent pension law. It has so
increased the total cost of pensions, in-
cluding the administration of the pen-
sion oflice and the cost of distribution,
that out of every five dollars eollected
by the federal govercment from the
people fully two dollars is expended
!n pensions, and thisamount to is £o on
increasing for five or six years yet at
the lowest calculation until, accordibg
to the very conservative estimate of
Senator Gorman, it will reach $200,000,-
000, exclusive of the cost of distribution
while Mr. Dockery, of Missouri, has es-
timated the final total atthe enormous
sum of £225,000,000. With the pension
expenditnres increasing so rapidly angd
!he business of the government expand-
Ing on account of the rapid growth of
the country in wealth and population, it
1s apparent that there can be no very
decided reduction in appropriations, no
matter how economical Consress may
be disposed to be. K

Tariff Rates for One Hundred Years.

A correspondent is informed that the
first tariff law, that of July 4, 1789
levied duties averaging 84 per cent. of
the yalue of the dutiable goods import-
ed. Under the act of 1824 the average
rate of duty on dutiable goods was 37
per cent. The act of 1846 made the
average rate 25 per cent. of the yalue of
dutiable artieles. The effect of this re-
duction of the rate was to increase the
revenue from $26,000,000 to $46,000,000.
The law of 1857 made the average rate
20 per cent.  Between 1861 and 1866 the
duty was put high in order to get reve-
nue (with incidental protection) for war
purposes, and these dutjes being favored
by certain capitalists were retained, in

he main, till 1890, when they were
areatly increased. The average rate of
duty in 1883 was about 45 per cent. The
tarill act of that year increased the
averige rate on dutiable articles to about
471 per ceat. of their value. The act of
1300 raised the averare rate to about GO
per cent. of the value. In other words,
the faurmer if he gets £1.€0 a bushel for
his gruin in Europe and buvs sthere
zoods costing $1.00, will have to pay G0
cents to get the goods into this country.
lle loses G0 cents on the dollar to “pro-
tect” his friend, the manufacturing cap-
italist. from foreign competition.— Balti-
more Sun.

An enterprising Yankee has estab-
lished a hen-house on  the “Mexican
border, so arranged that his hens feed on
the cheap food of Mexico and lIny eggs
m the protected soil of the United
States.
