A Harmonious Gathering, More Like &

tlon. Barnes Compton was nominated
for Congress at Laurel Wednesday by
acclamation. Mr. Compton bad express-
ed previously his unwillingness to, be
again a candidate, but the counties of
the fifth Congressional district would
not take a refusal from him. It wasa
spontaneous tribute to an able and
worthy representative,and Mr. Colnpton
could only submit to the will of his n‘cl-
low citizens as being paramount to his.

Mr. Oscar G. Hayden, of St. ary’s
county, was selected astemporary chair-
man, and Mr. W.E. Linn, of Howard, as
secretary. These oflicers were made per-
manent, and Joseph H.Toomey, of How-
ard, N. C. Darnall, of Prince George's,
J. C. Carpenter,of Charles, R. L. Mec-
Cuen, of seventeenth ward of Baltimore
city, Dr. J. C. Monmonier, of Baltimore
county, J. T. Parran, of Calvert, Thomas
H. Parsoas, of St. Mary’s and Isaac Xut-
well, of Calvert, were elected ice-presi-
dents. While resolutions were being pre-
pared, ex-Senator Peter, of Howard ad-
dressed the convention. Among other
things he said

“There may have been many honest
anti-Cleveland Democrats before the
Chicago convention met, but there is no
such thing as an anti-Cleveland Demo-
crat in Maryland today. There is a spirit
of unrest, s sense of hardship un‘d of
trouble throughout the country. To af-
ford the people the relief they want we
must control the legislutive as well as
the administrative departments of the
government, otherwise we will not be
responsible for the legislation enacted.
With the control of both branches we
will be willing to be held responsible for
everything done. e mean to stum‘l by
every line, word and letter of the Chic-
ago platform, and we intend to hold Ben.
Harrison and 'Outlaw’ Reid to every
letter of the Minneapolis platform.”
Mr. Peter then proceeded to eulogize Mr.
Compton.

Speaking of the several gentlegwn
who had been mentioned for the Con-
gressional nomination in (Em:lphmem—
ary terms, Senator Peter paid a g‘mceml
tribute to his fellow-countyman Senator
John (. Rogers, adding that were Mr.
IRtogers nominated no one would work
more earnestly to elect him than him-
self.

SUICIDE IN HOWARD.

JOSEFH T. WARFIELD FOUND WEL-
TERING IN HIS BLOOD.

His Throat Horribly Gashed With a Case
Kuife-—-The Jugular and Windpipe Sev-
ered—He Dies in a Few Hours—The Lo-
cal News Field.

Joseph T. Warfield, aged forty-niae
years and unmariied, was found between
6 and 7 o’clock Tuesday afternoon on
the porch of his father’s house, near
Cooksville, lloward county, with his
throat cut. lle was lying in a pool of
blood and was unable to articulate. le
died at 1 o’clock Wednesday morning.
The wound had been intlicted but ashort
time before Wartield was discovered.
He was gashed in soveral places in the
neck and his windpipe was severed. lHe
indicated before death that nis injuries
were self-inflicted. A dull case knife
was the instrument used.

His father is Seth H. Warfield. His
dwelling is on the Baltimore and Fred-
erick turnpike, eleven miles west of Elli-
coett City, and was formerly known as
the old Spring‘Tavern. A porchextends
the whole length of the front. One end
of the Luilding is used by Scth H. War-
tield, Jr., a brother of the dead man, as
a store. The other end of the building
is occupied as u dwelling. Both store
and dwellingopen on the porch. It was
on this porch that the horrible discovery
recounted was made.

No cause is assigned for the act other
than meianchely, which has been noted
for 8 long time. It is stated that twenty
years £g0 he narrowly escaped dearh as
the result of hanging by a rope which
had been placed about his neck and fast-
ened at the otherend to a beam in an out
house. The reports rife at that time
were that a love affair had caused des-
pondency and led 1o the occurrance.
Several years ago he inherited property
from an uncle, Mr. Lorenzo Warlield,
who, for many years, had kept a tavern
on the Triadelphia turnpike, near Glen-
elg, Howard county, but, it is said, the
legatee was unfortunate in the handing
of his legacy. For some time his home
has been with his father, who is an aged
and respected citizen. There are a
great many who had for a oonsiderable
period not regarded the injured man as
mentally sound. He had always, how-
ever, been possessed of a well-meaning
disposition.

Dr. J. W. Hebb, who was summoned
as soon as Wartield was discovered and
sewed up the wounds, states that in  ad-
dition to the windpipe, the right jugular
was severed. ‘The several wounds made
were rough and  iagged and this fact
prevented the usual rapidity with which
blood flows from a severed jugular. The
man had made several attempts before
he sneceeded in fatally wounding him-
self. Ile stated in an almost inarticu-
late way that after his first attempt he
sharpened the knife, and it appeared
that stili being unable to cut eleanly with
the edge, drove the point into the side of
his neck thus opening the way for the
fatal wound. 1le seemed to be under

the bhallucination that murderers were
pursuing him. Shortly hefore death

the dying man seemed perfectly rational
and prayed fervently. He died from
shock and exhaustion.

A SON OF HOWARD'S SUCCESS.
The Ladder's Top Round Reached In a
Quarter Century,

A son of Howard county, who has
carved out fame and fortune in the great
metropolis, is Mr. William D. Mackey,
a leading coiffee broker of New York
City. Ieis ason of the late Dr. Alex-
ander L. Mackey, of Hloward county, and
was born on the estate now the home
of Judge Reuben Dorsey, near Oakland

Mills. Ilis mother was Judge Dor-
sey’s sister. Mr. Mackey begag life’s
real struggle as a lad of seventeen

when he went to Baltimore, after having
received the elements of an  academic
education at the Maryland Military In-
stitute near Catonsville.

For a while he  clerked in a grocery
and mastered the details of the business;
next he became connected  with E. C.
Small & Co., the brokers of Exchange
Place, but aftera time went 10 New
York where his experience and talents
won him early recognition and made him
a partner of the firm, Small Bros. & Co.,
coffee brokers. Before the firm went
out of business Mr. Mackey was senior
partner, and after that event was sucees-
sively member of the ftirm of Arnold
Mackey & Co.,, and senior partner of
Mackev&small,which fitm todayisknown
in the leading cities of the United States
and many of Europe,* and stands upon a
solid financial basis.

Mr. Mackey is still the firm’s head and
front and a recognized authority in the
cofTee trade of New York.  He has hard-
ly reached the prime of life being scarce-
ly more than forty years of age. ‘Those
who recollect Mr. Mackey as a boy would
hardly recognize in the tall, well built and
handsome New Yorker of today the
bright Howard county lad of twenty-five
vears ago.

In spite of his extensive business en-
terprises he finds time to indulge a lively
interest in the welfare of a number of
social and commercial organizations and
is a popular member of the Manhattan
and Down Town clubs of New York.

Mr. Mackey married a Miss Shaw, of
St. Mary’s county. HHis iarge and inter-
esting family are now at one of the
Virginia resorts. A sister of Mr. Mackey
is the wife of Charles . Meany the bril-
liant journalist, well-known in  Eastern
newspaper cireles and now on the stafl
of the New York World. A brother Mr.
John Worthington Dorsey Mackey Is a
resident of Brookiyn.
