Besides the engagements nade in his
original programme for the week he
preached in several towns which he had
promised to visit earlier, bnt had been un-
able to do so owing to so u::ich more time
than he expected being tiken up by his
visit to Russia, Whither he weng to attend
fhe distribution of The Christizn Herald
celief cargo. The canceling of these e¢n-
xagements caused acute disappointment
to the citizens, and so far as possible Dr.
Talmage has yielded to their entreaties to
fix a later date.  The audiences last week
at Leeds, Bradford, Sheflicld and Derby
were enormous, and at each place the pop-
ular ovation in the streets was most en-
thusiastic. The sermon selected for pub-
lication this week is from the text, Luke
Xv. 18, “I will arise and go to my father.”

There has been an army defeated not so
much for lack of ammunition as for lack
of bread. It was that fact that took the
fire out of this young man of the text.
Storm and exposure will wear out any
man’s life in time, but hunger makes
quick work. The most awful cry ever
heard on earth is the ery for bread.

A traveler tells us that in Asia Minor
there are trees which bear frait looking
very much like-the long bean of our time.
It is called the carab.  Once in awhile the
peeple reduced to destitution would eat
these carabs, but generally the carabs, the
lwgns spoken of here in the text, were
thrownonly tothe swine and they crunched
them with great avidity. But this young
man of my text could not get even them
withont stealing them. So oue day amid
the swine trouhs he begins to S{zliluquiza
He says, “iiese are no clothes for a rich
man’s sen to wear; this is no kind of

- business for a Jew to be engaged in—feed-
ing swine; I'll go home; I'll go home; 1 will
arise and go to my father.”

1 know there are a great many people
who try to throw a fascination, a romance,
a halo about <in; but notwithstanding all
that Lord Byron and George Sand have said
in regand to it, it is a mean, low, contempt-
ible business, and putting food and fodder
into the troughsof a herd of iniquities that
root and wallow in the soul of man is very
poor-husiness for men aud women intended
to be sons and daughters of the Lord Al-
mixhty. And when this young man re-
solved to go home it svas a very wise thing
for him to do, and the only question is
whether we will follow him.

Satan promises large wages if we will
serve him, but he clothes his victims with
rags and he pinches them with hunger,
and when they start out to do better he
cets after them all the bloodhounds of hell.
Satan comes to us today and he promises
all luxuries, all emoluments if we will
only serve him.  Liar, down with thee to
the pitd “The wages of sin is death.” Oh,
the yeun: inan of the text was wise when
he uttered the resolution, “I will arise and
vo tomy father.”

The resolution of this text was formed
in disgust at his present circaistances,
If this young man had been by his employ-
er set to calturing flowers, or training
viies over an arbor, or keeping account of
the pork market, oroversecing other labor-
ers he would not have thought of going
Laine, If he had had his pockets full of
money, it he Lad been able to say: 1 have
2 thonsandglollars now of my own: what's
the n=e of Jey woing back to my father's
housez Do you think I am going back to
apolegize to the old man?  Why, he would
put me on the limits; he would not have
oing on around the old place such con-
duct as I have been engaged in. I won't
£9 home. There is no reason why I should
2o home. I have plenty of money: pienty
of pleasant surroundings.  Why should |
£o home?”  Ah! it was his pauperism; it
vas his begaary.  He had to go home.

Some man comes and says to me: “Why
do you talk about the ruined siate of the
human soul? Why don’t you speak about
the progressof the Nincteenth century, and
talk of something more exhilarating?” It
i3 for this reason—a man never wants the
Gospel until he realizes he is in a famine
struck state. Suppose I should come to
rou in your home and-you are in good
robust health, and I should begin to talk
about medi¢ines, and about how much bet-
ter this medicine is than that, and some
other medicine than some other medicine,
and talk about this physician and that
physicinn.  After awhile you would get
tired, and you would say, “1 don't want to
hear about medicines. Why do you talk
to me of physicians? 1 never have a doc-
tor.”

Suppose I come into your house and find
you severely sick, and I know the medi-
cines that will enre you, and I know the
physician who is skillful enough to meet
your case. You say: *“Bring on all that
medicine; bring on that physician. I am
terribly sick and I want help.” If 1 came
to you and you feel you are all right in
body sand all right in mind and all right in
toul vou have need of nothing; but sup-
pose I have persuaded you that the leprosy
of sin is upon you, the worst of all sick-
ness, oh, then you say, “Bring me that
baim of the Gospel; bring me that divioe
medicament: bring me Jesus Christ.”

This is the reason, “Except a man.be born
again he cannot see the kingdom of God.”
This is the rcason, “There is one name
given under heaven among men whereby
they may be saved.” ‘fPhen there are a
thousand voices here ready to say, *Well,
I am ready to accept this help of the Gos-
pels 1 wounld like to have this divine cure;
how shall I go to work?”  Let me say that

“Oht”
siys some man, “youi don’t know where I
have been; you don’t know how far 1 have
wiandered; you wouldn't talk that way to
me i you knew all the iniguities 1 have
committed.”  What is that flutter among
the angels of God? It is news, it is news!
Christ has found the lost.

Nor angels ean their joy contuin,
But kindled with new fire;

The sinner lost is found, they sing,
And strike the sounding lyre.

When Napoleon talked of going into
Italy they said: “You can’t get there; if
you knew what the Alps were you
wouldn’t talk about it or think of it; you
can’t get your ammunition wagons over
the Alps.”  Then Napoleon rose in his
stirrups and waving his hand towad the
mountains he said, *“There shall be no
Alps.”  That wonderful pass was laid out
which has been the wonderment of all the
years since—the wonderment of all en-
gineers. And you tell me there are such
mountaing of sin between your soul and
God there is no merey. Then I see Christ
waving his hand toward the mountains,
and 1 hear him s«ay, ‘I will come over the
monntains of thy sin and the hills of thine
iniquity.”” There shall be no Pyrences,
there shall be no Alps.

Again, I notice that this resolution of
the young man of the text was founded in
sorrow at his misbehavior. It was not
mere physical plight. It was grief that he
had so maltreated his father. It §s a sad
thing after a father has done everything
for achild to have that child be ungrateful.

How sharper than a serpent’s tooth it is
To have a thankless child,
SHAKESPEARE AND THE BILLE.

That is Shakespeare. “A foolish son is
the heaviness of his mother.”” That is the
Bible. Well, my friends, have not some of
us been erunel pradigals?  Have we not
maltreated  our Father? And such a
Father! So loving, so kind. If he had
been a stranger, if he had forsaken
us, if he had  flagellated us, if he
had pounded ns and turned us out of
doors on the copnmons, it would not have
been so wonderful—our treatiment of him;
but he is a Father =0 loving, so kind, and
yet. how many of us for our wanderings
have never apologized! We apologize for
wrongs done to our fellows, but some of us
perhaps have committed ten thousand
times ten thousand wrongs against God
and never apologized.

I remark still further that this resolu-
tion of the text was founded in a feeling
of homesickness. I do not know how long
this young man, how many months, how
many years, he had heen away from his
father’s house; but there is something
about the reading of my text that makes
me think he was homesick. Some of you
know what that feeling is. Far away
from home sometimes surrounded by
everything bright and pleasant—plenty of
friends—you have said, *I would give the
world to be home tonight.”” Well, this
young man was homesick for his father's
house. 1 have no doubt when he thought
of his father’s house he said, “Now per-
haps father may not be living.”

We read nothing in this story—this para-
ble founded “on everyday life—we read
nothing about the mother. It says noth-
ing about joing home to her. I think she
was dead. T think she had died of abroken
heart at his wanderings, or perhaps he had
gone into  dissipation from the fact he
conld not remember a loving and sympa-
thetic mother. A man never gets over hav-
ing lcst his mother. Nothing said about
Ler here, but he is homesick for his fa-
ther's honse. He thonght he would just
like to go and walk around the old place,
He thonght he would just like to go and
see i7 thines were as they used to be.

My aunan, after having been off for a
long while, has gone home and knockad at
the door and a stranger has come. It s
the old bomestead, but a stranger comes to
the daor. He tinds out father is gone,
mother is gone and brothers and sisters
all gone, 1 think this young man of the
text said to himself, *Perhaps father may
be dead”  Still he starts to find out.  He
is homesick. Are there any here today
homesick for God, homesick for heaven?

A sailoe, after having been long on the
sea, returned to his father’s house, and his
mother tried to persuade him not to go
away again. She said: “Now, you had
better stay at home; don’t go away; we
don’t want you to go. You will have it a
great deal better here.”  But it made him
angry. The tight hefore he went away
again tosea he heard his mother praying
in the next room and that made him more
angry. lle went far out on the sea, and a
storm cae up, and he was ordered to very
perilous duty, and he ran up the ratlines,
and amid the shrouds of the ship he heard
the voice that he had heard in the next
room.

He tricd towhistle it off, he tried torally
his cournge, but he could not silence that
voice he had heard In the next room, and
there in the storm and the darkness he
said: 0O Lord! whaut a wretch I have
been, what a wretch Iam! Help me just
now, Lord God.” And I thought In this
assemblage today there may be some who
may have the memory of a father's peti-
tion or a mother's prayer pressing might-
ily upon the soul, and that this hour they
may make the same resolution T find inmy
text, saying, I will arise and go tomy
father.”

1 believe the lat-
ter. Go home to your God today. He is
waiting for you. Go home!

But I remark the charucteristie of this
resolution was, it was immediately put
into execution. '

The context says “he arose and came to
his father.” The trouble in nine hundred
and ninety-nine times out of a thousand is
that our resolutions amount to nothing be-
canse we make them forsome distant time.
If I resolve to become a Christian next
year, that amounts to nothing at all. 1f 1
resolve to become a Christian tomorrow,
that wmounts to nothing at all. If 1 re-
solve at the service today to become a
Christian, that amounts to nothing at all.
If 1 resolve after I go home today to yield
my heart to Gad, that amounts to nothing
The only Kind of resolution that
amounts to anything is the resolution that
is immediately pnt into execution.

There is a man who had the @ phoid
fever. He said, “Obh, if 1 could get over
this terrible distress, if this fever should
depart, if I could be restored to health, I
would all the rest of my life serve God.”
The fever departed. e got well enough
to walk arouud the block. He got well
enough to attend to business. He s well
today—as well as ke ever was. Where is
the broken vow? ‘There is a man who saild
long ago: “If 1 could live to the year 1892,
by that time I will have my business mat-
ters all arranged, and I will have time to
attend to religion, and I will be a good,
thorough, consecrated Christian, “The
yvear 1802 has come. January, February,
March, April, May, June, July—fully half
of the year gone. Where §8 your broken
vow?

“Oh,” says some man, “I’ll attend to
that when I can get my character fixed up:
when I can get over my evil habits. 1 an
now given to strong drink,” or, says the
man, “I am given touncleanness,” or, says
the man, “I am given to dishonesty. When
I get over my present habits, then 1’1l be a
thorough Christian.”” My brother, you
will get worse and worse until Christ takes
you in hand, “Not the righteous, sinners
Jesus came to call.”

“Oh,” but you say, I agree with vou on
all that, but I must put it off a little long-
er.” Do you know there were many who
came just as near as you are to the king-
dom of God and never entered it? I was
at East 1lampton, Long Island, and I went
into the cemetery to look around, and in
that cemetery there are twelve graves side
by side—the graves of sailors.  This crew,
some years ago, in a ship, went into the
breakers at Amagansett, about three miles
away. My brother, then preaching at Enst
Hampton, had been at the burial. These
men of the crew came very near being
saved. The people from Amagansett saw
the vessel, and they shot rockets?and they
sent ropes from the shore, and these poor
fellows got into the boat and they pulled
mightily for the shore, but just before they
got to the shore the rope snapped, and
the boat capsized, and they were lost and
their bodies afterward washed upon the
beach.

Oh, what & =olemn day it was—I have
been told of it by 1y brother—when these
twelve men lay at the foot of the pulpit
and he read over them the funeral service,
They came very near shore—within shout-
ing distance of the shore, yet did not ar-
rive on solid land. There are some men
who come almost to the shore of God’s
merey, hut not quite, not quite. To be
only almost saved is to be lost.

THE HOPELESS PRODIGAL.

Griftin, *then if you won’t go home I'll
get yon a respectable position on a respect-
able ship.” *“No, you won't,” said the
prodigal: “no, you won't. 1 am going asa
rommon sailor; that will plazue my father
most, and what will do most. to tantalize
and worry him will please me best.”

THE FRODIGAL RFESTORED.
