Nine Cents a Week of an Increase.
Senator Aldrich, of high “protection™
fame, claims that the McKinley bill, the
yearafte: it was enacted, increased wages
three-fourths of one per cent. He fig-
ured out that wages went up that much;
he could figure out no more. Belter
statisticians than Senator Aldrich show
that theMcKinley bill did not increase
wages at all. But assuming that the Sen-
ator’s claim is fair, what a pitiful show-
ing he makes, in view of the exaggerated
agsertion the high tariff Republicans have
been making »s to the extent to which
McKinleyism has aided the working-
man. An increase of three-tourths of
one per cent. means the immense sum of
nine cents a week, which is less than five
dellars a year. As the McKinley bill in-
creased the cost of living a good deal
more than nine cents a week, itis hard to
see where the wage-earner has heen ben-
efited,. even if Senator Aldrich’s three-
fourths of one per cent. claim was cor-
rect.—York (Pa.) Gazette.
