of Mr. Rogers in 1874  ‘They have tive
children. Mr. Rogers was secretary and
tresurer to the schoolboard of Howard
county from 1878 to 1886,

Iattersly W. ‘Talbott was mayor of-
Rockville when elected Senator from
Montgomery county, and had been con-
nected withthe towngovernment of Rock-
ville for a number of years. He was
also ehairman of the democratic central
committee for Mentgomery county for
ten years, and was a delegate to the
National Democratic Convention at Chi-
cago in 1884 and a democratic president-
ial clector for the sixth district in 188S.
