A GREAT

An Able Presentation of the Democratie
Party’s  stasd the
Will Reduce Taxes and Still Increase
Governmet Revenues,

When the Senate met Monday there
was an unusuatly large attendance on the
Democratic cide of the chamber in an-
ticipation of the launching of the tarifl
bill upon its stormy journey.

the approaching day of a full and perfect
deliverance. i

Sir, I challenge the attention of the
Senate and the country to the great and
commanding fuct that by the provisions
of this hill the sceming paradox of a re-
duction of taxes and at the same time ap
increase of public revenues will he re-
cenciled when it becomes a law,

IFanits and  imperfections can, of

Capitol, and issuing their edicts in the
tones of dictators for or against the
enactment of pending measures in the
halls of Congress.

Absolute free trade in sugar i3 an at-
tractive theme, but no such thing has
ever existed for a single hour sinee the
organization of this Government, A
moderate duty has always been jmposed
on suear, and it has always been a
staunch revenue support to the Govern-
ment.

It is conceded by all parties that the
duty paid on imported sugar goes more
fairly and squarely into the 'P'reasury
than any other duty provided by law,
and it follows, as light follows darkness,
thint tariff taxation can therefore be re-
duced in proportion on other things
which the people have to buy and use.
I'Le McKinley bill, on the contrary, by
pretending to take sugar off the dutiable
list, was intended to reduce the revenues
of the Government, and thus make an
apparent necessity, i frauduient excuse
for higher rates of duty on wooleng, on
iron, on tin plate, on salt, on binding
twine, on cotton ties, and on sll other
articles of prime necessity in agricultural
life.

In securing a sufiicient revenue for the
support of the Government with as light
a tax as possible on the necessaries of
life, I have at all times earnestly favored
an increased tax on whiskv. [ wounld
be glad today if the pending bill pro-
vided for a tax of £1.20 per gallon, in-
stead of £1.10, as it does. Revenues rais-
ed from distilled spirits, the purchase
and consumption of which is never a
necessity of Iife, Is a deep gratitication
to we, and-the fact that $‘2Q.¢)0(_).00(l of
the surplus accruing under this hill will
be furnishied by the tax on whisky is a
genuine joy to my mind. My sincere re-
gret is that more money for the Gov-
ernment was not obtalned from the
same sowmce, and conzequently l:ss from
other sources of a different character.

The proposition contained in the pend-
ing bill to levy 2 tax of 2 per cent. on
all net incomes of corporations and of
individuals in excess of £4000 per an-
num is so just and equitable towmd the
hardworking taxpayers of meagre re-
sources throughout the entire country
that not a word in its defense or explana-
tion would seem necessary here or any-
where else.

On all the wants and necessaries of
life the man of wealth, with a heavy in-
come, pays less rates of tariff tax under
existing laws than the laboring man or
laboring woman whose wearing apparel
is of coaser material, and whose house-
hold living is supplied with cheaper
soods bearing higher rates of duty.

Sir, for no earthly consideration would
I paint an unjust or overwiought picture
of the dangerous pretensions and  intol-
erable arrogance of accumulated wealth
now manifest in this country, bat,
speaking in the fear of my Maker, I
devoutly believe that the limit of endur-
ance has been reached; that the time has
come for a test to be made between the
power of hoarded money and the power
of productive labor; that the people from
this time forward, more than ever be-
fore, will organize and take rapid and
heroic measures against the continued
and brutal dictation of the plutocracy,
against the paramount inlluence of
wealth, against the rule and supremacy
of the rich in shaping the financial policy
of this Government in their own inter-
esls.

How small in number is the income
class in the United States, yet how po-
tent! Ilow few in comparison with the
great body of the people, but little more
than one in a thousand, yat how aggres-
sive and strong! How pretentious, how
presumptious in dictation to the Govern-
ment in regard to all its policies, yet how
unpatriotic in the hour of peril, how
mean in the face of danger to the
country! ‘The income elass, based upon
the principal ownership of the entire
wealth of the country, is meinly the il-
legitiniate  offspring  of Government
paternalism and Government support,
vet neither gratitude norlove of country
Iias ever moved it to respond in aid of
the Government in an hour of emergency
and need. From no other class could
the payment of the whole pension roll he
requived so justly.

Duties on manufactures of wool, their
enormous rates often ohscured and hid-
den by the specific system, have always
constituted the very Gibraltar of high
protection in this country. With this
fortress of greed and gain, dedicated now
to the plunder and spoliation of the peo-
ple, once overthrown the whole system
of tariT protection will receive its death
biow and totter to its early fall. A
mighty advance toward such a result is
made by the bill now before the Senate.
In the Iist of reductions proposed by the
Bill-it is most gratifying to be uble to an-
nounce that the reduction of duties on
woolen wear leads all others, and that
wool itself is transferred to the free list.
The reductions on iron, steel, lead, cop-
per, zine and other metals are placed at
£12.500,000, swhile a reduction of $23,-
500,080 is placed to the credit of the peo-
