AN INTERESTING BESULT OF FIRE.

A curious transformation of a glass
bottie, by fire lately, is onc of the inter-
esting curios in our pessession.

A Water-War ks I'voblem.

I noticed in last
week’s isstue of the Progress an amusing
littie article under the caption of “Smal
Water Tuax.” The Editor is evidently
not familiar with the subject he under-
takes to handle, and the points he
astempts to bring out are too much dis-
connected to elicit discussion. And his
Lhaving, too, introduced his “better-half”
into the subject renders it all the more
fizcumbent not to be incautious ss to
what I should say. 1 will venture, how-
ever, this nuich, that the “poorest citi-
zens,” 23 he terms it, haven’t heen much
enlightened on the water-works guestion
by the item mentioned.

1 sm obliged to the Editar, however, for
the gratuitons information given as to the
exact cost to each family on account
of water rent per annum. I iiave no right
to question the accuracy of the stute-
ment, or to demand the socurce from
which it was ascertained, but it certainly
should be gratifying to =il who have
been so long seeking vainly this desired
knowijedge.

Perhaps the Lditor has not been with
us long enough to appreciate how hard it
is under the present tinaacial stringency
for the “poorest citizens” to pay their
already hieavy taxes and high rents, but
it is uite likely that as he prolongs his
stay, and becomes better acquainted with
these things, he will Le loth to champion
a cause 0 obnoxious and bardensome to
the “poorest citizens” as the conditions
of the Ellicott City water-bond Jaw, if
carried intoeffeet, will necessarily entail.

The following mathematical example,
if properly solved, may serve to throw
further light on the subject: If the “dif-
ference” of rent between a house of little
conveniences with the town pump at the
door and one of greater conveniences is
“21 Giz per month,” what would a still
*hetter house” having still greater con-
veniences, with a town tax of 35 cents
on the £100 and 2 bonded debt of §30,600
running 200 years at 6 per cent interesi,
supplying branch water tarough rusty
iron pipes, cost each of 1,100 residents
perannum?

It may require one well up in hydro-
static ealculation to figure out the above
problem, and uutil it is fully demonstra-
ted, T shiall not feel justified in favoring
an additional burden by way of taxes to
secure what is already conveniently at
hand.

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STORY OF AN EARTHOUAKE,
Iy .J. N. R
Written for THE TIMES.

Oifce during the trip from Zanzibar
to the Comoro Islands our fifend Fair-
weather and Lieutenant Jollytarre were
sitting on the poop deck of the Neptune,
when the conversation turned upon
earthquakes.

“Where do earthquakes mostly occar,
Mr. Joliytarre*” asked ‘Tom. “Well
there are several spots in the world
where the people are generally on the
look out for shocks. All volcanic coun-

tries are subject to earthquakes, and
there are many places far distant from
any active volcances that are visited in
this way at times,

“I'here have been many disastrous
shocks in Europe, for instance, in
Switzerland, Portugal and Italy; in
Japan, the west coast of North and
South America, and in the countries
bordering the Caribbean Seas. We
have them in our own country not only
in Carlifornia, but in the Mississippi
Valley and in New England. They
occur in Iceland and India, and in fact,
I suspect there are few countries wholly
free from them,” he continued after a
puuse. ‘I have never told you of an
experience I once had in an earthoueke

“You have heard yvour father speak of
vessels, called doublenders on account
of them having a rudder at both ends.
Once of them called the Wateree was
wrecked at Ariea, Peru in 1869, and her
remains are still to bhe seen on the beach.
In August of that year there wus a
terrible carthquake, accompained by a
tidal wave on the coast, whaich laid the
town of Arica in ruins, and wrecked
every vessel in port.

“It happened that 1 was on the
Wiateree. 1 never told vou about that did
1”2 “Why, no,” said Tom, drawing
his chair nearer. “Well,” replied Jolly-
tarre, “if you want to hear it I will light
another cigar, and tell you something
about the most fearful night I ever knew.
We had been lying in the road-stead of
Arica for several months. Besides our
ship, there were the United States store
ship Fredonia, the Peruvian corvette
America, and an English bark and two
brigs. We had often felt slight shocks
of earthquakes when on the shore, and
had remsarked upon the apparent timidi-
ty of the natives, who always rusied
frightened and panic stricken to the
open pluzas, lest the buildings should
come tumbling upon them. Latein the
afternoon of August 12, while we were
at dinner on board, we felt the ship
tremble under us and immediately after-
ward word was sent from the deck that
a heavy shock of earthquake had oc-
curred.  We ail went up on the deck,
and there we could sce open spuaces
filled with excited inhabitants, and the
hiils to the southward dotted with
frightencd men and women. A little
range of hills ran back of the town, and
ended abruptly in a cliff several feet high
just at the water's edge.  We were still
talking, when a more severe shock,
shook the ship from stem to stern. We
could see several liouses toppling, and
then with a horrible thud they were seen
to fall in one thick mass. Asthe dust
cloud slowly drifted by, and showed us
Arica once more, the sight was some-
thing that none of us can ever forget.
There was hut one house left standiung.
We looked at each other, and for a mo-
ment were speechless; then realizing that
there must be urgent need of assistance
where so many were undoubtedly injur-
ed, a ‘boat was called away, and our
surgeon dispatched to render what aid
he could.

*Up to this time there appeared to be
no disturbance of the sea; but as we well
knosw that earthquakes of such tremend-
ous power were generally accompained
by tidal waves, we made such prepara-
tions a3 we could to withstand a possilile
rush of sca.

We could not steam for our hoilers
were undergoing extensive repairs, but
we dropped another anchor, veered to a
long scope on both cables, and were
ready to batten down the hatches at a
moment’s warning,

The other vessels appeared tobe doing
the same thing. as those on board felt
as we did that there might be trouble
in store for us that night. Shortly the
ships began to swing as to a changing
tide and the small Loats close in shore
were left high and dry, showed us that
the water wus receding. In a few min-
utes the vessel again swung, the water
qame back, fioated the little boats as it
reached them, and tlowed well up in the
town. I'rom the beach there ran into
the water a long pier, to which many peo-
ple had tlocked to escape from the fall-
ing buildings. When they saw the water
flowing so rapidly, they turned and tled
back to the hills, crying in an agonized
way. ‘The sea, the seal’ You would
have thought that there was a huge pipe
underneath that successively fed and
drained the sea. Gradually, however,
as the water flowed in and out, its
strength increased. It reached farthes
into the town, filling the streets and
then flowing back, left a long stretch of
beech completely uncovered. At last
it receded so far as to leave no water
under one of the brigs, I told you was
anchored there, and the little vessel
quietly fell over on her beam eads, while
her crew scampered on the shore bhefore
the returning sca could overtake them.

“It was now growing dark and we
were called upon o give our whole at-
tention 1o the ship. We paid out all the
cable we had, battened down the hatch.
es and tarpaulins, made our battery, and
every thing about our deck secure as
possible, and then awaited anxiously the
development of the waves. Finally
the waves came and we were swept
high and dry upon the beach. The shore
was strewn with boxes, barrels, bales
and crates. Machiuvery, clothing, pro-
visions, liquors, cigars, every thing that
the stores of civilization supply, were
found there as some one put it, every
thing from: a piano to a tooth-plck
The dead were half covered with
sand that had washed over them. The
living were distractedly seeking their
separated families.  All was misery and
despair. Their  houses  were swept
away, the very traces of the streets wete
wasiied away. There was nothing to
eat, save what the wreckage oa shore
afforded, bat there was food for im-
mediate use—food and wines, and liquors
too, in abundance. For several days
the lowest natives would touch nothing
but champagne. After that was ex-
haugted they turned to the more tiery li-
quids, and the result was riot, and law-
lessness—a state of affairs which ended
only by the arrival of troops from the
town T'acna, forty mfiles in the inter-
for.

“The people of Arica, who the day be-
fore, unconscious of danger, were now
houseless and helpless. Their posess-
fons had heen taken from them; thliey
mourned the loss of friends and relatives.
Among ‘the endless variety of things
found on the heach were large maps of
Bolivia, which fastened to uprights,
were made to serve as walls of paper
hiouses. 'I'o be sure there was no roof,
but some protection was acceptablethem,
even if it did nod and tremble at every
shock of an earthquake. For some time
we had from fifty to sixty shocks a day.
We grew accustomed to them as we
waited anxiously for a man-of-war to
takc us away.

*The earth felt very thin about there,
T'om. 'There were gieat cracks in the
ground, amd occasionally an cmbank-
ment would he shaken down to add to
the varlety of our experience. We had to
bring water from a brook a mile away.
We captured horses and mules to carry
it, and when we were not using them,

“1 can't tell now all the incidents that
occurred during thetwo weeks thal we
remained there. One morning we awoke
to find three of our sguadron anchored
off theport. You may know it was a
welcome  sight.  We  were distributed
umong these vessels and glad to leavethe
scene of such an awful disaster. It was
8 womderful experience, and one that
could hardly be equaled.
