‘Thereare several
survevs between Daltimere and Eliicott
City and several beyond in the di.rectmn
of the point to be reached — Washington.
The surveys between Etlicott City amd
Baltimore have been made with a view
to cconomicaily getting across the Patap-
sto river. The survey below the B. and
0. station here would require nearly a
thousand feet of treztle work, while the
survey between here and Oelln (about
midway) woulld require much less than
half that number of feet. If thelineshould
cross at the latter point it would foltow
Sucker Branch to the open country and
wonld reach and cross the Frederick
turnpike at a point near Pine Orehard.
Afier leaving theretil would vere some-
what to the right to get as near St.
Charles College as pessible, thenve to
Clarksville and Ilighland to Ashton,
Montgomery county.

Fhe Gahle End of the I'reshyterian Churcel:
Goces Down With a Crashi—Narrow
Fseape of Workmen,

A severc disaster happened to the
Presbyterian  Church here Tuesday
morning at about eight o'clock. As has
been stated in Tur Tives enlargement
of the Sunday Sciool has beexn goiung on
by digging in the ground toward the
front foundation. This part ef the wark
was finished and masens were &t work
building a wall against the exposed
earth {which, by the way, was composed
principally of rotten granite) fo better
secure the foundation wall above. They
had partially compieted the work wlhen
a suspiciotis noise was heard nbove and
they left their work to malie an investi-
gztion. Before they got sround the en-
lire front of the building came down
with a crash. 'The workmen, who wete
Wiiliam  Mrian  and Joseph Myers,
masons, Alfred and AlleW iilimns, coiored
laborers, were astonished and gratified,
as, had they remained a moment longer
would have been buried in the debris.
A number of the stone which composed
the wall weigh felly & ton and the
floor nearly hali way to the rear of the
building was crushed and as a matter of

course many of the pews are badiy
wrgcked. "
The disaster will involve a new and

unexpected expense to the congregation
. who of late have been struggling with
the hard times in endeavors to practical-

ly 1econstruct the building, adding
thercto modern and handsome improve-
ments.

It is fortuaate indeed the wall feli
when it did.  Had it come dowan on
Supday last while services were heing
Leld the loss of life would have been
appalling as at least thirty persons sat
within the rauge of the stones whick
fell.
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COXEY AND HIS MIN.

A Part of Iis Army Visit Ellicott City
Enroute—hey Give no Trouble but
Desired to be Fed,

Late Wednesday afternoan last Eilicott
City was invaded by Captain Jones
divison to Coxey’s Army, about forty-
five strong, with Capt. Harry G. Jiinton
in command, Jones being elswhere,
Their coming was anticipated and a good
many of our citizens were en the look-
out for them. They marched directly
throngh the town coming by the way of
the Frederick Pike and temporarily put
up at Quaker 3iil, on the Hilton road.
Their “comnmiszory’ consisted of what
appeared to he the remains of an old
barouche, covered with muslin and gaily
decorated with flags, This was drawn a
la firemen of ollen times, with a long
rope and handles attzched. It cannot
be said they were “argged set on the
contiary the majority wore fairly good
clothes. Capt. Clinton, who scemed to
exercise almost  antecratic  autherity
over the men, mingled freely with the
people and strongly vpheld his peculiar
views., IHe saidit was « part of the dis-
civline of the army to be peaceable aid
act as order-loving American citizens.

In conuncction with the above we
would take the opportunity to say that
the accident to the church has causcd
considerabie anxicty among the congre-
gation as to the possible outcome of
their recent eifosts toward improving
the church building. ‘They had exhaust-
¢d nearly every resource for obtaining
money for the improvenients, but had,
with what was collected and pledeed,
suflicient funds to justify proceeding
with the work. The falling of the wall
has greatly comnlicated the situation, as
an entire new church is now found ad-
visable, mainly for the reason that a new
building will cost very little more than
to repair the old in its present wrecked
condition. Mr. George Archer, architect,
of Baltimore, examined the ruins Wed-
nesday, and advigsed the erection of a
new church.

THE FOISONING CASE.

Rebecen Willlams Remanded to Juil for
Triat at the September Court.

A hearing in the ease of Rebecea Will-
jums, colored, charged with polzoning
her husband, Thomas Williams. on
March 20, was held before Justice 13, 11.
Wallenhorst court house here Tuesday
afternoon. States Attorney Joseph D.
McQuire end Martin . Bmke, counsel
jor the accused, were engaged in the ex.
amination. The woman has been in jail
here since the death of her husband,
pending an analysis of the Jatter's stom-
ach and other internal ergans by Prot.
P.-B. Wilson, of Baltimore, who has had
them in charge since the post mortem
examination,

Willinms died, nas is well-known
throughout the county, at his home, near
Lisbon, under peculiar circumstances,
and his death has been atiributed to the

effects of a dose of “Rough  on
Rats.’administered by the uccused

in a cup of coffce. It was shown in evi-
dence that o package of the poizon was
purchased on the day preceding Will-
jnms’ death by his wife, at the store of
Mr. G. Albert Owings,at Lishoen. 'T'his has
sot been denied by the wonan  Mr.
Owings states that she said the poison
was 10 be used in Lkilling rats. Prof.
Wilson and his son, Dr. . B. Wilson,
Jr., stated that although ounly = partial
anulysis had Dbeen made, a suflicient
quantity of arsenious poison had been
found to kill two or three persons. A
number of residents of the neighborhood
where the alleged voisening oceurred
and members of the jury holdiag the in-
quest over the dead body, gave evidence
in the case. ‘I'he accused vas remanded
to jail for the action of the grand jury.
The accused has live:d all her life in the
neighborhood of Lisbon and is ubout
twenty-five years of age.

THE TARIFF BILL.
THE REAL FIGHT ON WITH
GORMAN LEADING.

MR.

The Maryland Senator’s Indefatiguble,
Unobtrusive and Eftective Work in
Marshaling the Democratic Forces—
Developments of the 'ust Few Days Give
un answer Crashing and Humiliating to
Mr. Gorman’s Critics and Enemles—The
Bill Might Pass In May,

Under the leadership of Senator Gor-
man the real fight for the passage of the
tarill bill through the Senate began in
real earnest Wednesday.

Mr. Gorman’ as the Democratic leader
of the Senate, has been devoting his
time, his energy and his ability to rally-
ing the Democrats for an earnest and
combined movement. While pretended
advocates of tarlif reform have been
criticising and even denouncing Senator
Gorman for allegad indifference, he has
been working indefatigably for the suc-
cess of his party. e has made no
answer to those attecks, trusting to
results to vindicate him.

As the regularly authorized leader of
the majority in the Senate, he has heen
wishing to unite his'party in an aggres-
give forward movement. Ile has held
that the Democrats, without a single ex-
ception, admitted the absolute necessity
of the tariff bill. Ie has pointed out
the duty of Demaocrats in the premises,
that it was incumbent upon them to
pass the bill. e has further maintain-
ed that nothing of material importance
could be achieved without Democratic
unity. Senator Gormen, since the bill
was reported to the Senate, has fully ap-
preciated the importance of prompt and
rapid action. At the same time his com-
mon sense and experience have admon-
ished him that nothing in that direction

could be accomplished without united
Democratie action.

M. GORMAN HAS URGED UNITY.

As far us can liec ascertained Senator
Gorman’s attitude has been that the
Democrats "must pass a tariff bill, and
and that they, as the majority party,
were held 1esponsible for the delay in
bringineg the bill to a final vote. 1lle has
urged the Democrats to combine; to
stand shoulder to shoulder in behall of
prompt action and thus throw the re-
sponsibility for delay upon the Republi-
cans.

As long as the Democrats remained di-
vided and inert it was an easy thing for
the Republicans to postpone action and
thus throw the weight of responsibility
upon the dominant party. Senator Gor-
man, as the party leader, has succeeded
in rallying the Democrats to a concerted
stand in favor of pushing the bill. Se-
cure in this, he issued a call to Demo-
cratic Senators on Tuesday.

THE CALL TO SENATORS.

Senator Gorman’s cail to duty is as
follows:

“United States Seaate, Washington,
D. C., April 24, 1804.—My Dear Senator:
I take the liberty of reminding you that
by a unanimous agreement of the Senate
we will at 1 o’cloek to-morrow (Wednes-
day, beginfthe consideration ofithe reve-
nue hill by paragraphs.

“The members of the committee on
finance, who have immediate chargeof the
measure, intend te push the considera-
tion of the bill ag rapidly as possible.
To enable them to do so it will he
necessary for every Democratic Senator
to be present in the chamber at 1 o’clock
to-morrow, and o remain within eall at
all times during the consideration of the
bill.

“In view of the further fact that we
have only 41 Democratic Senators, it is
absolutely necessary that whenever a
Senator shall be paired o reservation shall
be made of the right to vote whenever
his vote is necessary to make a quorum
of the Senate. We, therefore, request
that you will so inform any Senator
with whom you may be paired.

1t is the further intention, as 1 am in-
formed, of the Senators in charge of the
bill to extend the hours for the con-
sideration of the measure.

“Po speed the consideration and
secure the final passage of the bill it
will require the active co-operation of
every Democratic Senator. Yours, very
respectfully, A P. GorMax,

“Chalirman Democratic Caucus”
WHAT THE CALL MEANS.

This official summons to the Demo-

cratic Senators means an active and
areressive fight from Wednesday.
Senator Gorman’s idean has heen all

along that the Democrats should co-oper-
ate in harmony of purpose topassa tarift
bill; that if any changes or concessions
were necessary they should be determin-
ed upon within the Democratic ranks.

Not even the income tax has served to
abate Senator Gorman’s Democzratic zeal
in belalf of the passage of the tarifl' bill.

This action, the result of Senator Gor-
man’s tactics of leadership, brings the
Democratic Senators together for the
first time since the tariff became a living
issue in that Lody.

WHO WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DELAY.

It is the purpose of the Democrats to
fasten responsibility for delay upon the
lRepublicam’, if there is to be useless de-
ay.

But the situation oifers a-bright pros-
pect of early nction. In the first place,
the fact that the Democrals are standing
together will serve to dismay Senators
Aldrich and Chandler, who are planning
to covertly fillibuster. In the second
place, the pro-silver Republicans of the
West are not willing to join the Eastern
Republicans in a scheme of fillibuster.

WHEN THE BILL WILL PASS,

Senator Blackburn, of the Democratic
steering committee, the members of
which have been heartily sustaining Sen-
ator Gorman in his eiforts to speedily
pass the tariff bill, says the bill will be
passed by the middle of May, even
though the Democrats should be driven
to change the rules to accomplish that.

He says the Democrats are determined
that the Republicans shail no longer
thrust the onus of delay upon the ma-
jority; that the Democrats will o aliead
under the existing rules, insisting that
the tariff bill shall be pressed to rapid
passage; but shouid the Republicans per-
sist in pursuing dilatory tactics a rule
for the curtailment of debate will be
adopted.

PINNING THE REPUBLICANS DOWN.
