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That the people are very much dis-
gatisticd st the present condition of
national affairs no one can deny. ‘That
this dissatisfaction has existed ever since

tariff reform was revived as an issue
seven years &2o, is likewise true.

After the preliminary agitation of the
tariif question had brought the promise
of moderate relief in the Mills bill, the
publie, with characteristic fickleness, re-
Jaxeid its cfforts and the Republicaus
were restored to power. ‘Their first act
was to lash their political and economic
adversaries to impotent fury by the
passage of the Mchinley tariff law.
They likewise enacted laws providing
extravagant appropriations of public
moueys for many years to come. 'These
appropriations were for pensions,
military and naval equipment and pub-
lic improvements. The laws were S0
nmade that repeal for years would be im-
possible, and the annual sums they re-
quired werc¢ intended to bhe of such
magnitude that the tarifl dutics, which
yicld the government’s revenue, could
not be, as they theught, appreciably re-
duced.

Thus far the Republicans were masters
of the situation. 'Fhere was no one to
successfully resist them, for they con-
trolled every branch of government, and
their conspiracy to make & high tarifl a
necessity  indetinitely, was not clearly
appareat to the public then, and is hard-
ly recognized by the masses evell now,
aithough exposed by Senator Gorman
two years ago.

But the Republicans were still not
satisficd. TFlushed by their success in
the particulars named, they thought to
take onc more step, not only to perpetu-
ate their economice idea of a high tariff,
but likewise to perpetuate the rule of
their party by the passage of the Force
}ill. RBlind to their shrewdness in the
one particular, the country was av ruken-
ed to the significance of the bill which
was to put a bayonet behind every baliot
if necessery thus to deposit it for the
Republican party. Enough Senatorial
patriots were mustered to follow Senator
Gorman’s lead to victory in that notable
struggle which alone vindicated the
neeessity in popular government of the
conservatism for which the United
States Senate periodically suffers intol-
erant abuse.

Fhe country was saved from the Force
Bill.  Rut nothing could save it from the
laws which were made to perpetuate
heavy expenditures and a consequent
high tariff. The country is now paving
the penalty of its remissness in 1585 when
it allowed the Republicans to come back
to power. It is uscless to fume and fret.
The feverish haste to be rid of the pests
deviserd by our encmies should not have
been so intermittent in the past. The
Democratic Waterloo of six years ago
sent our party back decidedly more than
six years. What is nceded now is cool,
sober judgment to prevent more mis-
takes which may irreparably harm us.
The firebrand fools who would add to
the lamentable confusion in our party by

fomenting internal dissension, when
harmony is vitally nccessary, should be
thrown from the battlements. Their

guns turned upon their fellow com-
rades are more destructive than those of
the enemy.

A singular feature of the present con-
fusion whercin meany  professing
Demeocrats have ceased to direct their
fire against the enemy and seek only to
destroy their own people, in the
diverse character of the assaults made
upon the Democratic leaders. The Bal-
timore Sun attacks Senator Gorman, the
New York Sun attacks President Cleve-
land and Secretary Carlisle, the Spring-
ficld Republican (Mugwump) scores the
party generally.  So none of the fever-
ish malcontents agree. They all know
that somecthing hurts them, and after
the fashion of tortured animals or suffer-
ing children, they seek to relieve their
feelings on the most readily accessible
object.

It is only unfortunate that the infantile
behavior of the Baltimore Sun bears the
analogy beyond the walis of the party

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SENATORS CALLED THIEVES,

The Baltimore Sun on Saturdav last
varied its Mugwumpian melody from
vicious attacks upon Senator (ierman in
particular to a diatribe against the Sen-
atein general, After hetraying its malev-
olent asininity in its previous braying
against Senntor Gorman, and having
been lnughed at as o very foolish ass in-
deed, The Sun naturally felt sore. The
Senate showed its disposition to trust
Senator urman rather than the coun-
gcllors from whom 'The Sun took its
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cus. Indeed the Scuate and the wd
ministration too gaw flt to call upon
Senator Uortnan to help the parly and
the government out of difliculty, and
I'he Sun’s only way to get even now is
to abuse the entire Senate. It has not
yet seen its way to turn against the ad-
ministration upon which it has been
fawning. .

The Sun’s abuse of the Senate Is as
small as could be expeeted from such a
susillanimous  source. Its dispateh,
published Saturday, is intended to create
prejudice in the rural districts by parad-
ing alleged statistics as to the cost of
maintaining the Senate. Lvery one
knows that it does cost a vast sum to
conduet this great government of nearly
70,000,000 people. ‘Tuke the Executive
Department for instance. 'Fo maintain
the dignity of his place and the standing
of the United States among the nations
of the earth every intelligent person
knows that 350,000 per annum is not
too large a salary for the President, and
it may indeed be questioned that it is
The Sun goes on to show
that each Senator costs the country
£12,000 per annum. Of course where
The Sun has a political score to pay it
:an no longer be considered reliable, but,
if the figure given is correct, we are sur-
prised that it is so small. 1t must be
remembered that this figure represents
not only the Senator’s salary of 5,000
but the cost of colamittee rooms, clerks,
traveling expenses, and all the facilities
requisite for the dispatch of business
as well. If The Sun wanted to maintain
a case against the Senators, it should
have made its figures larger, say twenty
or thirty thousand. Even then it would
appear that the public service is cheaper
than first class service in private busi-
ness. 'T'he general counsel or president
of 2 big privatecorporation, for example,
can always command anywhere from ten
to fifty thousand dollars a year.

'I'be Sun says that our Congress is more
expensive than the parliaments of
foreign countries. DBut then the parlia.
ments of many of these countries are
comparatively unimportant factorsofthe
government, as compared with the royal
branch, the king or czar who may levy
a tribute of millions for his maintenance.
This free government pays no millions
to a king, and may well afford even
better salaries than at present for the
Irest talent that can be induced to enter
our democratic law-making branch of
Government, the great Congress of the
United States. If the government paid
half as well for birains as private busi-
ness enterprises, the public would then
get the benelit of talent which at pres-
ent so frequently declines to sacrifice
the alluring prosperity of private pur-
suits.

For
instance n Washington dispatch of re-
cent date, in the Sun, says:

“It was noticeable that the Democrats,
with the exception of Senator Mills
stood by the committee recommendations
on all votes.
