editorials to Senator CGorman, and by
some occult process of reasoning thus
finds escuse for avoiding the issues
which we have pressed upon it. ‘The
Sun assutacs that suflicient reply to our
strictures upon its contemptible political
course is contained in idle metaphor and
jrrelevant abuse. But gimple recrimina-
tion is not arzument, and the general
facts which we have laid down, together
with specific charges against The Sun, re-
main unimpeached. = We have asserted
nothing which we are not ready to gnb-
stantiate before any competent tribunal
and we are determined that nothing on
our part shall be left undone to bring
the Sun up to the rack. Ifit really has
anything to say, calculated to elicit the
respect of intelligent people, let it con-
fiue its statements to the bhill of particu-
lars already filed by The Tives.

What we have repeatedly stated, and
we challenge denial, is that to Senator
Gorman more than any cther one man is
due the credit of uniting the Democrats
of the Senate upon a Democratic meas-
ure which could be made a law. The
Democratic party was hopelessly divided
on the Wilson bill. Senator Voorhees
stated that the demand for its passage
unamended was a burlesjue on common
sense. T'he administration and even its
authors desired its material modification
and it was the Democrats of the Senate
who depended upon Senator Gorman, the
party leader, as the man of all others
competent and needed to unite the party
strength upon practicable legislation.

'The bill, before amendment,
would have caused a deficit, and if The
Sun affects to know better we are willing
10 cite such high euthorities as Secretary
Carlisle and expertgs who are informed
where The Sun merely conjectures—or
nmisrepresents.

As we challenge the Sun to combat
these general statements thus far made,
we alzo demand that it deny if it can the
counts in the indictment we lay against
it specifically, to wit:

1. It is playing politics in the most of-
fensive sense of the term,

3. It is a malicious and wilful de’rac-
tor, governed at the present time by an
uncontrollable hatred of Senator Gorman
personally, and not by considerations of

Jthe public welfare.

3. It has placed Itself outside the pale
of reputable journalism by coloring
facts in its news columns in order that
the latter might support the misrepre-
sentations of its editorial page.

4. It i3 now giving open aid and sup-
port to the Republizans in Congress, its
clitorinls are 1cad as Republican argu-
ments on the floor of the Senate by such
radical partisans as 1lule, Platt, Gal-
linger and Chandler, and will be used by
the Republicans as campanign documents
at future clections,

6. Tt has openly and in terms advocated
in its columns the destruction of the
Democratic party bezause its factional
vicws have not been accepted by the
party leaders.

6. 1t Is notoriously inconsistent and has
Leen known to change fts views upon a

given subject several times within a few

monthe,

7. 1t has used incomplete and bogus
statistics and been guilty of seditious ut-
terances to inflame citizens against the
government.

It might be added that in addition to
its malevolence The Sun is partly under
the influence of individuals, to be
found among members of its stafl,
who are absurdly ignorant, and thus at
times the paper is made to appear in
ridiculous lights. But ignorance may,
under some circumstances, simply be a
misfortune and not a crime.

We have stated the case against The
Sun only in part. The allegations made
have Lerctofore heen supported in these
columns by evidence and argument
suflicient to convict, but there is addi-
tional testimony overwhelning in its
nature to be adduced on any one count,
and unless ‘Ihe Sun can improve on its
recent fecble efforts, notably that of
Tuesday, it should either plead guilty
or shut up.

Tn a Washington dispatch published
Wednesday the Baltimore Sun again
incidentally and inadvertently lets out a
little of the truth us to the questien
whence comes the obstruction offered to
the tariff biti's passage. The Sun’s dis-
patch says: “Mr. eller{Republican) in his
honest magner spokeof hiow silly and ab-
surd it was to spend two whole days in
discussing a question and then for hoth
sides to vote the same way. As for the
charges of inconsistency against the
Democrats, that was a meie waste 0
time; the people cared nothing about
that, what they wanted was a tarill bill.
In a perfectly gentle and courteous, but
at the same time most effective way lhe
evinced Lis entire disapproval of the ob-
structive tactics pursued by a few Sena-
tors on his the Republican side of the
chamber as he has upon several occa-
sions before. He uttered the plainest
common sense in impressing upon his
political associates that no partisan ad-
vantage could come to them by the cou-
tinuation of their present policy of dis-
cussing the bill from political and not
practical considerations.

MR. GORMAN SPEAKS.

REPUBLICANS ROASTED

Bat No Harsh Words for Thoughtless
Democrats.

THE PARTY UNITED.

THE OPPOSIUION CHALLENGED TO A
VOTE AT ONCE. ‘

Senator Gorman has spoken and his
enemies are in the ditclies of confusion.

On the tloor of the Senate Wednesday
he delivered a speech which has the
whole nation for an audience. 1t is the
most notable of the present Congress
and will go into history. It marks an
epoch in Senator Gorman’s career and
makes him the 1‘residential possibility of
the day.

While the speech is humiliating and
crushing to the personal enemies aund
detractors of Mr. Gorman, yet it contains
no invective or harsh word against
them. 'They are left to Gad, their own
conscience and eventual public condem-
nation. The Republicans were literally
roasted and the responsibility of ob-
struction effectually placed upon them,

Senator Gorman spoke for an hour.
He was pale from recent sickness, but
his manuer was most impressive. The
entire Senate gave him its eager and un-
divided attention. Ilis remarks were
evidently most acceptable to all his party
colleagues, and when he concluded the
Democrats rushed forward to congrat-
ulate their leader.

A most remarkable incident, showing
how Senator Gorman has secured party
unity,occurred immediately upon the con-
clusion of his remarks. To test the
Democratic strength, Senator "Teller,
Republican, made a motion to lay the
tariff bill on the table. 'The motion was
put, only to bring out the Democrats in
solil phalanx, shoulder to shoulder,
voling together.

Following is the full text of Senator
Gorman’'s speech.

The Speecch.

Mu. PresipexTt:  We are nearing the
end.

After twenty years of political prog-
ress, of positive growth,ofconstant devel-
opment, and of universal enlightenment,
the Democratic party and the American
people are within sight of the promised
land. Emancipation is at hand—emanci-
pation from partisan oppression, from
the greed of classes, from extortion,from
willful extravagance, from financial
fantasy, from spoils, from restrictions
upon individual liberty, from jingoism,
from all those evils, in brief, which the
Democratic party inherited as a hateful
legacy from three decades of Republican
maladministration. Years of arduous
labor by unselfish and patriotic men can
not count for nothing. Fruition is as
inevitable as fate. And I repeat: It is
near at hand.

1t is not surprising that the delay in ac-
complishing this great purpose has been
a source of disappointment with the
people. So much more was expected
from the Democratic party than had ever
heen wrung from the Republican party
that time could hardly be conceded for

even that preliminary consideration
which all thoughtful men knew to be es-
sential to satisfactory resuits. neT
EVERY SENATOR IN THIS CHAMBER IS
WELL AWARE AND EVERY CANDID
STUDENT OF POLITICAL HISTORY MUST
ADMIT THAT SUCH DELAY AS WE HAVE

HAD, DEPLORABLE THOUGH IT HAS BEEN
AND IS, WAS IN FACT AS UNAVOIDABLE AS
THAT WHICH WILL BE CAUSED BY THE
PERFUNCTORY CALLING OF THE ROLL AT
e ENpD. It was natural to desire and
and easy to demand prompt Fultillment
of the party’s pledges. DButtherecxisted
in this instance, as have existed in all
such cases since legislation began, con-
ditions which could not be ignored.

No political organfzation ever faced a
more trying situation than that which
confronted the Democratic party upon its
resumption of power after thirty years of
opposition. The millions of American
citizens who participated in the political
revolution of 1892 represented no single
class and stood for no single prejudice.
They were a mighty army comprising
divisions of Democratic veterans, bri-
gndes of independent citizens who had
served their time in the Republican
party, and regiments of young men
actuated by education, reason and
patriotism, The victory achiceved, these
many diverse elements became, not de-
moralized, but disputatious. None
doubted the wisdom of seccuring the
fruits of the triumph, but all could not
agree upon the methods by which they
should be obtained. i}

Dissension bred discouragement. The
very lihcrtf' of thought and action which
had sustained the Demaocratic party
through all these years of distrust and
disaster and drawn within its folds the
conscience and young life of the nation
cast a shadow before the ultimate and
certain triumph of principle and good
government. ‘I'hie bold were impatient
to the verge of rashness. The timid
hesitated. Inablility to make others
think as they thought clouded the judg-
ment of honest minds. Dissatisfuction
with details befogged for the moment
that great common purpose which drew
together an overwhelming majority of
American citizens only a few months
before.

Nor was this all. ‘The Democratic
party came into power simultancously
with the culmination ot a generation of
misrule and public abuses. ‘The people
recognized the evils, repudiated those re-
sponsible for their exfatence, and put
upon us the task of eradication and re.
form. But few, if any, appreciated the
extent of the undertaking. 'Tarlff re-
form, the one great achievement decreed
and necessary, would have heen compas-
atively easy then, But the fruits of Re.
publican policy lind not been reaped,

Delay by Bliver Legisintion,

Heedleas and 1ll-considered financlal

Jeglalation had not produced fts full ef-

fect. Business depression hecame so
general that the whole country seemed
likely to be panic stricken. It was ab-
solutely necessary to subordinate all
other questions to the prompt eradication
of this evil. None of us who were here
at that time will soon forget the memor-
able struggle which followed. Party
lines were broken at the very beginning
of Democratic administiation, but pa-
tience and courage triumphed in the
end, as patience and courage always do.

The most cantious of critics could not
refuse a grudging tribute to the strength
and persistence that overcame obstacles
which seemed to be insurmountable. So
far the action of the party in power was
commended, but the cHadeal teadency
had become irresistible We were not ouly
urged but ordeied peremptorily to *‘re-
form the tariff at once. Why wait? Vote
first  ‘TI'alk afterwards!”

President,I would not deprive our friends
on the other side of their innocent pas-
time. Nobody ean dispute their right to
betray either their shallowness, their in-
consistency, or their hypocrisy. 1f un-
ceasing exhibition of these qualities af-
fords them pleasure, we surely have no
cause for complaint. Knowing, sir, as
we do, that we have a majority pledged
to this measure, we can well aflord, not
merely to contemplate with the utmost
cquanimity their abortive attempts to
disrupt our organization, but even to
throw the mantle of charity over the
willful misrepresentations of rabid par-
tisanship. To whatever satisfaction they
are able to obtain from their present
course they are more than welcome. We
have not yet become convinced that the
people have lost their power of discrimi-
nation between the acts of men who are
carnestly striving to do their duty and
the tricks and subterfuges of those who
are willing to sacrifice the interests cf
the country to the demands of party
prejudice.

‘I'ne people are the judges in this mat_
ter and their decision will be rendered
not upon the constructive, but the com-’
pleted work. We make no attempt and
have no desire to evale a responsibility
rightfully ours. We accept it to the full
and I believe that 1 speak for a Demo-
cratic majomity of this body when 1 say
that not one wiil hesitaie to abide by the
result.

A Fale Hearing Al That is Asked.

All that we ask is such consideration
as ever has been and I trust ever will be
accorded by fair-minded American citi-
zens to those ‘of their representatives
whose incentive is patriotism and whose
purpose is sincere.

We could not rightfully expect to ob-
tain this consideration upon the asser-
tions of our political cnemies. The peo-
ple are entitled to all the facts. For
this reason and for no other 1 shall re-
view briefly the history of the bill upon
which a Democratic majority is now
united. In doing so, I shall speak with
the utmost candor and without reserve
of any kind or fear of contradiction.

Ristory of the Present TarllY B3iil,

In obedience to the obvious wish of the
country, the House of Representatives
passed a tarifl bill early in the session.

puries.  There was no expectation that
this bill would become a law without
change. From tim2 immemorial it has
been the custom in tari!f revision for the
House of Representatives to enunciate
the general policy of the party in power
and for the Senate to perfect the bill
This was done notably in 18¢0, when the
Senate amendments exceeded 300 with-
out exciting the derision of our friends
on the other side, and the authors of the
Wilson bill fully expected and desired
that this course should be pursued in this
instance.

But no sooner did the Finance”"Com-
mittes begin its woik than the cry for
“action” was rencwed with extraordinary
vigor. THIS IMPERFECT BILL WAS UI-
HELD, NOT AS A SUITABLE BASIS FOR
TARIFF REVISION, BUT AS A DEMOCRATIC
PRINCIPLE IN ITSELF.  We were inform-
ed that any change whatsoever would be
set down as “hetrayal of the party’s
promises.” We were told substantially
that there was no room in the Demo-
eratic party for honest difference of
opinion regarding even such purely bus.
iness matters as tariff schedules, that the
unforeseen change in industrial condi-
tions did not merit the slightest consider-
ation, tLat every Senator who showed
the least concern for the interests of his
own State was a traitorto the Union and
his party, that the SENATE ITSELF HAD
CEASED TO BE A COORDINATE BRANCIH OF
THE GOVERNMENT AND AT 1TS SOLL
DUTY WAS TO RATIFY BLINDLY THE DE-
CREES OF THE HOUSE.

It would be idle, Mr. President. to
dwell upon the manifest absurdities of
this outgrowth of petulance. But it can
not be denied that the demand for
prompt action seriously impaired the ef-
ficiency of the Finance Committee’s work
and ultimately beeame so strong that re-
vision was hastily eompleted and the bill
was reported to the Senate.

Tho UGroater Hnste the Less Spead.

I ventured the assertion in the course
of the silver debate that nowhere wasthe
truth of the old adage, *“the greater haste,
the less speed,” better exemplified than
in legislation. 8o it proved then, and so
it was now.

I do not propose to discuss the merits
or demerits of cither the original Wilson
bill or the measure first reported by the
Iinance Committee. It is suflicient to say
that there has never been a moment
when cither could command o majority

’

of the votes in this Chamber. We might
deplore such a condition and others
might and did rail against those ina
mensure 1e¢3ponsible for it.  Bat the fact
remained that we could not pass the bill,
The Party Solid on the Present Bitl

'hat, sir, was the sitnation which we
were obliged to mect, and we have met
it by the introduction of a Democratic
measure of tariff reform, which merits,
and, I believe, will receive evey Demo-
cratic vote in this body, the indorsement
of a Democratic House, the signature of
a Democratic President, and the approval
of the Democratic party.

A Tarint for Revenue,

Our friends on the other side seem
very anxious to learn upon what theory
this bill was constructed. 1 wiil tefl
them. It was constructed upon the Dem-
ocratic theory of a tarlil for revenue,
with such incidental protection us can
be given consistently to the industries of
the country. It follows strictly the
course marked out by President Cleve-
lund in his letter of acceptance in these
words:

Tt reform is still our purpose. Though
we oppoze the theory that tarifl Laws inay be
passed baving for their object the granting of
diseriminut ing and unfair govermacntalaid to
private ventures, we wiage no exterminating
war weainst any American igtevests.  We be-
lievea readjustment can be accomplizhied in
pecordance with the principles we profess
withont disaster or demolitionz. We belieye
that the advantages of Freer raw materials
should be accorded to onr manufaeturers, and
we contemplate a nirand carctuldistribution
of nrees:ary taritt burdens, mther than the
precipitation of free trule,

It is upon this utterance, this platform

of hiz own making, that Mr. Cleveland.

was reclected President and the Demo-
cratic party was intrusted  with fall
power. If there had been the sligitest
apprehension in the public mind of a
radical overturning of our industrial af-
fairs, Mr. Cleveland would not have been
clected and he could not now in honor
attach his signature to a bill which would
have that cifect. If our Republican
friends will examine the bill under con-
sideration with a sincere desire to find
an answer for their question, they will
discover that its provisions conform pre-
cisely with this declaration of Mr. Cleve-
land and that its passage will e as com-
plete a fulfillment of the policy thus en-
unciated as the people desire or would
approve under existing circumstances.

SIBLE THE QUICK REVIVAL OFF RBUSINESS
ACTIVITY SO SADILY NEEDED AND UNIVER-
SALLY DESIRED. IT IS BUSINESSLIKE, BE-
CAUSE IT PROVIDES SUFFICIEN'T REVENUE
TOMEET NECESSARY EXPENDITURES WITH-
OUT FURTHER ISSUE OF BONDS IT IS
PATRIOTIC, BECAUSE WHATEVER OF DIS-
CRIMINATION I'T CONTAINS 1S IN FAVOR OF
AMERICAN CITIZENS. IT IS PRUDENT, BE-
CAUSE IT DOES NOT ATTEMPT TO 1GNORE
FACTS IN BEARING OUT A TilEORY.

I do not ingist, Mr. President, that this
is a perfect measure. 1 do not doubt
that many minor flaws will be found.
But, cir, I do say—and | do not hesitate
to stake whatever reputation 1 may have
for ordinary business sagacity upon the
asssertion—that, in my judgment, it is
the most logical, most fair, most broad,
most timely, and will prove to be the
most advantageous tarifl legislation en-
acted since the Republican party sprang
into existence. -

The People Settled the Tarifl’ Question.

I shall not enter into a discussion of
the relative merits of low and high tarifls,
for the simple reason that the people
have passed upon that question, and our
sole duty is to place their decree upon
the statute books in such shape as best
couserves the interests of the whole coun-
try at this time.

To analyze in all its details the bill,
which we propose to pass, would require
more time than 1 should feel justified in
occupying while resumption of business
throughout the entire country depends
upon the uction of this body. Beyond
the general statement, patent to every-
body whogwill make the compaiison, that
I'T REDUCES DUTIES FrioM 25710 100 rER
CENT ALL ALONG THE LaNE, I shall touch
upon only one phase of the question—
that of the proper relation of vast cor-
porations or combinations of corpor
utions known as trusts to the Govern-
ment.

A Word About Trusts.

We have heard a great deal about trusts
since this debate began. Filieen years
ago we should have heard nothing, for
the very word as uow used was unknown
at that time. Every trust in the country
to-day has been developed by the Repub-
lican policy of trade restriction and ex-
cessive protection.  ‘I'ke  Democratic
party has never failed to oppose coucen-
tration of power either of rovernment or
of capital. It opposes it to-day and will
continue to oppose it so long as Demo-
cratic leaders remain true to the faith of
JetTerson and Jackson. Had the Demo-
cratic party acquired control when
Samuel J. Tilden was elected President
this problem never would have arisen.
The trust is only one of many of the
legacies of the Republican party, of
which we are the unwilling recipients.
The situation was created, not by onr-
selves, but by those very political enemies
who now cry out ostensibly against but
really to save their own ofT=pring.

The assertion that any trust or trusts
have dictated any part of any schedule
of this bill I pronounce unqualitiedly
falsc. ‘I'hey have receiveil the same at-
tention, although not as much considera-
tion, as individuals engaged in the busi-
ness of manufacture—no more and no
less. We felt the necessity of dealing all
such combinations a deathblow, hut we
found them so hedged about by the
bounty and other devices of Republican
statesmen that it was possible enly to
curiail their privileges to the farthest
limit consistent with the rights of others
intimately concerned but not respon-
sible.

This we have done. We have reduced
the duty on lead 50 per cent, on steel
rails 46 per cent, and on refined sugar 75
per cent, SMORE TIHAN ON THE PRODUCT
OF ANY OTHER TRUST OR ON ANY OTHER
ARTICLE.

Ve kave gone quite as far as we can
g0, in a word, without seriously impair-
ing the Government’s sources of neces-
sary revenue. .

The Facts us to Sugar.

Much has been said in crlticism of our
action in imposing any duty whatever
on sugar. Now, what are the facts?
lere, in the first place, is a great State
whose suceess and prosperity are wholly
dependent upon this one industry. The
Republican party gave it aid in the form
of bounties for the express purpose of
putting a block in the way of tarill re-
form. 'T'he Democratic party and the
American people are unalterably oppos-
ed to this form of paternalism, and {ts
climination was a primary duty.

But let me ask any (nir-minded man if
it would be just to the people of Louis-
jana to take from them every shred of
the advantage foisted upon them against
thefr will by the Republican party fora
political purpose, to deprive them in
fact of their very means of livelihood and
give them nothing in returny 1 could
hardly credit the evidence of my sgenses
when the distinguished Senator from
fown, from whom the country has reas-
on to expect hetter things, said that lo
ghould vote to make this wanton attack
upon one of our greatest industrles, 1
can scarcely believe now that when the
time comes he will consider such action
consistent with his scnse of justice and
right.

Louisiana stands to-day on the same
plane with Pennsylvanin, New York, and
Now Jersoy, one of the same union of

i
States and entitled to the same considera-
tion. But if th:ire were no such industry
or even State in existence, the wonder-
ful development of beet-sugar produc-
tion in Nebraska and  Calitornia fuby
warrants the incidental protection which
will be afforded hy this revenue duty.
'hat, sir, s the reason why we have
placed an ad valorem daty of 40 per cent
upon all sugars, and I can not and will
not believe that the generous-minded
people of the East, who themselves nave
profited from such measures so long and
so greatly, will disapprove our action.
Littlo Lenetit to Retiners,

The refiners, whether in or out of a
trust, derive no benefit whatever from
this 49 per e:nt daty upon the raw
material. The sum total of ull they re-
ceive is one-¢ighth of a cent per pound,
equiva'ent to only 4 per cent ad valorem
and a veduction, a3 1 have already stared,
of 73 per cent in the pbrotection afforded
by the present law. It has been urged
that, even though a portion of their pre-
sent advantage be retained for the plan-
ters, thiz percentage in favor of the re-
finers should be wholly elininated.
The reason given is, not that there
should be no increase in dutfes on manu-
factured products over the duties on the
raw materials, for that has become an
eatablished policy of the United BStates
Government irrespective of party, but
that those engaged in the rvefining in-
dustry have effected a  combinaiion
which makes exorbitant profits. ‘T'hat it
has profited unduly under the present
Republican law there can be no doubt.
Whether it can continue to do so under
the greatly reduced rates of this bill is a
question. In any cevent, those who have
siven the subject most careful atten-
tion are convinced that this is as far as
v¢ cun go at this time without endan-
gering the industry itself in direct de-
fiance of the general policy enunciated
by Mr. Cleveland.

Loyal to His Duty.

DBelieving that to be case I, for one—
and [ am confident that a majority of
my colleagues take the sume possition—
do not propose to be turned from my
line of duty by criticism based partially,
without doubt, upon malice, but chiefly.
I am pleased to hope, upon ignorance.
Nor, if I can prevent it, shall Republican
Senntors sacceed in their obvious endeav-
or to defeat tariil reform by singling out
this one industry for attack and taking
advantage of that which they falsely as-
sume {o be the credulity of the public
mind.

The same rule applies and has guided
us in plecing a duty upon such agricul-
tural implements, petroleum, ete., as are
imported from countries which tax
those products of our own. This is
neither a Democratic nor a Republican
policy. It is national. The Demo-
cratic party has always 1ecognized the
veneral wisdom, even nccessity, of dis-
criminating against those who discrimin-
ate azainst us, and the Republicans even
went so tfar as to make this principle
the basis of their reciprocity experi-
ments.

The articles referred to are admitted
frce of duty from all countries except
those which refuse to our producers and
manufacturers equal privileges, To
ignore the manifest discrimination
against us of the few remaining would
serve only to confer a bhenefit upon
other nations because of dissensions
among and at the expense of ourselves.
‘The first principle of American govern-
ment should be unity of action in deal-
ing with other powers, and we can not
maintain this principle if we permit in-
ternal differences to foster external im-
position.

The Income Tax.

So much for the general policy which
has been observed in the placing of cus-
toms dutics. In the matter of internal
revenue, I may say that personally 1 am
in full accord with the sentiments so
ably and eloquently expressed by the
Senators from New York and New Jer-
sey regarding the income tax. Like
them I consider that it served its pur-
pose as a war tax and has no fitting
place in our fizcal system in a time of
peace. I could not, I say frankly, vote
conscientiously ur consistently with my
judgment and convictions to make this
method of taxation a part of our settled
policy. But, much as I deplore the
fastening of an income tax inany form
upon our tariff bill, I can not ignore the
fact that alarge majority of my Demo-
cratic collegues  honestly differ from
myself in this matter, and are so conti-
dent of the soundness of their position
tnat they are willing to subject it to the
test of a few vears, thus enabling the
people tosee its actual working and
then pass upon it directly.

In these circumstances, and in view of
the necessity of obtaining additional
revenue from some source if we would
reduce customs taxation. without dis-
avowing the frightful financial obliga-
tions heaped up by Republican legis-
lation or further increasing the debt of
the Government,l cannot, as a Demo-
crat, bound in honor to let no ordinary
prejudice or difference in opinion pre-
vent the passage of a tarill measure,
refuse to vote for this amendment,
simply and solely, however, as an
emergency tax.

Republican Hostility.

It is true that this measure is not satis-
factory to our friends an the other side.
We did not expect that it woula he. 1
may, indeed, confess that it was not
drawn with that object in view. In-
asmuch, however, as we do not profess
to have a monopoly of economic wisdom,
we have listened attentively to the ob-
jections they lhave raised and the
criticisms they have made, Loping tc
profit by any unselfish suggestions which
mizht by chance cscape from their stores
of knowledge. 1 can only express regret
that we have listened in vain. It is un-
necessary even to answer their assertions,
for the simple reason that they contra-
dict, refute, and confound each other to
a degree which I have never seen before
in a serious debate upon a great question.
We are told in one breath that this is a
free-trade measure, that it means ruin to
our industries,starvation to our work-
ingmen, and disa:ter to the country.
But Lefore our minds are uble to grasp
the full force of this direful prediction,
we are informed with a smirk of appar-
ent satisfaction that we have sold out
our party and indorsed McKinleyism,
protection for protection’s sake, and ail
the attendant evils which the people
pronounced against at the last national
election, ’

We are rebuked in onec moment for
not fulfilling what they are pleased to
consider Democratic pledges and we are
watned in the next that the people have
reconsidercd their determination and
now through local elections order a halt.
We hear a bill imposing a duty of one-
eighth of a cent per pound on refined
sugar designated as a “Sugar Trust
I'arifl” by the very Senator who voted
to impose a duty four times us great
upon the same article only four years
ago. We arecalled traitorsto the Con.
stitution and pronounced guilty of per-
jury by a Senator whose vote placed
Rutherford 1. Hayes in the Presidential
chalr.

It is plain that our Republican friends
do not like this bill. But why? One,
beeause it will ruin our industries.
Another, because it protects them. A
third, because it is not what the people
demanded two years ago. A fourth be-
cause the people have changed their
minds.

During my service in this Chamber, Mr.
President, I have seen many examples of
inconsistency, some of demagogy, n few
of hypocrisy, but I have never seen and
hope never again to see so many of all
combined injeoted into a single debate ag
have been crowded into this.

The Reason Is Plaln,

‘I'he reason to my mind is plain. Our
friends on the other side know only too
well that the bill wh'ch we propose (o
pass will nefther contirm their doleful
{)rmllclimm of disaster and ruin nor
iring  discredit npon the Democratic
party. Itis perhaps to be regretted on
their account that we find ourselves un-
willing to accept thelr guidance in un-
dofng, ns fur as possible, the cvil they
have done.” But I am not aware that the
gcoplo have delegated to Republican

enntors the duty of defining the Demo- !

cratic policy. Nor, in
lamentable “consequence of such an
altempt on their own account in the
Fifty-tirst Congress, can 1 perceive any
goud reason why they should blame us
100 harshly for ot now uaccepting their
inter prewtion  of either political plat-
formng or ciirrent eveunts.

Our frlends seem to take particular
delight in dwelling at length upon the
declarations of the latest Democratic
Nutional Conventlon. They scem unable
to comprehend that their dizcourses
upon the subject, while {nteresting,
doubtless, to themselves and possibly to
their more partisan constituents, are
without the slightest importance. 'I'he
question of what constitutes fulfillment
of pledges lies wholly between the Dem-
ocratic party and the American people,
and if the Senators on the other side
think for a moment they can mislead the
one or deceive the other, they will soon
find that they have succeeded only inun-
derrating the intelligence of both,

‘I'heir own position, except as it relates
to unnecessary delay, is of so little con-
sequence that it bardly werits attention.
But if comparisons are songht they may
be had. Where do Tiey stand?  What
do they want? What do they advise?

They insist, first, that we are pleidged
to enact a free-trade measture.

They declare, second, that such a
measure would bring disaster upon the
country.

‘I'hey demand, third, that this Le done.

Why? Because disaster to the country
would mean defeat of the Democratic
party at the next election, and they, who
have heen tried, found guilty, and sen-
tenced to oblivion would have another
chance. On their own statements they are
ready and willing, even eager, to sacritice
their country to savetheir party. ‘I'hese
are the unseitish patriots who arraign us
for not accomplishing in April what they
failed to do till September. These are
the men who talk to us of breach of
trust, betrayal, and perjury. Condemn-
ation, sir, from such a source is the
highest praise. We can nccept it as
such without the slightest apprehension
that the people will ecrr in their
judgment.

I think, Mr. President, T have spoken
with sufticient candor to satisfy the most
exacting. I have acknowledged without
hesitation our responsibility for the
delny occasioned by circumstances be-
yond our control in the construction of
a satisfactory revenue measure. I have
frankly admitted, if not the justice of, at
least an excuse for, the criticism of our
::rl-cnds in the unscttled condition of af-
airs.

view of Lhe

Ready to Vote Now.

But all that is of the past. Here
responsibility ends. The blame for
further delay in the settlement of
question must rest upon the other side
of this Chamber. We are ready for a
final vote to-day—now, at once. lLivery
Liour oceupied by uscless debate from
this moment must he chargedup to the
Republican party. If the representatives
of that party are sincere in their expres-
sions of belief that areturn of prosperity
can’only be achieved by the definite ac-
tion of Congress, the remedy isin their
own hands. If they are honest in their
expressions of confidence that the pas-
sage of this bill willdrive the Democratic
parly out of power, their oppartunity is
here and now. We are more than wiil-
ing to let the country judge between the
revenue measure which we shall pass
and the existing protection law.

After the indications we have seen of
the Repullican policy, I suppose it
would be useless to appeal to Republi-
can Senators to sink their partisanship
in a united effort to start the wheels of
industry and trade and confer a genuine
blessing upon the whole people. Bat,
sir, if they think for a moment that any
course they may see tit to adopt will
serve 10 defeat this bill, I say to them
plainly and with full knowledge of the
facts that their belief isan hullucination.
The votes upon amendments already
taken prove conclusively that partizan
discussion is only a waste of time.

Democrats, Stand Firm!?

To my friends on this side of the
chamber [ say, in conclusion, that we
nave only to stand firm. There has
never yet been a time in the history of
this Senate when a clear majority was
unable to enact a law. Manifest ob-
struction, however concealed by a pre-
tense of legitimate debate, can not pre-
vail againgt a determined effort to ac-
complish a purpose absolutely essential
to the prospetity of the country and ap-
proved by a vast majority of American
citizens.

There nced be no fear of the result.
The people will soon understand, if they
do not now fully comprehend, the true
situation.

The line that marks the difference in
party policies is no less distinct than
when the people made sheir choice in
1892. The Republican party still stunds
for excessive taxation, for class privi-
leges, for intimidation at the polls, for
extravagance, for restiiction of personal
liberty, for that misrule of every kind of
which the country has reaped the bitter
fruits in the past year.

‘I'he Democratic party is still the party
of the people, of enlightenment, of con-
science, of reason, of individual liberty,
of progress—liberal always, radical
when occasion requires, hut conservative
