HE TAKES EXCEPITIONS TO MR, G. S.

GRIFFITEI'S CRITICISMS.

Moward County 1s Not Behifit Other Coun-
ties Morzlly or Educatiomaily —Statistics
from the ltecords of State Institutions—
The Local News Field.

Ebrrons or THE ELntcort Crry Tises:

My attention has been called o a re-
cent publication which appears over the
name of Mr. G. 8. Griflith, president of
the Maryland Drisoners’ Aid Society,
which is so unjust to Howard county s
to demand that notice should be taken of
it. ‘This gentleman, refers to  the
great number of commitments to our jail
rince Junuary 1, 1894, “I'wenty-three of
these, however, were tramps,’” as he was
informed. He then goes on to say that “it
is surprising that this small county of
16,269 inhabitunts” he tinds in examining
the statistics in the report of the Maryland
Penitentinry for the last tiscal year, “has
34 prisoners from Howard county,
while Baltimore county has only 28 con-
viets,with 733,000 inhabitants.” Also, **that
eightcounties in the Btate,” nxuuipglhcm,
“had only in all one more convier than
tle then asks, “would it not
be well for the ofiicials of Howard county
to inquire into the cause?”’ and asks if
there is not need of moral and educa-
tional forces.

As one of the ofiicials of the county
and the one who is better informed on
the subject thun any other, 1 have care-
fully inquired intv the factg of the
amount of “crime” in the county, as well
as into the “cause,” as Mr. Griflith sug-
gests. I regret to have it to say publicly
to the President of the Prisoners’ Aid
Society that my investigations into this
subject prove conclusively that his state-
ment concerning the number of prison-
ers from Howard county in the Peniten-
tinry is as mislending and inaccurate as
his censure of the morality of our county
is uncalled for.

I'nat we have great numbers of tramps
passing through the county is unfortu-
nately true, but it must be remembered
tbat the Frederick turnpike, the Wash-
ington- turnpike and the Washington
Branch of the Baltimote and Ohio Rail-
road and its main stem run the whole
length of our county, and as a conse-
quence all tramps visiting either Balti-
more or Washington go’ through the
courty, and many are arrested.  An in-

vestigation, however, develops the fact
that since January 1, 84, only 22 com-
mitments for crime have been made to
the county jail. That on Mav the 24th
the Penitentiary records showed thatonly
seven citizens of Howaid county are
there imprisoned instead of 34. That in
the Maryland Iouse of Correction there
are only five prisoners from Howard
county, whereas one of the counties with
which Howard was compared has twelve
and another five, the same number which
Howard has. These statistics taken
from the prison records are proof that
Howard county is as free from crime as
any county in the State.

Table No. 9 of the last annual report
of the president and directors of the
Maryland DPenitentiary, “showing the
county or coutt from which the prison-
ers were sent,’” does show that 34 were
sent from Howard county, but surely no
one should know better than the Presi-
dent ot the Prisoners’ Aid Society that
this is not evidence of crime properly
churgeabie against Howard county and
for which we should be read a lecture on
the needed imnprovement of our morals.
It criminals tried in Howard are con-
victed and sent to the Peaitentiary in-
stead of to jail or the House of Correction
this should be considered rather to our
credit thaa otherwise.

Of the 80 prisoners in the Penitentiary
May 24th,seven were residents of Howard
county, cleven were residents of BDalti
more City, five were residents of Wash-
ington City, three were residents of other
States and four were residents of other
counties.

I'wo of these thirty were cases removed
from Baltimore_City, and only tried in
our county.

Eight others were tried and convicted
for offenses committed on the railroad,
and since their conviction depredations
have stopped. These prisonersali belong-
ed to Daltimore City.

Three other offenders were house
breakers belonging to Daltimore City,
since whose conviction there have been
no more such offenses in the county.

One other case, wus that of a prisoner
just discharged frem the penitentiary,
wvho committed a crime in the county
and was arrested the same day.

Therefore, I do not hesitate to answer
the gentleman's question by saying that
the “moral and educational forces™ are
not nceded as suggested, but that when
criminals from Baltimore City, Washing-
ton City orelsewhere commit crime in
Howard county, they will have to sub-
mit to the *moral and educational forces”
of our prisons, even zhould we have in
consequence to be charged with them by
the Uresident of the Prisoners’ Aid
Society.

The
present law provides that “trom and after the
tirst day of July, 1894, no person shall pruetice
medicine or surgery in the State of Maryland,
unless he or she shall be duly registered as o
physician or surgeon, in accordance with the
provisions of this Act,” and further that
“every person who was practicing medicine
in the State of Maryland, on or before the
tirst day of June, 1892, shall be entitled to be
registered as physieian or surgeon, or both,
uponapplicatton to the clerk ot the Circuit
Court ot the county in which he or she may
reside or to the Clerk of the Circunit Court of
RBaltimore City, if the applicant shall reside in
RBaltitnore City, and such application shall be
in writing, signed by the applicant, who shall
state, under oath, that he or she was in fact
a practitioner of medicine or surgery, i the
State of Maryland, on or before the first day
of June, 1592,

**Any person who after the first day of July,
1594, shallfprictice or attempt to practice
imedicine or surgery in the State without
heing registered in accorlance with the pro-
visions of this Act. shall be guilty of a mis-
demeanor and shall be fined not less than ten
dollars nor more than two hundred dollars for
cach offense.
