Wilson, it
is claimed, after serving senteuce for
offenses of a like character, is again the
leader of a band of these desperadoes,
and the ofticers of the road feel, they
say, much relieved at his eapture.

Gray's Station is a secluded locality,
and its surroundings afford a convenient
hiding place for squads of tramps and
pilferers that travel the road in quest of
plunder, and whben the trains stop to
take on water they are given an easy
chance to leave or board them for other
points,

The perpetration recently of a num-
ber of illegal acts along the road caused
the oflicers to keep a sharp eye on Wil-
son, who they say has given them a
great deal of trouble, and that it bas 1e-
quired ail their detective strategy to
follow him. I1lis history is somewhat
eventful. When a boy in Baltimore he
was sent to the Maryland Hceuse of Re-
fuge, and it is said he gave the au-
thorities of that institution more tronble
than any other boy that was ever there
by his frequent escapes and leadership
in various other insubordinate acts. He
took up burglary after serving his time
at that institution and has become quite
noted for some of his transactions. e
was the head of the gang who were fen-
tenced to the penitentiary for robbing
the store of Octavius Devries, at Henry-
ton, Carroll county, ten years ago. lHe,
however, made his escape but was some-
time afterwards located in the Moyamen-
sing prison Philadelphia, where he was
serving a term for pocket picking, under
an assumed name. Ile was afterwards
brought to Maryland under a requisition
and tried for the robbing at Ienryton,
and gentenced to six years in the Mary-
land Penitentiary. “There are several
charszes against him 1o be investigated
at a future hearing, for which he was
keld Thursday by Justice B. {f. Wallen-
hotst.  Baley, the other prisoner, is sup-
posed to have escaped  from the lHouse
of Refuye.

The Preshyterian Church,

In tearing down the old Presbyterian
church here this week the corner stone
was reached revealing some of the relics
deposited nearly fifty years ago. What
remained was a tin box containing a
quarter of a dollar, dated 1830, and a
dime and a half dime, dated 1810. The
three coins will be deposited in the new
corner stone which will be laid, it is ex-
pected, early in September. It is thought
the church will be ready for worship in
December. 'The congregation on Sunday
lust decided to invite the Masonic order
to petform the ceremony of leying the
the corner stene.

The new editice will be Gothic in style
and will be built of granite using the
stone of the old building as far as it will
ro. The main auditorium will be 82 by
5S feet to be connected with sliding
doors with the Sunday School room
which will form zn octagonal wing.
When thrown intoone there will be seat-

ing capacity for about 300 people. 'The
tower will be granite part way up

and end with a slate spire rising to a
height of 100 feet.  The roof will also be
of slate. 'The interior will be finished
with oiled white pine, with a ribbed
plaster ceiling.  There will probably be
geversl memorial windows. The entire
cost of the church will be about 35,009

The upper and middle scctions of
IHoward county were vizited by a severe
thunder shower Tuesduy evening.

SPARROWS ON A SPPREE.

Mr. Flyan Tries a New Method of Getting
Rid ot the Pest.

Mr. Patrick Flynn, a well-known
broom manufacturer, residing near Mar-
riottsville, this county, vouches for a
ratlier novel way of getting rid of the
destructive English sparrows.  which
had been accustomed to devour his
broom cora seed, and destroy his patch-
es of barley, which grow so luxurian-

tly on his farm along the Patapsco bot-
toms. IHe had been informed that the
pests had a strong propensily for alco-
holic tastes, so he procured a gallon of
whiskey, in which he soaked a peck of
wheat. He scattered the wheat about
in the field where the birds were in the
habit of feeding, and soon hundreds of
them were engerly feasting onthe flavor-
ed fcod. In a short time the sparrows
began to show signs of hilarity by jump-
ing and fighting, and in a few minutes
scotes had tumbled over on the ground
in a drunkn stupor. Mr. Flynn says
that he and a neighbor picked up over a
i:undred birds, and took home a number
suflicient to make pot-pie for dinner.
While some of the birds would recover,
if undisturbed, most of them would be
killed outright from the effeets of the
strong liguid. He did not, however, al-
low mary of them the chance of regain-
ing consciousuess.
