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SMALL BULLET WOUNDS.

The Deadly Efféets of Modern Projectiles
Upon the Human Body.

The celebrated English surgeon, Pro-
fessor Victor Horsley, read a very in-
teresting paper before the Royal insti-
tution on the effect of modern smull
projectiles. In the course of his remarks
ho said: *“‘Some .peaple scem to think
that a small bullet at a very high speed
will pierce the tissues of the body with-
out doing much general damage. This,
however, is crroneous. ‘I'he bullet hur-
ries forward with it particles of tho
substance through which it is passing,
and thus practically becomes a larger
projectile. 1f a bullet be fired through
a book, it cuts out disks of increasing
dianmeter as it traverses the pages.
Hence, too, it is plain that the greater
the sectional area the greater the dam-
age. As to the heating of the bullet, it
has certainly been much exaggerated,
and its effects, if indeed it has any,
may bo safely neglected.

“I'he physical constitution of a body
has a most important bearing upon tho
behavior of a bullet entering it.  Why
dloes o bullet of certain size and travel-
ing at a certain rate simply perforate
some substances, such as wood or iron,
while in others, such as clay, brain,
ete., it exercises n bursting and disrup-
tive action? The answer is quite sim-
ple; the destructive effects vary direct-
Iy as the viscosity of the body.

“This wasestablished by some remark-
able researches on the effects of bullets
on soft tissues made by Huguier aftg
he had observed tho wesults of the
wounds iw3icted in the fighting in Paris
in L o suggested, from observa-

oS made on certain dead organs, such
as lungs, that the reason of the great
Iateral disturbance was that thoe tissues
contained water in large quantity, and
that the cuergy of the moving projee-
tile being imparted to the particles of
waler caused the dispersion of these in
a hydro-dynamic fashion.

“This suggestion was shown to e cor-
rect by Kocher in 1874-6.  1f a shot be
fired through two tin canisbers of equal
size, the onc full of dry lint and the
other of wet, it will simply perforate
the former, but cause the latter to burst
explosively. In the same way shots fired
into dough have more or less disruptive
effect, according to the percentage of
water in the dough, and in general the
more fluid the substance the greater the
Qdestruction.

“*Now, in life the brain is a more or
less fluid body, though in astate of rigor
mortis it is practically a solid, owing
to coagulation of the blood and proto-
plasm. Hence a shot fired into the
skull must have a disruptive effect and
tend to burst it.”’

The Rough Rark of Trees.

The practical cultivator understands
that nature makes provision for getting
rid of the burk of trees as the trunk in-
creases in size.  On the growth of the
past season may be seen small olive
spots. These are formations of cork.
From year to year, in subsequent devel-
opment, these little patches spread, real-
ly eating their way through the bark.
This is the provision which nature
makes for finally rifting the bark in
each species of plant. These cork cells
have their own special lines of develop-
ment, and this is the reason why each
kind of tree has its own particular bark.
The characteristics are so prominent
that clever observers can select different
kinds of trees by their bark even at
midnight. As it is the evident inten-
tion of nature to get rid of old bark, it
is a great help te the tree to assist na-
ture in this respect, and any washes or
treatment which aids the plant in get-
ting rid of it is a practical advantage.
Soapy water washes or lye water is use-
ful, and even scraping has been found
of great advantage. In a rough sort of
way, lime wash is frequently used, the
only objection being the white and glar-
ing color. It is, however, the cheapest
and the best of all bark treatment.—
Mechan’s Monthly.

All In One Breath,

The Rev. Andrew Jackson Potter, the
gentleman who arose from behind a pul-
pit in Uvalde, Tex., several years ago,
with two big six shooters in his hands,
and informed the audicnce, mostly com-
posed of the toughest of toughs, who
had been in the habit of running every
minister of the gospel who came there
out of town with rotten eggs, or escort-
ing him out to the suburbs on a three
cornered pole, that if there was any flop
