needed revenue to further enrich cer-
tain New York and Boston capitalists,
who own inexhaustible coal mines in
Nova Scotia.

When, therefore, it is recognized that
the Wilson bill had already repelled more
than a score of true Democrats in the

Corn Higher Than Wheat.

In Chicago last week September corn
advanced 4% cents to 492 cents per bus-
hel, and Monday advanced ncariy 4 cents
more. In New York the price of Sep-
tember corn at the close ot business
Saturday was 541 cents; Monday 58
cents. Unfaverable crep reports stam-
peded the “shorts,” with the result that
September corn was 3 cent higher than
September wheat. Cash No. 2 comn
Monday in New York sold - cents high-
er than Ne. 2 red wheat., This aiters the
old state of affairs, when a bushel of
wheat was held to be worth two busbel
corn. Tuezday corn jumped to a still
higher figure and wheat and oats began
to advance in sympathy wiith the general
movement. The ctfect of the rise will
be the happy one of pinching the pro-
fessional traders who have heen trying
to force the price down by selling corn
they didn’t have.  After they have been
compelled to buy enough to fill their
contracts a relapse in prices wiil of
course be expecied until former prices
will hbe more nearly approached. [t
remains to be seen whether the govern-
ment crop reports will show excessive
damage to Western coru.  There seems
to be adifference of opinion upon the
point whether the recent hot wave, fol-
lowed by frosts, has really ruincd the
corn crop.—Balto. Sun.
