A TARIFF FOR REVENUF.

A Vigorous Armigoment of Mcen who
Wrangle.
Mu. Evtton:

The senseless talk of the Mugwump
free-trade newspapers and their attempt
to engraft on the old hickory tree their
free-trade heresy, is more objectionable
to Democratic principles than protection.
The Democratic position is a T'arifl for
1evenue. ‘That revenue calls for over
five hundred million of dollars annually.
T'his tax should be laid to do the least
violence possible to our various indus-
tries. I'he principle underlying this
protective system may be all wrong; but
it has existed from the foundation of the
goverhment, particularly stimulated in
the last thirty years. ‘To eradicate it at
once would be the work of a congress of
lunatics.

I'he press or at least many newspapers,
instead of an intclligent discussion of
this great question have fallen to the
low plaue ef personalism, abandoning
principles for prejudice, hindering in-
stead of assisting the formation of a bill
that would fulfill Democratic promises.
Abuse is no argument. ‘I'he enunciation
of a principle is one thing, to formulate
a tax in accordance therewith and at
the same time meet the expenses of this
great country is not so simple.

Yrom 1789 to 1846 the tariff on sugar
was from 2 cents on brown to 12 cents
on refinei. The great Walker tariff
placed a duty of 30 per cent ad valorem.
Corapare the condition of labor and
capitai at that time, with no Geiman or
French bounty paid sugar, uvo free
Sandwich Island sugar to compete, and
it would be equal to-seventy per cent
ad valorem at this time.

Again in 1837 R, M. T. Hunter, a
Demcerat, formulated a tariff bill voted
upon by every Democrat in both houses
with but little reduction from the Walker
bill. It was reserved for the Republi-
cans in 1890 to pass a tarifT bill with free
sugar, flavored with Populistic heresy—
the cheap and delusive demagogic cry
of *free breasfest table,” and now we
are told by those free trade, Latterday,
political Salvation Army Saints, that
free sugar is a Democratic principle.

REAL RAPID TRANSIT,

An Elcctric Road Projected from Washing-
ton to New York—The Rallway to e
Elevated, the Traius to be Absolutely
Sufe and No Freight Wanted-Only Pas-
sengers, Express and Mails Need Apply—
120 Miles an Hour,

If the ideas of the projectors of the elec-
tric railrod between \Washington and
New York are realized a greater surprise
isin store, even for this age of rapid
transit, than that which greeted the per-
formance of Peter Cooper’s primitive
locomotive which fifty years ago ran
from the Relay to Baltimore, a distance
of nine miles, in one hour. The same
distance is covered every day in these
rapid days in mine minutes, and cven
less, by the Royal Blue and other ex-
press trains of the same Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad Company which gave
Peter Cooper’s locomotive its first trial;
but the increase in speed has been so
gradual that, like a child’s egrowth, it
has been imperceptible. But here comes
along a startling jump in speed, and
such n one that the world must stand
still for a minute, at least, and look ad-
miringly upon the leap. One hundred
and twenty miles an hour! That is to
be the maintained speed proposed by the
National Rapid Transit Railway Com-
vany which is knocking at ihe doors of
of Congress for a charter that will per-
mit it to construct an elevated road be-
tween the commercial metropolis and
capital city of the nation, and to operate
upon this track the fastest trains in the
world—in fact, faster than the most en-
thusiastic electrician ever dreamed as
possible. ‘T'wo hours and a-half, and
and possibly less, is to be the time be-
tween the two cities, a reduction of one-
half the time now made by the fastest
train between the two points—the Royal
Blue Line limited. 'I'he fastest train of
the Pennsylvanin  Road—the congres-
sional limited—is five minutes more.” In
other words, a New Yorker can partake
of a late breakfast at his home, board an
clectric car at Jersey City and reach
Washington by noon—in time to hear a
tedious tarifl :lebate in the Senate, enjoy
a lunch at the Senalte restanrant and then
et home in time to take a 6 o’ciock din-
ner with his family or at his club. The
Washington matron, on the other hand,
can dress her babies in the morning,
serve breakfast to her husband, ensconce
herself and traps in a car, reach New
York in time to “do"” the shopping dis-
trict entirely, including the purchsse
and fitting of a decollete ball dress, and
then be at her home in time to preside at
tiie coifee urn upon the return of her
husband to dinner from business, and the
bLabies will hardly have had time to soil
their morning toilettes. -

As for the Baltimorean, his opportuni
tivs of apnihilating distance will be
practically limitless. Should-this rapid

-idea be realized, Washington will be a

suburbof Baltimore from a Baltimorean’s
point of Alew, or Baltimore will be on
the outskirts of Washingion from a
Washingtonian’s  point  of  view.
Twenty-tive n.inutes, at the greacest,
will be the time consumed between the
two cities—the same time, and, in fact,
less than now consumed in traveling
from Georgetown to the navy-yard via
the cable road, or from Huntingdon ave-
nue to Hanover street in DBaltimore.
The Washington matron can do her
shopping daily in Baltimore. She can
tske her market basket to Lexington
market, in Baltimore, which is said to be
the finrest market in the world, in the
morning and return in abundant time to
prepare a tempting repast for her hus-
band.

Can such a road be built? The inven-
tors and promoters of tle road say it
can. And they further say that a work-
ing model has fuliy demonstrated its
practicability. Extravagant as seem the
claims of speed advanced by the inven-
tors the fuct cannot be denied that the
idea has bhecn seized by some of the
most practical, level-headed men of the
East, who are willing to invest their
money in the enterprise.

The company proposing to construct
the road has applied to Congress for its
incorporation, because it believes that it
can thus obviate legal difliculties the
easier. In the preamble of their bill of
incorporation the company sets out that
the limit ot steam locomotion has been
reached; that by the construction of such
road as is proposed United States mails
can be conveyed with greater celerity
and sceurity, and United States marines
and soldiers can be transported between
New York and Washington in less than
half the time now required. 1t is fur-
ther'urged that it will greatly facilitate
interstate commerce, cheapen the trans-
portation for passengers and mails, re-
duce the time of transit more than one-
half, afford greater security to life and
promote the general welfare.

THE DESIGN OF TIHE ROAD.

The road structure and ilssupports are
to be made of iron or steel, of sullicient
size and strength to permit the passage
of cars on or over the same at a speed of
one hundred and twenty miles an hour,
aud the conduet for the electric current
is to be so adjusted as to prevent any
person from coming in contact with the
electric current having sufliciert voltage
to endanger life. The roadway is to be
elevated so that the tracks will be two or
more fect sbove the ground and will be
provided with one or more side rails at
such elevation ss will reach above the
floor and under the sills of the windows
of the cars (made to run on said struct-
ure) to prevent derailment. When the
road passcs through the streets of a city
or village, or over any public road or
highway, it will be either elevated suf-
ficier.t for the passage of vehicles under
the same, or placed below the surface of
the ground in such manner as not to
impede the traflic. ‘I'he plans and draw-
ings for all bridges across navigable
streams on the route are to be submirted
to and be approved by the Secretary of
War before commencing this construc-
tion. The charge for transporling
passengers is not to exceed two cents
per mile. The construction of the road
is to commence within one year after re-
ceiving desired grants and is to be com-
pleted within five years,

THE TRACK AND CARS.

A queer looking stiucture will be the
elevated road.  1n order to get a com-
prehensive idea of its appearance, im-
agine a man’s legs sunk in the ground
as far as his hiys. Then imagine his arms
extended neavenward abouta yard apart
at his finger's tips, Then again imagine
his head severed at the base of his neck.
With this picture in your mind you have
a crude idea of the suppoit of the track.
The portion of the body out of the
ground represents the base of the sup-
ports. ‘The exteaded arms  forin a
trough in which the cars will rest. At
the neek wisl be a single heavy rail to
be heavily charged with  electricity.
Upon the hands will rest lighter rails to

prevent the car from turning over.
Upon these rails will run small wheels,
the axles of which project from the sides
ot the car. There will not be much use
for these side wheels, as the car once in
rapid motion, like a bicycle, will run
upon the one rail, and the ereater the
motion the less the tendency to either
roll or topple over. The road will re-
quire no grading. ‘The cars will travel
Jjust as rapidly up hill as down, nor will
there be any ‘need of track repair and
section hands. Thecars will be capable
of accommodzating about fifty passengers
each. Alead of each passenger couch
will be acar for transportation of mail
and express. This car will have in front
of it an appliance like a plow-share to re-
duce the air resistance to a minimum
No heavy freight will be transported.
Only express, mail and passengers need
anply.
