1. hkere is peaecs which is thoe opposito ol
worry. The fiiture is always uncertain.
We lay our plans a3 wisely as we may, but

» utrd nre jnnumerable contingencies be-
tweon them and their realization. Wo keep
usking oursclves, “lluve I omitted any im-
portant item from my ealculations? lavo
I put my money in good sceurities, or in an
cuterprise that after all lncks promise? rls
nccident or sickness going to befall me?
.Have I made proper provision for my fam-

ivor for my own old nge:” 'There aro
lines of caro upon the faces o meet. Even
though somo people nro_carcless and light
hearted, moest inén know the stern realities
of lifo, and do not cast off cares easily.

2, Peace is,tho opposite of conflict. War

desolates a land. Weary marches, flerco
battles, horrible carnago on the side of the
army and desolation and sorrow in multi-
tudes of homes mark jts continuance.
Yeace means a reunited Nation, business
prosperity, intellectual and social advanece-
ment, happy hoines, rewarded industry—
all thhoso good things which we sum under
the word **progress.” [Tumultuous pas-
sions rage in somo man’s breast, envy
gnaws or avarilee shrivels or anger lacer-
ates orlust burns.

1. As contrasted with worry, the way of
ence is trust. T'rust does not imply care-
cssness or jndifference.  In our Lord’s
benutiful discourse His warning in regard
to the cares of lifo is really uot “Take no
thought,” but rather ““Bo not anxious.”
“Your heavenly Father,” Ho says, “know-
eth that ye have need of all theso things.”
No ono is rightly relieved ol care in plan-
ving or ditigence in tho work of life, but
proper caro and reasonable diligeaco aro
very different from worry.

This lesson of trust is not always casy to
fesrn, but it can be learned. God is ontho
throne of the universe. \We do not under-
stand 1lis plans, but it is erough that He
“rates.  When wo are sure of our pilot wo
need not question every timo He suifts tho
Leim. We cannot see tho end from the ie-
ginning, but the Iather ean, It is to be
understood that losses and failures, great-

But thoy will not interfero with the peaco
which trust in God brings. It is the peace
of thie great ocean deeps, even though tho
tempest rages on the surface. Nor is such
peneo stolidity; it is not supetfleinl light-
ness, It is full and true aud it possesses
:ho soul. It is deep, pervading, endur-

ne. L

2, As cortrasted with conflict, peaco is
to be gained by conquest. It is tho battle
fought through to vietory. It was thus
that our nation gained peaco in the War of
the Revolution. ifow precarious just new
tho condition of Europe, with each nation
armed to the teetht It is not a satisfactory
peace when war may flamo out at any mo-
ment. Nothing is cver settled until it i3
settled right.

In the contlict of passions in the human
breast peace can be had only by conquest,
A man must be the victor over himself or
the evils within him will continuaein angry
war. ‘The peaceful possession of truth
comes ouly through contliet fought to
finish. We deprecate tieological contro-
versies, aud somoe of them indeed aro fool-
ish enough. Dut even theological warfare
is better that a ealin whiceh is the quiet ot
death. When the great fundamental reliz-
fous contentions have been fought through
to victory permanent and productive peaco
will ensue.

3. As contrasted with a disturbed cone
science, pecco comes through atonement,
There will be peace only when man is at
ouc with God. The bringing this to pasa
is the atoncment—through Jegus Christ,
he salvation whieh Jesus brings is not in
sin, but from sin. It is n work wrought not
so much for tho believer asin the believer.
It is no artilleal process hinging on a legal
action. It is something real and vital, It
is n new life in the helieving heart—the lifo
of God within the man, deep and high and
wile as the divine graco nnd lasting as
cternity. This is true peace—peace hero
on earth, and peaco swe‘"ug' In fuller tido
out into the life that Hes boyond this.

Maine Disnster Sent to Show Iorrors of
War, Dr. Talmage Says.

Dr. T. DeWitt Talmago spoke of the
Maine disaster at the Tirst Presbyterlan
Church in Wasbington. His subject was
“Tho Dead Warship,” the discourso heing
on the text James iii., +—**Behold nlzo the
ships,” I

“Tho nation is stunned by the destrue-
tion of ourwar steamer. The heart of the
world Is wrung with sympethy for the
wounded and dying,and for tlie hereft
houscholds. The steamship Mnaine has
gone dovvn and heen buried in the great
cemetery of dead ships. Woe! Woe! Woce!
Let one united and universal prayer go up
in behalf of the broken-hearted fathers and
mothers and wives of those who perished
am!d the awful calamity. And do not for-
et the men who are on many seasin neval
service,

Star of hope! beam o’er the billow,

“Iless the soul that sighs for thee,

Biess the sailor's lonely pillow,

Far, far at sen,

Star of peace! When winds are mocking
All his toils, he flies to thee,

Save bhim from the billows rocking
Far, far at sea.

“Just why this destruction of our war-
ship was allowed was at flrst a mystory;
Lut 1 think I understand it now. I helieve
the calamity waz nllowedin order to teach
this nation something of the horror of war,
s0 that wo might keep out of it. Havewar,
and instead of 260 men slain, you will have
10,000 slain, 20,000 slain, and instead of
260 bhereft American homes, 10,000, yea 20,
030 hom:es in blackness and darkness. 13
it not appropriate, under these cireume
stances, that I show you the debt this nae
tion owes to our Amerienn Navy and
speak of the heroism of some oi those who
have t1od tho decks, and oxpress to thoso
who may hear, as well as to those who may
read these words, our gratitudeand appre-
ciation. ‘Behold also theships.”
