SARLY a year be-
fore Custer’s fatal
battle at the Rose-
bud, the teivitory
surrounding the
Black Hills was so
infested with hos-
tile baunds of In-
dians {hat it was
not ssfe for whites
to approach the
mining region ex-
cept in large and
well-armed  par-
tiez. Numerous narrow escapes have
been recorded, bnit many desperate
adventures occurred no accoints of
which have ever been published.

This story is an instaice in point.
Early in the spring of 1896 John An-
son, a yoiing settler from Southern
Nebraska, left a wife aud two small
children at bis homestead. and joined
a largo pavty of miners and adventur-
ers who had gathered at Siduey in
that State- -a party so formidable in
nimbers, and so well armed and led,
that it came through to French Creek
in safety. There John Auson parted
company with the expedition—-it was
bound for Deadwood, which had just
bagnn to be heard of--and joined
some prospectors near Custer’s Guleh,

He had been at work for three
weeks when a party came from the
south, in which were two of his for-
mer ncighbors, who told him that
when they left, nine days before.
diphtherin was raging in their neigh-
borhood; that his younger child had
died, and that the otiier and also his
wife was very ill with the disease.

Anson was a man of most affection-
ate nature. Nothingz had sent him
forth from home except the hope to
hetter the future of his family; he had
been sternly bearing up under home-
sickness that tore hungrily at his
heart, and he would have gone crazy
had he tried to hold onut against the
impulse to hasten back to'his wife and
the little zolden-haired girl who might
still be alive.

To try the backward way alone was
to run many chances of death for one
of escape, but his life was as nothing
to the imperalive call of his soul.
Back he would go, and that same
evening hour which brought him the
dreadful tidings saw 'him on his way.

saw them rise up again like a flight of
wild dacks. - Nowhe heard. prolonged
yells above the hoof-beats of his pony,
as the savages galloped through the

They seemed to be gaining on him,
and yet he did not wish to push Back-
skin to his utmost itntil he might fair-
Iy hope to dodge the enemy among
the breaks of White River or the
cauyons of the Rinning Water. That
he might hope to do if he did not en-
coiinter another band.

So, as he rode ot
oi the valley along the slopse of the
bordering high lands, he turned in his
snddle and fired at the squad of sav-
ages whose ponies were hobbing up
and down through the tall grass like
alot of jack-rabbits.
