COST OF MACADAM HOADS,

Excavation, Culverts, Fences and Kigl-
neering Included.

Now that we are wrestling with the
good roads questlon we are confronted
on every side by the question of expense,
in other words we bhave becn asking
what is the most feasible plan for ralsing

the mouey, our resources considered?
If roade are to cost a8 much in Howard
county as they have cost in Massa-
chusetts all schemes so far formulated
will prove impraciicable. For the infor-
mation of our readers we print below
what we fiud in the ‘“ltoads and
Brldges,” publisl ed by thé Groton Bridge
and Mfg. Cn , of Groton, N. Y.:

“In response to fnquiries as to the cost
of macadam roads we give the follow-
ing, which are the figures In Massachu.
Betis, says The L. A. W. Bulletin:
Country highways are macadamized to a
width of 12°0r 16 feet. There are but
two of the narrower width in the state
asyet. In villages the width varies from
18 to 34 feet, and the depth fs according
to traflic. On sandy, gravelly or porous
soll the broken stone ia laid to a depth of
six inches, and on clay or wet soil tcl-
ford is laid to a depth of eight Inches
and covered by four inches of broken
stone, with a layer of geavel from two to
four inches in depth on top of the clay
and beneath the telford.”

“The cost includes excavations,drains,
telfording, gutters, culverte, fences mon-
uments, und engineering in addition to
the wacadam. At the end of 1896 the
average cost of the 107 miles completed
was $10 369—macadam, $5,485, and mis-
cellaneous, $4,884:"

THE BROKEN LINK,

From our neighboring State of Penn-

s°Ivania has come the sad announce-
ment of the death of Mrs. Mattha Ann
(Waifield) Knowles, widow of the late
Dr. William Gray Knowles, of “Upland.”
Mrs. Knowles was the oldest daughter
of Dr. Gustaviis Warfield, second son of
Major Chsrles Alexander Watrfield, the
hero whose portrait will be handed down
through all ages in the celebiated paint-
fng, “The Burning ot the Peggy Stew-
art,” just bought by the State of Mary-
land.  The portrait of Dr Charles Alex-
ander Wartield by the hand of Pule. now
owned by Dr. Evan W. Wairfield, of
Glenwood, with its striking characteris-
tics of determined heroisin, having been
closely studied by the writer, his impres-
sfons were conveyed to the artist, Mr.
Mayer, whose master-piece will be on ex-
hibition at the State House soon afier
the adjournment of the Legislature.
. Mrs. Knowles was born in the historic
house of “Bushy Park,” in 1814, at a
tiine when another war had brought its
exciting discussions iInto her father'’s
household.

It was before her infant eyes, the
heroic Dr Peregrine Warfied, her uncle,
mangled, bleeding, but still unwavering
in his detesmination to risk personal
safety in defence of justice, was brought
home from the mob upen Hanson’s
Press, a blot upon Americen history,
never to be erased.

Durineg her maldenhood her father
built “Longwood,” withinsight of “Busy
Park ” Her mother, Mary Gray Thomas,
canie from the same Gray’s Ferry section
of Pennsylvania, in which the last days
of Mrs. Knowles were spent.

In 1835, Martha Ann Warfleld, of
“Longwoced,” went out as the bride of
her cousin, Dr. Williamm Gray Knowles,
of that same historic centie. In 1845
they removed to Baltimore and located
upon South Sharp Sireet, where the
writer was a frequent visitor, and per-
sonally knows that the many tributes to
her intelligent Christian characier are
justly hers. The interesting dally re-
cords of her life. embracing as they did
the thrilling incidents of a wpar even
more exciting aund far-reaching than that
which greeted her infant ears, ought
some day to he put into print as the
memoirs of an intelligent observer of
current history. The towering, hard-
some figure of her hushand, as he daily
and wightly bent in family praver, is n
bright remembrance of my hoyhood days
and the expresstve eyes which cariied a
pleasant ereeting to her visitors siill
form an ideal memorial of days that may
never agaln dawn.

Mre. Kuowles’ death is the first broken
link in tbe loving chain of a family that
has clung together in real abiding loye
The youngest sister having past the
half century line, these historic daugh-
ters, pointing proudly to lines of good
fleeds, with hearts full of Christian en-
deavors, now look forward to a reunion
beyond the river where rest and sun-
shine and gladness dwell.

BECRETARY GAUKE AND THE§ MAINE
DISASTER,
Epiton TisEes:

1 the presence of the calamity which
has cut off in theflowerof vigorous young
manhood nearly three hundred of our
country’sdefenders, and which hascaused
a wail from the fatherless and widow to
be heard in all parts of our land, it is
natural that every eye should be turned
to Washington In anglous yearning to
learn the attitude of the administration
in such a crisis. As a rule its attitude
has been that of diplomatic reticence.
Beyond an expression of sorrow for the
awful event, little has been heard from
the Presfdent and cabinet upon the sub-
jeet. There is, however, one notable ex-
ception, in the cuse of the head of the fi-
nancial depariment of the Government.
Becretury of the Treasury Gage, accord-
ing to publie press dispatches, has defin-
c¢d his position as being that—

“Even should the complicity of the
Spanish authoritles in the blowing up of
the Malune be demonstrated beyond the
poseibility of a shadow of a doubt, he
was unalierably opposed to going to war
simply for thesake of a rulned battle-
ship and 300 dead sailors, who, after all,
cannot be brought to life again.”

(The italics are the writer's.) An em-
phatic and vigorous deliverance, this.
Let the people of the United States read,
murk, learn and inwardly digest it. Let
themtake in fts full significance. What-
ever may be eald of the Secretary of the
Treasury, he cannot be charged with
want of franknessin defining his position
on public questions. As he did, when—
casting asido the platform of his party
and the will of over 90 per cent. of the
voters of his country as expressed at the
polis—he candldly declared his desire to
commit the nation thoroughly to the
single gold standard, so, in 1his case, he
takes care that there shall be no room
for doubt as to where he stands when a
question of national honor is at stake.

Before going further, however, it is but
just to Mr. Guge to state that the term
“national honor"” is used here in its old-
fashioned sense as referringtothe resent-
ing of fnsult or injury to the life, limb,
liberty or proverty of American cltizens
by forelgn countries, either directly or
fudirectly. Mr. Gage himself is not un-
known to the publicas u champion of
*nattonal honor;” but the term was then
used in the sense applied to it by bank-
era and {inanciers, referring to money
exclusively, nnd having nothing to do
with the resenting of nstional insults.
It s evident from the honorable Secre-
tary’a langnage that things in connec-
tlon “simply” with a ruined battle-ship
or 300 dead sailors donot riseto the fm-
portance of questions of national honor.
T'h-y are not listed at the siock ex-
change; Dun and Bradstreet keep no
record of such insignificant affairs. The
tinanclal world (ihe only world of iin-
portance) knows them not—there is no
financ:al honor (the only real honor) at-
tached to thefr names in Wall street—
therefore how could the country think for
aimoment of golug to war on their ac-
count #

Ruined battle-ships, 30 dead sailors,
broken hesrts, fatherlesa children, desti-
tute widows, bereaved parents, sorrow-
ing relatives, mourning friends, blasted
hopes, dutkened lives, a grieving nation
—what are they? Are they dollars and
cents? In its old-fushiuned meaning,
what i3 national honer? Puraphrasing
the words of ‘“Tennyson’s Norihein
Farmer in his eulogy on “proputty” we
might say—

“Nationsl honor! what's national honor?
is it «hillin’s an’ pence?

Proputty, proputty’s iveything ‘ere, an’,
Sammy, I'tn blest

If 1t isn't the saume oop yonder, fur them
a3 'us it’s the besf.”

Mr. Gage has had a thorough training
in the modern gchool of patriotisin, a U.
3. national bank, and kffows that money
is the only thing thal really counts, that
money not only *‘talks” tut acts, that the
whole duty of man consists iu getting us
much ot it as be can and making it as
hard as possible tor those who have none
to get any, and that the unpardonable
sln i3 10 do any thing or suffer any nis-
foriune whick will have a depressing ef-
feet on the stock market. “Even should
the complicity of the Spanish authorities
in tue Livwing up of tiie Maine,” says Mr.
Gaye, “be demonstrated beyond the possi-
biity of a ghadowe of a doubt,” he would
sitll ve “wnalterably opposed w going to
war simply for the sake of 4 ruined bat-
tie-suip und 300 deud sailors”” Can any-
thing be more expucit? Even if the
Spauiards did murder our helpless sailors
whiist they were sleepiug  within the
gates of a professed filend, even if the
salior boy’s dream of home was ended by
one crash us of the crack o' doom, one
glance into the midst of hell,one torill of
all the tortures of the damned, s the rent
and dismembered hody set the panting
spiri{ free—what of such small matters
a3 thege? stocks cannot be depressed,
shares cannot be lowered, dividends en-
dangered tor such causes, and therefore
Mr. Gage and those who think as he does
and whoattler alt are the only people
worth considering,—therefore ke and
they are “unaiterably opposed to going
to war” under the tircumstances. Mr.
Gage Is consistent, however, in his fdeas
of statesmanship and honor and patriot-
ism. lle carries his business or bunking
methods into the administration of his
department, jusi as he proposes to do in
dealing with questions of murdered sail-
ors nnd ruined battle-ships. Hehas his
own ideas a3 to national honor and also
as 1o personal honor. For insiance, ss
a gentleman (presumably) at the head of
one of the most himportant departments
of the govermnent, he thinks it honor-
able and the sct of a gentleman ta get
spies and professigngl detectives on the
track of other gentlemen presumsbly of
as high rocial standing, abilfty and bust
ness repute in the community ag himself,
to collect ex parte “evidence” not affect-
ingr the efficiency of the working of the office,
and then without notice of any kind,
without charge preferred, without any
explanation asked, without any oppor-
tunity for a hearing, without belng con.
fronted with witnesses or even belng in-
formed of their names, or being notified
that there are any witnesses or evidence
at all in the case—under such circum-
stances according to  Mr. Qage’s
peculisr code of perzonal honor, he
thinks it proper te remove auny
gentlemen over whose position  his
oflice gives him control, at any time the
with to do so seizes him. Among other
improvements, possibly inspired by meth-
ods in vogue to keep tab on the employ-
ces in his bank, before he left it for his
present exalted post, he can claim the
credit of being the ploneer in adopting
eavesdropping and keyhole methoiis, es-
plonage and systematic survelllance, and
*shadowing” to pry into the personal
andd private life of gentlemen whose only
fault is that they happen to be placed by
law under his temporary authority and
have not been trafned in the *“‘business-
like” customs prevalling In Mr. Gage's
bank. Truly the country and Mr.
McKinlcy are to be congratulated on the
possesgfon of such an exalted exemplay
of up-to-date patriotism, guch a Jin de
siecle  statesman, such a Bayand as
to chivalry and honor as the dis-
tingulshed Sccretary of the Treasury.
And in the midst of the waves of pros-
peritynow wafting us all on the high road
to fortune, it is pleasant for the widows,

WANTS A BIRD LAW

And We Bhould Have It—Senator. Day
Wants to Kill Turkeys.
Ep1tor TiMgs:

The attitude of some of our represen-
tatives in regard to the protection of our
ingectiveous and song birds is really sur-
ptising.

1 sce by the reported proceedings that
some of them want the privilege of klll-
ing all birds. The question has occurred
to me, Are we a civilized and Chriatian
community, and have we no feelings of
humanity ? That alone should protect all
birds from wanton destructon. But in-
dependent of this, it fs to our intereststo
protect the birds. Our fruits and vege-
tables raised for inarket are being pois-
oned by Parls green, slugshot, &e., &c,
to kill the insects our blids would des-
troy, thus endangering the very lives of
our people. Even the cabbage and caulj-
flower, so universally uged by all clusees,
is drenched with Parls green to an alarm-
Ing extent, to kill the cabbage worm.
Our currant bu-hes and fruit tices are
sprayed with the same polson; In fact
market gardeners are oblged to use them
or have their crops destroyad, and, as a
consequerice, the consumer has to take
his chances, and in the face of this, rep-
resentative S8enators want to kill all in-
sectiveous birds and have the privilege
of doing 8o, untrammeled by law. And
I abserve that one distinguished Senator,
he from Howard county, wants to “kili
turkeys’ as if to turn the law to protect
birds into ridicule. If we cannot get a
proper bird and ggme law for the State
let us, at least, have the old bird laws and
trecpass laws retained in Baltimore
county, and we hope our representative,
Mr. Malcolm, will see to ft. Thebird law
will not interfere with our neighbors
killing the turkey. E. L.
