Building Stone In Howard utid Baltimors
Counties,

Professor George PP, Merrlll, curator of
geolopy in the United States National
Muscum, at Washington, a recognized
aguithority on the natural structursl ma-
terials of the country, in- conjunction
with Prof. Edward B. Matthews, of the
Johns llopkins University, under the
avspices of the Maryland Geological
Survey, has completed the manuscript
for a valuable volume upon “The DBuild-
ing Stones of Maryland,” which will
form a part of the forthcoming second
report of the State Geological ard Eco-
nomie Survey. .8peskivg of Howard
and Bal'imore counly stone the report
says:

“The building stone Industry in Balti-
more and Howard counties recelves its
stimulus from the preximity of the for-
mation to Baitimore. The largest indus-
tries are centered in the quarrying of
merbles at Cockeysville, and the gran-
ites and gneisses along the P’atapsco
river, near Ellicott City and at Wood-
stock,

“The granites about Woodstock have
long been known, but were turned to
little commercial account until after the
visit of Prof. David Dale Owen in 1847.
He called attention to the supcrior
quality of the material, and remarked
upon the peculiar forms which the rock
showed in the quarries. ‘The rock here
fs ablack mica granite, varying from
lzht to dark gray in color, of medium
texture, but exceptionatly well suited to
general building purposes. It is found
in the Fidelity Building, at Charles and
Lexington streets. Somewhat farther
down the Patapsco, near Ellicott City,
on each side of the river, are smaller
quarries of granite and gnejes. It was
from these quarries that, in 1812, stone
was hauled for the Catholic Cathedral,
in Baltimore, in teams drawn cach by
nine yoke of oxen, astold in a paper by
Robert Gilmore, Jr., published In 1814.

“Other good deposits of granite are
scattered through both counties, smong
which the most finportant is that at
Guilford, a few miles north of Annapolis
Junction. Here a beautiful tine-grained
rock, well adapted to mogumental re-
quirements, is quarried. This Industry
is handicapped by the lack of transpor-
tation facilities.”

BACTERIOLOGY A SCIENTIFIC TASIS,
Epitor or THE TiMEes:

The vast importance of the uss of the
nicroscope in the every-day work of the
physiciar cannot well be over-cstimated.
Itis also equally important that thegener-
public should know of its usefuluness in
revealing those minute organisms whose
potent Influence for evil in diseased con-
ditions is daily made known through the
columus of medical journals. Every one
hears now-a-day of blood-poisoning bat
do not know of the deadly streptococcus,
and the slightly less deadly staphylococ-
cus. It is not to be supposed that every
one, not even physicians, should become
skilled bacterlologists but it is very de-
sirable that they should all be aware of
the effects produced by theseminute veg-
etable organisms, for they are not an-
imalculae, though frequently called
“bugs,” and that physicians should be
able to recognize the more important
ones, the bacillus of tuberculosis (con-
sumption) probably amnong the most in-
portant, because of its insiduousness,
and the recognized fact that this disecase

is contagious through these germs, and
it is only by the early recognition of
their presence that a cure can be hoped
for. In this conncction I take the liberty
of copying &n editorial from the Medical
News, which will be well worth while
for all to read. ’

THE IMPORTANCE OF A GENERAL KNOWL-

EDGE OF BACTERIOLOGY.

“There are 331 described species of
bacteria which are useful, or at least
harmless, and only 1358 speciea which are
known to-produce disease, and compar-
atively few of these affect the human
family (Sternberg). And, moreover, since
the conditions for existence of the dis-
ease producing germs are not abundantly
supplied, they have, on the whole, a
rather hard life-struggle, and it is not
wonderful that when the opportunity
presents they improve it to the utmost.
It is the harmful germ with which we
are most concerned. The useful germ
we accept, like air and sun-light, as a
matter of course. The harmful germs,
after evading every effort to discover
them for centuries, are rapidly being 1so-
lated, studied, and the influences which
are inimical to their continued existence
etablished. It was found that certain dis-
enses, of which typhus 18 a type, de-
pended fortheir propagation on the pres-
ence of filth. Measures were taken to
remove the filth, and typlus disappeared.
It is known that typhoid fever, malaria,
cholera, and certain diarrheal affections
are produced by the presence of germs in
drinking water, and that if such water is
hailed these diseases willbe prevented.
It is known that the sputum of a tuber-
culous patient, when allowed to dry may
infect others,ard that if the sputum is
burned the major dangor is avolded.

It is known that air-borne diseases are,
as a rule, carried but a short distance,
and that if the patient suffering from them
be isolated, and if all discharges and ar-
ticles of clothing, etc., with which the pa-
tient has been in contact are disinfected,
the danger of others contracting the dis
ease {s comparatively slight. It isknown
that certain diseases are prevented or
modified by vaccination or ingculation;
that this acquired immynity is produced
by a well-understood scientitic principle,
which is being repeatedly proven. Itis
known that for pus microbes, as well as
others, there Is nothing so conducive to
their growth as heat and moisture, and
that an old-fashioned poultice supplies
these conditions most admirably, and that
in the discarding of this dangerous agent
for the treatment of open wounds,
whether Infected or not, and in purulent
affections gencraily, much suffering and
perhaps some lives have been saved.
These precepts are thoroughly praclical,
and even a superficia! knowledge of the
principles of bacterlology will convince
the public of their importance and the
necessity of better measuses of quaran-
tine; of the enactment and enforcement
of laws in regard to fsolation and vacel-
nation, of disinfection, of general sani-
tary cleanliness, including pure food,
pure milk, pure water supply and pure
alr, matters in which every individual is
vitally Interesied. The more thoroughly
bacteria and their effects are understood,
the less we will hear of the scoffer, the
anti-vaccination crank, and the mob
which resists the health ofticer in the per-
formance of his duty. The public is be-
ginning to see that the present practice
of medicine {s founded on science, and it
i1s anxious to know more of it. It is re-
markable wkat an interest people are
taking in this sclentific basis of medicine.
Whether due to the training in science
and physiology now common in our pub-
lic schools or to some otherreason would
be difficul} to deelde, but it iscertain that
there is a whalesome desire for informa-
tion which the physician should be the
last to withhold. 1le may communicate
the fact to his patients that it is unwise
to poultice a boil; that it is necessary to
disinfect polluted clothing and diarrheal
discharges; that it Is desirable to boil
suspicious water, etc. Let him alzo ex-
plain to them why thegse things should
be done, and In the majority of cases he
will iind his audience only too glad to
listen, and prompt to obey.”
