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FREE CUBA OR WAR.

Not since the ominous hours which
preceded the battle of Bull Run has the
cotintry been subjected to such a tension
as the present. The dark and forbld-
ding clouds of war are hanging low.

The cup of Spain’s inlquity seems
full. What was thought to be an Inter-
minable serial of cruelty and misrule in
Cuba must end. Thatis what s heard in
Congress and {8 volced by the country.

The Roman Senate deliberated long and
serioiisly as to whether they would treat
with or wipe Carthage out of exist-
ence. The latter was declded upon.

For the past fifty years the Ametican
people have been perlodically called
upon to utter indignant words of proteet
against Spain’s shocking cruelties to the
people under her control on the island,
The Maine Incident was but the legiti-
mate sequence of her policy of treach-
ery, then has come the brutal mur-.
der by starvation of a half a million of
her non-combatants. Too weak to con-
qiiei a chivalrouis foe she has employed
tactics that would shame darkest Africa.
The American people are about to say
“‘you shall not fHaunt your black flag
longer in our view." ‘

Painful as the thought of war is the sit-
uation {8 such that we cannot avold the

* responslbilitly without dishonor. The
latest from Washington this (Friday)
morning is, President McKinley has de-
termined upon his policy, that s, inter-
yention, which means independence for
or annexation of the fsland Let it be
the latter. May the world have the bene-
fit of our benign Constitution and if pus-
sible our protection.
~We are better prepared for war than
Spain is, with an intelligence and energy
behind it which will overcome all obsta-
cles. In the catagory of Ler foolish acts
Spain will commit another if she does
not shrink from the impending contlict.

CHANDLER ON BIMETALLISM.

Senator Chandler, one of the founders
of the Republican party who was of it
and with it froin the bezinning and who
fs recognired as one of the brainiest lead-
ers, says that the party cannot win on a
gold standard platform; that it must
stand by international bimetalllsm or go
down in defeat. leclaling that the fail-
ure last vear to secure an agreement
with the Eutopean powers, does not ne-
cessarlly mean a failure this year. He
recalls the fact that France promptly
agreed to consider the question, QGer-
many was willing to do so, and that
Great Britain’s refusal was the sole cause
of fallure. He says opinfons have
changed in Great Britain because of the
conditions in India, and that a mission
from the United States would probably
meet with success now.

The Senator does not believe that the
United States can by itself maintain the
double standard at any ratio, but that
shoiild France and the other Statesof the
Latin unfon, and Germany, agree, then
the metals can be maintained at a parity.
These natlons have now $1,658,000,000
in gold and only $700,000,000 in silver,
whilst the Unlited States with $700,000-
000 in gold has $634,000,000 in silver.

Senator Chandler thinks the single
standard gold men are a8 far wrong po-
litlcally and economlically as the sixteen
to one sllvermen, and tkat the adoption
of either policy would result in great in-
jury to the country.

When the vote on the Teller resolu-

*tfon was taken, of the Republican Sena-
tors who stood by the party in 18986,
Chandler, Pritchard, of North Carolina,
Warsen and Clarke of Wyoming, Wol-
cott, of Colorado, Carter and Mantle of
Montana, and Shoup, of Idaho, voted for
the resolution, and Chandler believes
that in 1900 a majority of the party will
vate that way in the convention.

What promised to be a long and tedi-
ous plece of leglslation, robblng the last
days of the sesslon of more than its due
portion of time, the Ballimoie City new
charter bill, went through its several
stages In the House, aud passed unani-
mously Wednesday night, so quickly and
smoothly, as hardly to make its presence
known, except to those who closely fol-
low the routine of business. Beling the
Benate bill the act was amendable on its
third 1eading. A nuinber of amendiments
were offered by the Malster element of
the Republican party, but none were ac-
cepted by the House. Mr. Wilkinson,
Democrat, voiced the sentiment of the
minority by stating in the beginning of
the conslderation of the bill on Wednes-
day evening, thal. he would oppose any
amendnments to the bill, and the Republi-
cans would have to take the responsibili-
ty of the measure. They had sent {t down
tuo late in the sesston for any conslidera-
tion of the details of the charter. All the
Democrats took the same view of the
matter, and the bill was passed without
a dissenting vote.

The Republican organization dies
hard. Although it is given out that it
has abandoned the Police Re-organiza-
tlon BIll, it 1s in evidence that the “Com-
bine” s laying its plans for a further
assault upon the minority of its own
party, and the credulity of the Demo-
crats in its professions of police reforin.
That the Combine would crush the Mal-
ster element, has been evident the whole
sesslon, and it Is equally apparent that
the compact Democratic minority was
not falling into any ttaps that the con-
scienceless “Combine” was setting for
them.

their two. Six Malster Republicans in
the louse with the Democrats can de-
feat the “Combine,” and doubtless these
will be forthcoming at ithe proper time.

The Democrats in the House have been
very adroit the session through. Thefr
ability has wrung praises from their
enemies. Thelr masterful command of
the situation has won the admiration of
the State Democtacy. Following right
aod politic principles, they have saved
their counties and the State from rank
political legislation. Their prompt hand
In electing the Speaker, gave thom quali-
ty and quantity from their party on the
committees, and holding and voting to
let every delegation declde what was
proper for its own local legislation.

1and—$596,000,000 worth whilethe manu-
facturers exported but $151,000,000 worth.
That Is, the manufacturers sold at home
at tarifl-made prices all but 3,59 per cent,.
of their product, while the farmers Lad
to seli miirpad under free-trade conditions
2402 per cent. uf thelr entire output.
The protected manufacturey enjoyed a
monopoly of the hone market and gglg
hiis lnligd ayrplus to foreigners often at
rates befow thase exapted at home, The
farmers, aftersupplyingthe llopm market
have to sell one-fourth of thelr pmdup(
where it can get no enhancement of l;lnlco
by reason of our {ariff laws.
