OBITUARY.
WALTER,

Rev. Joseph M. Walter, a weli-known
young Catholic priest, died Sunday at
the home of his father, Joseph M. Wal-
ter, 323 North Eutaw street, Baltlmore,
after a lingering illness caused by con-
sumpiion of the lungs. Father Walter
was born in Baltimore January 26, 1867.
After receiving an early education at
Calvert Hall College, he entered 8St.
Charles College, in 1882, at the age of
fifteen years, to begin his studies for the
priesthood. Five yecars later he was
compelled, owing toill-health, to give up
his studies and went to Europe. For a
year hie was a8 student at the American
College in Rome, where he was also com-
pelled to tesign owing tobad health.

After returning to Maryland Father
Walter entered St. Mary’s Semlinary,
North Paca street, where on January 29,
1892, he was ordained prlest. Two daye
later he celebrated his first mass. His
first charge was the Mission of St Louis
and Carroll Manor, Clarksville, Howard
county, where he remained three years
and four months. In 1895 be was trans-
ferred to 8t. Peter's Church, Western-
port. Eighteen months later he was
compelled to give up active work, on ac-
of his health, and visited Tucson, Ari-
zona. Laet summer he returned to
Maryland and went to St. Agnes’ Hoapl-
tal. In November last year, all hope of
regaining lhealth being abandoned, he
went to ﬁve at his father’'shome. Father
Walter was a nephew of the late Rev. J.
A. Walter, who was pastor of St. Pat-
rick’s Catholic Church, Washington,

During Father Walter's stay in Clarks-
ville, he was much devoted to his charge
and spent all his time traveling about
among his people scattered over a very
large territory. Ile was much esteemed
and respected. His chief characteristic
was a fearless honesty and straightfor-
wardness which neyer faltered in the ex-
position of truth because of disagreeable
consequences. Such a mannerunfortun-
ately Is not conductive to popularity.
But men of this stamp at the sacrifice
of self achieve great results fmpossible
of attainment to less courageous souls.

The funeral took place Thursday
morning from the Cathedral, after a
short prayer at the house. The offjce,of
the dead was recited at 9.30 o’clock by
the clergy. Rev. J. D. Marr, of the
Church of Our Good Lady of Good
Counsel, and Rev. T. J. Kenny, of the
Church 8t.

BNOWED UNDER,

Mr. Day’s Stoiie Road Biil Gets ita Qule-
tad in the Mouse of Delegutes-Boine
Lively Tilis Diribg the Debate-53
Aguliast and 27 for the 3il1,

Benator Ueorge Dorsey Day’s road bill
for Howard coiility was defeated ia the
House on Friday of last week and de-
finitely builed for this session of the
Legislatire. The bill, as {8 well-kuown,
provided for the bonding of Howard
couity to the extent of $300,000 for the
purpose of making stone roads in the
county. After it passed the Senate and
came to the House the members from
Howard, Democrats, reported the bill
uinfavorably.

Mr. Qould, of Montgomery county, led
the fight to save the bill and called upon
his IRlepubllican colleagues to stand by
Senator Day in opPoamun to the Demo-
crats. Messrs. Wirt, Miles and WIlkin-
son replied, and Mr. Wirt explained that
politics even entered jnto the compos-
ition of the bill and governed its pro-
vislons regulating the method of employ-
ing persons to carry the law into effect.

After a lengthy discussion the iotion
to substitute the bill for the unfavorable
report was lost by an aye and nay vote
of 53 to 27. Mr. Wilkinson then moved
to reconsider the vote by which the un-
favorable report was adopted and to lay
the motion to recounsider on the table.
This was carried, aud its effect Is to kill
the bill for the session, as it cannot be
revised.

MR. GOULD'S SPEECH.

Mr. Gould, when hie moved to substi-
tute the bill for the unfavorable report,
addressed the House in support of his
motlon. lle said that there had been
twenty-seven petitions received by the
comimittee, signed by residents and tax-
payers of Howard, praying for the pas-
sage of the bill. There had been also
received some petitions of thoze who
were opposed to it, and in his opinion
the majority of the people were in favor
of it. ‘I'bere had been confercnces and
conventions of experts in roadniaking,
biut this was the first tangible method of
going about thelr construction and of
illustrating how the money to pay for
them could be raised. The Republicans
are in power in the State and will be
held responsible by the peojle whether
this bill passes or not.

MR. SELBY'S SARCASM.

“[)oes Montgomery county propose to
come over 10 Howard and help is to pay
for these roada?” excitedly inquired Mr.
8elby, of Howard.

. Mr. Gould: *“No, but if it were a
measiire relating to Montgomery I should

Mr. Selby: *“Then why not amend it
and insert ‘Montgomery’ wherever ‘How-
ard’ oceurs. 1'm sure there will be no
objection to that procedure on the part
of the Howard delegation.” He con-
tended that the measure was distasteful
to the people of his county, and he hoped
that the House would not vote to saddle
upon his people this additional taxation.

Mr. Wilkinson : “Ordinarily, I could
not vote to force a debt upon any county
of the State. Let us look at this pro-
position. It requires Howard county to
issue Londs to the amount of $300,000
for the purpose of experimenting on
good roads. If the provisions of the bill
are good for lloward, they certainly
ought to be good for Montgomery. I
don’t belleve that the gentleman from
that county (Mr. Gould) would be wil-
ling to substitute Montgomery for
Howard In this experimenta]l measure.
1t is not right to force upon the people
of Howard a measure which they do not
want and which the members of this
House from Howard do not want. I do
not believe that this House is justitied in
passing any bill which the representa-
tives from the county interested do not
want.

Mr.Gould: ‘“Qon’t you think that it
would be a good 1dea to amend the bill
;lo?a,s to permit the peopleto vote upon

t *

Mr. Wilkinson: “No, I do not. Or-
dinarily, that is a good way, but in this
case I do not. There are too many
people who would favor it who are not
direct taxpayers.”

‘A REMARKADLE PROPOSITION.”

Mr. Wirt submitted that it was a very
remarkable proposition to he made to
the House. The gentleman from Mont-
gomery was willing to make any sacri-
tice for the good of Howard county, like
Artemus Ward, who declared that he
wus & patriot and would sacrifice the
last drop of blood of his wife's relations,
even that of his mother-in-law, for the
good of his country. [Laughter.]

“The members from Howard beldcom-
missions from that county and were cap-
able of speaking on this floor as to what
their people wanted. This question did
not enter at all Into the campaign in
which they were elected. I contend that
the gentlemen from Howard, who oc-
cupy seats in this chamber, are as repu-
table as the Senator from Howard, the
author of this bill. The {dea of saddling
upon a county, with a taxable basis of
$7,000,000, a bonded debt of $300,000,
was preposterous. The peculiar fegture
of the measure is that it proposes that
the county shall purchase every turn-
pike in the county. The work shall be
under the direction of a road commis-
sion, with a secretary and treasurer at
high salaries. 8ince Maryland became a
State the roads have been in charge of
county commissioners. If tLis is not a
bald attempt to get control of this
money, then 1 am muchmistaken. It 1s
impossible for any ralr-minded man on
this floor to vote forthe bill, and I will
not believe until the roll has been called
that the House is capable of taking the
view that we should ignore the represen-
tatives of Howard county.

Mr. Schirm advocated the adoption of
a referendum amendment.

THE VOTE.

Messrs. Miles and Syester also spokein
opposition to the adoption of the substi-
tute. The vote was then taken and re-
sulted 27 yeas to 53 nays,and the motlon
to substitute the bill for the unfavorable
report was lost.

_ ELLICOTT REMINISOENCES.

We are indebted to "Mr. E. L. Ellicott,
of the Fourth district, for the following
scraps of history concerning the Ellicott
family. They were clipped from old
nimbers of the Baltimore Bun and
though the dates of publication have
not been preservedy they will revive in-
teresting recollections of this virile fam-

ilyt
 DEATH OF A VENERABLE LADY.

_ Mrs. Elizabeth Ellicott, who died at
Ellicott’s Mills, on the 20th ult., was in
the 92d year of her age. Mrs. Ellicott
was the ]ast survivor of the original fam-
fly after whom Ellicott’a Milla was named.
Of their descendants, comparatively few
survive, and these are scattered over
varlous sections of the land. A letter in
the National Intelligencer, from Ellicott’s
Mills, says:

“Mrs, Ellicott was the daughter of Jas.
Brooke, Jr., of Montgomery county, Md.,
a wealthy cltizen, and a distinguished
meinber of the Soclety of Friends. On
her marriage with George Ellicott, sen.,
which was in 17389, she came to Ellicott’s
Mills, and took up her residence in the
house where she always lived, and
whereshe died. At the time of her ar-
rival this large town was not even a vil-
lage. 'I'he whole space around was cov-
ered with forests of huge trees, Inhabited
by wolves, wild-cats, and deer. Mrs.
Ellicott shared fully inthe anxieties, the
toils, and the successes of the founders
of Ellicott’s Mills. For sixty-three
years she has uninterruptedly resided
here; during all that time a blessing to
her fellow-creatures. ftler house was
the abode of hospltalltf for all, and was
the headquartera for all traveling strang-
ers and ministers of religion. '

“She was a sincere and ardent lover of
her country and its institutions. She had
traveled over a great portion of its terri-
tory, and loved to speak of its sublime
and beautiful scenery, its majestic moun-
tains, its vast inland seas, its mighty
cataracts, its extensive rivers, its huge
forests, its happy liberty, its wise instl-
titions and glorious prospects. With
her religious reading she freely mingled
those works and periodicals which treat-
ed of her country, its institutions and its
prospects. Shedid not omit the printed
journals of the day. She was particu-
larly fond of the Natlonal intelligencer.
Her hiisband had subscribed to its first
nimber. It was the firm suppoiter of
Thomas Jefferson and his administration,
and Mr. Ellicott was his ardent admirer.
From that day tothe present this journal
has been a weekly inmate of the house.
Her last receipt for subscription is dated
Nov. 20th, 1853. IHss the National In-
telligencer such another subscriber? Did
any press ever receive a greater indiyld-
un{ compliment? We tinderstand that an
equal compliment has been pald by the
same indiviGual to another press,—the
Baltimore American, also an early sup-
porter of Thomas Jefferson. Mr. Elli-
cott subscribed to the first Baltimore
Ainerlcan, and the subscription has ever
since been continued.”

Mzrs. E.survived her husband 21 years,
and the two lived happlly together for
42 years.

THE ELLICOTYT CITY LEASE AND THE
ELLICOTTS AND OTHER TOPICS.
Washington Correspondence of the Balti-

more Sun.

In view of the statement in the Chat-
tanoga Times, referred to in the Sun of
Saturday last, relative to the expiration
of “a 99 years lease,” whereby possession
was lield by the Ellicotts of their large
property on the Patapsco, including the
present Ellicott City, it may be sfated
that Mr. Joseph C. G. Kennedv, of this
city, greatgrandson of Joseph Kllicott,
the oldest of the three brothera, who mi-
grated from Pennsylvania and became
owners of extensive property on the Pa-
tapsco and in Baltimore, says, so far
from holding a ninety-nine years' lease,
“just expired,” that 112 years or more
have passed since the Ellicotts—Joseph,
Andrew and John—all natives of Penn-
sylvania, made purchase from Charles
Carroll, of Carroll’'s Manor, of about
8,000 acres of land, including the site of
Ellicott City. It isovera century since
the death of Joseph, whose tombstone
marks his grave on property adjoining,
(a separate purchase,) four iiles above
Ellicott City, lying in Howard and Balti-
more counties, now owned by Mr. Ken-
nedy. The residence of Joseph yet
stands near the B. and O. R. R. and the
south bank of the Patapsco where
crossed by the old Frederick road to
Baltimore. Andrew, a son of Joseph,
was a civil engineer who ran the boun-
dary lines of this district in 1791, and
executed the adopted plan of the Capital
City, the Initial work of L'Enfant not
proving acceptable to Gen. Waahington
and the commissioners, and he having
been dismissed the public service. The
Union Mills Company’s property, orig-
inally 800 acres, was purchased from the
Ellicotts, being part of their estate.
They were extensive millers and manu-
facturers in Baltimore, and did much for
the early trade and commerce of the city.

Among a vast mass of other interest-
ing MSS. in possession of Mr. Kennedy
are the journal of Jos. Elllcott of his
dally experlence during avisit to Europe
in 1766-'67, and the journal of Andrew
in the continuation of Mason and Dixon’s
line, 1786; also two commissions from

Gov. Johnson appointing him, March 1,

1778, a captain, and Nov. 3, 1778, major
of the Elkridge Batallion, and three
commissions signed by George Washing-
ton; but his moat cherished treasure is a
large gold-lined silver goblet, a gift in
testimony of the General’s friendship
and respect. The military spirit of Ma-
jor Ellicott was not quite agreeable to
his Quaker relatlves. He was professor
of mathematics at West Point Military
Academy from 1813 to 1830, when he
died, his life having been paseed in the
public service,

FORD'S GRAND OPERA HOUSE.
